Louie White Makes
Statement

To the Voters of Dawson County

I wish to take this method of
thanking you for having permitted
me (O serve as your tax assessor-
collector for the last few years,
and to solieit your vote and in-
fluence for election to this office
for the next term.

Having lived in Dawson County
for the last 37 years, there is noth-
ing 1 can say about myself that
most of you don't already know,
but would like to point out a few
facts regarding the office that
possibly has not been brought to
vour attention,

The business transacted in the
tax assessor-collector’'s office 1s
expanding each year, as is evidenc-
ed by our records which will show
an increase in county valuations
from something over eight million
dollars in 1946, (the year | was
elected to office) to over 19 million
in 1956, and the receipts received

from car registration titles, ete.,
has increased in about the same
proportion.

In the face of all this increase
we have been able to handle the
duties of the office with the same
number of personnel as was used |
in 1946, this however, is larsely‘
due to the efficient help that has |
been made available to us through
the years, One fact worthy of
mention is that every person who
has been regularly employed dur-
ing my tenure of office has been
a graduate of the Dawson County
Schools, And it speaks well for the
#chools of this county to note that
the training that is being given
these young people is more than
adequate to furnish a good back-
ground for any job. /

I have never tried to make any
other business connections since
taking office and have had no ln-’

come other than that derived from
the tax office during that time,
as | consider the duties of this /|
office should require one's full-
time attention, if an attempt was
made to operate a business along
with the office 1 fear that the
office or the business would be
neglected,

In view of all the expansion and
the demand for more taxes such
progress will bring, I do not con-
sider the tax collector’'s office just
a job to be used as a side line, but |
in my opinion it should be consid-
ered a profession that should re-
quire all the training and exper-
ience possible to secure.

If 1 am elected to this office
for the coming term, every effort
will be made to give you the same
courteous service in he future as
you have had in the past, and I
will be eternally grateful,
