LAMESA Sept 7. —Besides sup­
plying necessary livestock water, 
properly managed farm ponds oft­
en afford a home for wildlife which 
otherwise could not exist accord­
ing to George D Keathlery of the 
Lamesa CCC camp. Where streams 
and natural lakes are few. as in 
the Southern Great Plains, protect­
ed water vegetation provides food 
and shelter for migratory water- 
fowl and other wildlife of econom­
ic value.

•Farn$ers who have established 
wildlife sites in this area report 
that mallards, blue-winged teal, 
killdeers. pintails and other simi­
lar species of waterfowls are meet­
ing and rearing their young on 
small ponds that have been con­
structed in connection with the soil 
and water conservation program.

In order to make a pond valuable 
to wildlife, at least a part of it 
should be fenced so livestock will 
not trample out the water plants. 
Farmers may fence a narrow lane 
down to the water or fence the en­
tire pond and pipe the stock water 
through the dam Ponds should 
be built at least one or two miles 
apart so that concentration of live­
stock will not result in overgraz­
ing about the watering places. 
Keathley points out.
