The term dropout does'nt bring
pleasant pictures to mind, Many
people often associate the colloguial
term witth juvenile delinquents,
Yet the boy or girl who becomes a
droupout may be & nice young per-
son — just bewildered, unsure of
himself, and his goal in life.

Many youngsters face the decis-
fon of whether to leave school or
continue before they are old enough
or experience enough to decide
wisely, The process which leads to a
student leaving school is a long
one — and it is affected by the
student, his family and his school.

Youngsters need guidance and
encouangemnt from their families
and school officlals. Many people
must share the blame for a school
dropout.
