hugaestloB* fur tbs Cook.

During the spring months the house-
keeper bnds more difficulty in getting
up varied and appetizing meals than
at any other season.

Fortunate is she who has a supply' of
parsnips ready to bedugasaoon as the
frost is out of the grutiod. an aspara-
gus bed and a patch of pieplant

The parsnips may be simply boiled
and mashe*l, or after boiling cut in
thin slices and fried in butter.

To make parsnip stew cut equal
quantities of parsnips and potatoes
into small pieces and boil with several
slices of salt pork; acasou with aalt and
pepper.

We cook asparagus in the following
ways: First, cut into half-inch pieces
and boil in salted water twenty min-
utes; season with cream or butter, or
both.aiiu eat with bread or oyster crack-
ers.

2 Cut into half-inch pieces, reject-
ing the tongh ends, boil 10 minutes in
just enough water so that none need
be poureil off. Heat one cr two eggs,
add three tablespoonfuls of cream,
sweet or sour, and one of vinegar,
salt. When the asparagus is done
pour this mixture over it and let it
como to the boiling point.

A Tie the asparagus in small bun-
dles and boil in jnst enough salted
water to cover it. Toast some slices
of bread and butter them, lay the
asparagus on and butter that and pour
over all the water in which the aspar-
agus was boiled.

Wc thiuk pieplant sauce is best
cooked without any water. Feel, cut
in small pieces, put in the sugar and
that will draw out the juice; cook it
in a pall set in a kettle of boiling
water or in the oven.

If pieplant is scalded in boiling
water a few minutes before cooking it
will not require as much sugar, but it
will not be as rich.

I’ieplant can be canned for winter
use without cooking by cutting the
peeled stalks into small pieces and
tilling the cans and pouring over them
cold water, .“7al at once. We alwavs
put.up gooseberries for pies in that
way and they keep nicely. We are
just using the last of those we put up
la.st summer.

When used pour off the water, wash
them in another water, cook in just a
little water until soft, sweeten,thicken
the syrup with flour and till your pies.
A quart can makes two round pies.

Raisins are so cheao now, '20 or 3A
pounds for a dollar, that we have used
them freely. They have three of the
most desirable qualities of food. They
arc very nutritious, inexpensive and
palatable. Simply boiled and sweet-
ened (and they need but little sugar!
they make nice sauce. Boaked over
night and cooked a little in the morn-
ing they are good for pies, while a
handful added to bread or rice pud-
ding or boiled with hominy U a great
addition.

Hananaa. also, may be recommended
for the same reasons. Kat out of the
skin or slice and eat with sugar and
cream.

Oranges are not as nutritions, bnt
they arc healthful, and though more
expensive probably do not cost as
much as pies or cakes while needing
no time to prepare, an item of import-
ance in the house-cleaning days so
toon to be upon na—Helena Maynard
in Farmei*a’ Review.

Ait’l.k Snow.—Take apples of cleai
, white pulp, pare, core and quarter,
put with the necessary quantity o:
| water, over a hot fire and cook as rap
lidly as possible. Fass through a sieve
and set in the coldest place you can
‘find. While they are cooling, whip
the whites of two or three eggs to a
atiff froth, and add some powdered
;sugar. When the apple has become
quite cold, whip the egg into it and
keep it in a cold place until time for
serving. Whipped cream may be
served with it if desired.

tthen to Aarata Milk.

Hy aerating milk, odors can be com
plstely driven out that have been ab-
sorbed by the milk after being drawc
from the cow. Odors that were de-
rived by the milk through the systeiz
of the cow are not so easily taken out
They will be somewhat lessened, bul
can never be wholly removed. Milk
should be aerated as soon as possible
after it is drawn, and it should, at the
same time, be cooled. Aerating alone
is an advantage, but its good effects on
the keeping of milk are much increased
by bringing the milk down to 55 de-
grees or lower. Milk should keep at
least twelve hours longer for the aerat-
ing. Hy using acooler and aerator faith-
fully, it ia possible to dispense with ,'ce
in selling milk under the ordinary con-
ditions as they occur In the smaller
cities; but where the milk ia to be
brought by train, and is twenty-
four to thirty-six hours old before
it is put on the milk cart, it would
be necessary to use ice even with
aerated milk. The question as to
whether, by the use of the aerator, ice
can be dispensed with in buttermaking
would seem to imply that the aerator
couid be used to advantage in but-
termaking, which la not the fact.
The man who is raising hit creaci
by ahailow setting or cold, deep set-
ting, or any form of gravity cream-
ing, has no use for a milk-aerator oru
milk-cooler. Either would be a po*
itive detriment, occasioning the loss of
a large amount of butter in the akim-
milk. The man who is running hla
milk through a separator has little
need of an aerator for the whole milk,
ainoe, of course, the milk iaaerated ia
passing throngh the machine. Bnt to
make the beat quality of butter, it is
neceweary that the oraam be cooled be-
low 55 degrees, and better to 50 de-
grees, as soon as poaaible after coming
from the eeparator, and the combined
mllk-eoolere and aeratora, ae they are
now on the market, are probably ti<e
beat fenae of oocommp to he neod for
that pwrpnee.
