The simple tables transmisssion 
pattern of dog-bitse-dog and dog 
Hite-tann has been a familiar one 
at least since the days o f  the Ko- 
aaa Empire Even today, whenever 
rabies Is mentioned, the vision moat 
readily conjured up Is one o f a 
hags dog with dripping jaws run- 
atng amuck through the atreeta 
The truth Is that the host range of 
rabies Is one of the broadest claim­
'd by any disease All mammals are 
Untile to the infection. It may even 
atend to poultry, The wildlife re­
servoir, however, does today and 
apparently will continue to loom aa 
ibt most serious menace.

Draw Reunion Is Enjoyed
Some 250 people enjoyed the 

first annual homecoming of Draw 
Ex-students Sunday in the La- 
mesa park. Plans call for having 
this reunion each year.

The history of the Draw School 
dates back to the school year of 
1905-06 when school was held in a 
small building on Moores Draw 
t later in the Red wine district.) 
Miss Emily Waller was one o f the 
students attending there.

The Draw School District began 
in 1907 with a small frame build­
ing near the present site of Draw, 
(There was no O’Donnelluntil it 
was organised in July 1910.) Mrs 
Dick Simpson, nee Miss Berry, of 
Borden County attended school 
there in 1908. As the Draw achool 
grew a new frame building was er­
ected about 1914-15 and a brick 
building in the 20's. The school hit 
its peak in mid 30’s with about 16u 
students. During the depression the 
trend was to the cities for jobs and 
also due to changing farm economy. 
In the 10’a there was a farm family 
to most 160 acre farms. Now the 
average Is a family to each 400 
acres. The Draw school, due to a 
smaller number of students and 
rising cost of education merged 
with O'Donnell in 1948 with part 
of the old district going to Tahoka. 
Now only the old lunchroom, used 
as a community center, stands

This Week li^Austin -
SEN. PRESTON SMITH

Who Is to blame for Texas' lack 
o f action on raising additional mon­
ey to finance the state's government

After six months of work, includ 
ing the special sessions, frayed tem­
pers here in Austin have circulated 
the blame for delay of a new tax 
program.

Gov. Daniel blames the lobby —  
House Speaker Carr has blamed 
“ obstrnctlonlsts in the House" —  
and the House, in occasional flurr­
ies, blames the press and black 
headlines. Actually the real issue it 
seems is a severance beneficiary tax 
on natural gas vs. a production tax 
on natural gas. The opposition to 
both types of natural gas taxes has 
clashed in many legislative skirm­
ishes during the 56th Legislature.

One Austin columnist calls this 
natural gas tax dispute, one of the 
principal issues that have delayed 
tax action. He pinpoints the natural 
gas dispute as costing time, money 
and tempers In the Legislature.

The gas tax issue has been camo­
uflaged in many voting bouts by 
side Issues, he said, and that Texas 
gas-wise "  is split between produc­
ers. pipelines, industrial users. It 
Is strictly a lobby fight, pro and con, 
carried on thru the Legislators who 
have to vote on the issue.”

INSECTS CONTINUE LIGHT

Late planted cotton is generally 
infested with aphids which should 
be controlled with parathlon or 
methyl parathlon. Both of these 
materials are toxic to higher antrn 
als and should be used with caut- 
ios. During the spraying the oper­
ation should not be exposed to 
drift If It is not practical to apply 
these materials with caution, mala- 
thlon should be used. Repeated dos­
ages of any of these materials may 
be necessary to obtain adequate 
control.

Fleahopper infestations continue 
low in a majority of fields while In 
some plantings damaging infestat­
ions should be controlled The
heavier Infestations were generally 
reported in early planted fieldB, 
Heavy infestations were reported 
in some fields In Crosby, Dickens 
Hockley, Howard and lam b Coun­
ties Light to medium infestations 
were reported from other counties,

Bollworm activity has increased 
slmewhat over the previous week 
but Infestations were generally 
light to medium Heavy Infestations 
were reported In some fields In 
Hockley County.

Cottonseed Has Wide 
Market

— o —

Prior to 194 7, saya the USDA 
use of cuttoueeed meal for live­
stock rations was limited largely 
to cattle because of the goasypol, 
a pigment that is toxic to poultry 
and swine

Although variable from year to 
year, the new market for cotton­
seed meal has been eatimated by 
the USDA to have reached 300.000 
tous annually in reaent years. Cal­
ifornia, at the present time, is the 
largest market for the Improved 
cottonseed meal, where in 1958 an 
estimated 200,000 tons went into 
poultry rations

In the past, even when fed to 
laying hens st low, non-toxic lev­
els. goasypol in unimproved cotton­
seed meal caused egg yolk dis­
coloration The Improved cottonseed 
meals, however, cau be fed at lev­
els up to 10 percent o f the total 
diet of hens with no adverse effect 
on yolks of eggs produced for the 
fresh egg market.

USDA's Agricultural Researi U 
Service began work early in the 
1940'b to Improve cottonseed meal. 
Studies of the chemical and physi­
cal properties of cottonseed snd of 
the pigment glands containing gos- 
sypoi gave scientists of the ARS 
Southern Utilisation Research and 
Development Division, New Or­
leans. an understanding of the role 
played by gosaypol and laid the 
groundwork for producing cotton­
seed meat with a low goasypol con­
tent.

Further work indicated that the 
glands containing gosaypol could be 
ruptured during processing by sev­
eral means, and a large part of 
the frets] toxic material could then 
be Inactivated at a much lower 
temperature than wag previously 
thought possible. Also, low proces­
sing temperatures favor high pro­
tein ijuaity in the meal. However 
achievements to date do not com­
plete the research required to rea­
lise the full feeding potential of 
cottonseed meal, the USDA added.
