FEW COTTON PESTS TO DATE

Cotton has made very satisfactory
progress during the past week due

to favorable weather., Growth has
been rapid and many cotton fields
have begun to set squares. Insects

have not posed a serious problem In
most plantings, according to the
Texas Extension Service office at
Lubl Thrips have bheen reported
in light medium infestations in
the area. Insecticides have been ap
plied for control of these insects in
many of the fields

Aphids were reported present in
scattered fields but were generally
light. Fleahoppers occured in some
fields, The insects appeared about
the time plants reached the early
squaring of growth
