TEXAS TO GROW MORE
OYSTERS IN FUTURE

Examining the geography of Tex-
as’ Gulf Coast, we discover that
there are about a dozen or more
bays and a half dozen major rivers
emptying into the Gulf. The junct-
ion of rivers with major bodies of
sea water produces an admixture of
salt and fresh water. When a bay
serves as a basin for an ideal de-
gree of salinity it provides a per-
fect environment for the growth of
oysters,

Years ago Texas produced many
oysters, but over the years oyster
production dwindled to a mere tok-
en harvest for state consumption.

Now, the oyster industry in Texas
bids fair to make a comback. Be-
cause of this future growth and ex-
pansion the Texas State Department
of Health plans to step up its oyster
certification program. In order for
an oyster producer to affix certificat
fon numbers to his product he
must first meet the standards set
by the State Department of Health.
