The modern, 18-cylinder
method for beating cheap-labor
competition is to produce Amer-
jcas skilled workers using Amer-
jca’s costly machinery can turn out
any manufactured product, in bet-
ter quality and at a lower cost than
is possible in a cheap-labor setup.

There is a collectivist theory that
manufacturers will make too much
profit for the good of society unless
their workers slow down production.
It is not true. No friend of Labor
will put any obstruction in the way
of maximum production because it
is the road over which men must
march to better wages and higher
living standards. It is also this na-
tion's escape from collectivism
which brings slavery.
