Developements Given On 

School Building Program
The School Board met with 

the architect lav Thursday nlte 
to go over preliminary plans fot* 
the proposed new elementary 
school building. They also met 
with rep: -sentatives trout s vera’. 
bond compan es who are interest 
ed in buying the bonds.

Wilson and Patterson, architect 
ual firm of Ft Worth has the 
arrhi'ectual contract while the 
proceedings contract on the bonds 
was given to Rauscher Pierce 
and Co. of San Antonio. Both con 
tracts are subject to the bond iss­
ue carrying.

After much discussion by the 
Board, it appeared to them that 
a large majority of patrons wan' 
to include a combination cafterla- 
auditortum In the new building. 
It is easier for the larger children 
to come to the elementary build, 
than for the ’-malt child en to coma 
to the present cafeteria. Then 
too. they could have their own 
small programs at their building 
without having to come to tha 
high school auditorium tor all pro 
grams. The cost on this building 
with the cafeteria-aud.torium in 
it, will run around $150,u0l) to 
$16t>,000. This cost, plus the cost 
of the new furnishings for ’.he 
building: architect's fee. site for 
tli.- new building, refunding u $12, 
lHM> present debt that is carrying 
6 per cent interest: and some re­
novating in the present elemen­
tary building will necessitate a 
bond issue of from $225,000 to 
$250,000.

In order to issue 'his amount of 
bonds. Supt S F Johnson, said it 
would be necessary for the cl is 
trict to raise their valuations by 
approx mately 20 per cent. This 
amount of bonds ($250,000) 
could be issued under present val 
uations but they would carry such 
a high rate of interest as to cost 
the district $60,000 to $70,000 in 
addi’. tonal revenue over the life ot 
the bonds. The valuation must be 
a certain percent of the bonds in 
order to get the low rate of inter, 
est.

The school board Is very an­
xious *,hat everyone in the dis­
trict understand the situation 
and then vote accordingly. They 
don't want anyone to vote lot 
the bonds with the understand 
ing that there will be no raise in 
valuation, because this ean\ tot 
done. This is a matter for the 
entire district to decide and 
therefore everyone should know 
all about it.

It was thought when the pro­
ject was first started tha'. it 
would be possible to issue enough 
bonds without raising the val 
uations any, but after securing 
all estimates and adding the 
cafetorium to the proposed build 
Ing, it was ound that h can t be 
done without a ra se in valuat 
ions.

Petitions for the proposed
building will probably be circul 
ated some time this week. After 
which the school board will call
an election. Specific informat­
ion as to dates and amount will 
be given at a later da'e.

U. N. Forces Near 38th Parallel; | 
Johnston Wants New Parity Ruling

W H ER E TO  N O W ?— Grim, pipe-smoking Douglas MacArthur took 1
time out from directing a war in Korea and his duties as top man in | 
Japan to tell newsmen U N forces were insufficient in numbers to hold , 
a line at the 38th parallel. He pointed out that there are no natural de­
fense features anywhere near its immediate proximity.

The general's statement brought to the front again the question of 
what happens now that the Chinese have abandoned their last great de­
fense center below the parallel and have retreated into North Korea, j 
Do U N. forces advance beyond the line and continue their campaign?

The British government has insisted for weeks, as a political matter, 1 
that the parallel was far as U N. forces should pursue the Reds. This 
view was backed by a number of United Nations members.

In Washington the situation was put like this: I f  the U.N. succeeds 
in smashing the next expected Communist offensive and the Reds then 
continue retreating, how far north should the U.N. forces go?

Prodding, hard-working Matthew Ridgway, commander in Korea, 
wanted a quick answer as his troops stood poised along the line. If  his 
advance was stopped it meant a stalemate in the war and the dirty 
business of preparing a defense line on unfavorable terrain. I f  he was 
given the go-ahead signal it meant more of his slow but thorough tactics 
of "operation killer.'*

M E A T  M A K E R S—  A big man in a pearl-gray ten-gallon hat stiff­
ened, turned purple, and brought his polished boots from desk to floor 
with a crash: "This is the 

* * most outlandish thing those 
f o o l s  in Washington ever 
thought up," he exploded.

One of 2.300 ranchers at­
tending a cattle raisers 
meeting in Dallas, he was 
expressing the view of fel­
low cattlemen who had just 
heard a government plan to 
roll back cattle prices 10 to 
20 per cent.

That view of the govern­
ment's attempt to hold down 
inflation and to regulate 
prices was not confined to 
his group. The automobile 
industry, labor, grain farm­
ers, steel, and numerous 
others c o n t i n u e d  their 
screams. T h e  cattlemen 
were just a little more color­
ful.

Cattlemen said a roll-back of prices would force curtailment of 
production and encourage black markets. Like farmers throughout the 
nation, they argued that production costs have advanced and that in­
creased supply will regulate prices.

Said one rancher: "Yon can't control what the public is willing to 
pay for meat.”

FO O D  P R IC E S—  Eric Johnston, the former fair-haired boy of the 
movie industry, lately turned economic stabilizer for the government, 
sent word to the White House he had found the way to hold down food 
prices.

Smiling Eric reported that the "parity extension”  provision Is the 
key to inability to keep food prices in line. So long as he and Michael 
DiSalle. the chubby price controller, cannot touch a food price until it 
gets above a "parity”  that moves in a rapidly ascending spiral, they 
cannot control inflation.

This, Johnston said, is the heart of the problem. Unless food prices 
can be held and rolled back, there will be no holding wages. And if 
wages continue to go up, industrial prices and “ parity”  will keep on 
climbing and the economy will be tom apart.

Johnston has about as much chance of getting congress to repudiate 
parity as he would of getting Iow*a to stop growing com. Nevertheless, 
he recommended: (1) A change in the "parity exemption”  provision of 
the present law; (2) authority to use subsidies to hold prices in line; 
(3) extended licensing powers; (4) adequate authority to handle labor 
disputes.

T H E  H O T  SEA T — The hottest spot in the U.S. the past several 
weeks has been the witness chair at the senate crime investigating com­
mittee's hearing in New York. Occupying that seat has been gambling 
kingpin Frank Costello and handsome William O'Dwyer, former mayor 
of New York, now U.S. ambassador to Mexico.

The committee was trying to prove that Costello controls a gam­
bling syndicate that reaches to the Main Streets of America. As for 
O’Dwyer, the committee wanted to know if there is any connection be­
tween gamhlmg and big-time politicians in New York.

The hot seat really got hot when Senator Tobey, balding and acid- 
tongued member of the committee, asked O’Dwyer why such a "promi­
nent man ' as he should trot to the home of Costello to ask his advica 
and counsel.

O’Dwyer said he was carrying out an army assignment, adding, 
“ They say there's a lot of it (bookmaking) in New Hampshire.”

"Well, we haven’t a Costello in New Hampshire,”  Tobey roared.
" I  wonder.”  O’Dwyer retorted, adding that Tobey had sent to New 

York for campaign funds.
" It 's  not true,”  Tobey shouted.

CROP PROSPECTS

1951 Production M ay Set New Record
With •  break In the weather, 

American crop production in 1951 
may set a record, but whether the 
peak output is the answer to spiral­
ing food prices is the big question, 
even for the nation's farmers.

One favorable trend is the grow­
ing number of beef cattle and hogs, 
sources of a major item in the 
country's diet. Cattle numbers are 
now at 94,200,000 head, compared

with a low of 78,000,000 in 1948.
Stocks of wheat and corn, raw 

material for meat and dairy pro­
ducts, are ample and without acre­
age restrictions. Winter wneat 
planting is up one-sixth over last 
year. Indications in the midwest 
corn belt point toward another 
bumper planting this spring, of­
ficials of the department of agri­
culture said in a recent report.

should have a service they could 
understand and enjoy, one that 
would be their very own. She was 
instrumental in having an aban­
doned schoolhouse moved to the 
church grounds adjoining the adult 
church in 1937.

An entry way. steeple, window 
shutters and paint were added to 
transform it into the diminutive 
house of worship. Everything about 
it is scaled to children's size.

The children begin their service 
in the larger church next door 
where the Rev. Pomeroy delivers a 
children’s sermon but that is the 
end of their time in the adult re­
ligious world. Immediately after the 
sermon, they file quietly out to 
their own small church where they 
take over. It's not a game with 
them. It is a very serious matter 
and each of the 80 members reflects 
his satisfaction with the arrange­
ment in his feeling of responsibility 
about the conduct of his church.

GRASSROOTS

Our Posterity May Have To Repudiate Huge Debts
By W right A. Patterson 

•THE PRESENT DECADE is des- 
“  tined to go down as the most 
profligate in our history. In Wash­
ington, the halls of congress and 
in the executive departments, there 
is talk only of economies, but it is 
all talk and no action.

The President talks an excellent 
line of economy. He tells congress 
to spend less on home projects, 
and then recommends new ways 
and places for appropriations. Con­
gress talks much about the need 
for economies, and then votes all 
and more than the President has 
asked. It results in a merry go 
round of tax, and tax. and tax. and 
spend, and spend. In the end, we are 
destined not to pay as we go, but to 
build up more national indebted­
ness for our children, through sev­
eral generations to pay, or possibly, 
to repudiate. We are traveling the 
road to national bankruptcy, with 
no one willing to apply the brakes.

Congress insists it will cat 
the President's budget by as 
much as seven billions, the 
President dares congress to cut 
it by as much as one dollar. 
And the ehances are that In­
stead of cutting, congress will, 
by the end of the session, 
through the needless items pro­
vided for in the ntnal “ pork”  
Mil, add more millions or bil­
lions.
For many years, through "pork" 

appropriations we have attempted 
what we have termed flood control 
without any perceptible approach 
to actual accomplishment, and we 
will have similar appropriations at

the end of this session. The result 
will be increased, rather than less 
spending.

But the people do not seem to 
awaken to the fact that congress 
and the President are spending 
their money, that each new billion 
of appropriations calls for more 
taxes which the people must pay, 
more wavs through which to collect. 
Now, in Washington, they are talk­
ing about a manufacturers’ excise 
tax. which would mean a new tax 
to be added to the price of the 
comodities the people buy. It is 
not that such a tax is not equitable. 
It is but another wav of taking 
money cut of the pockets of the 
people to pay for things we could 
get along without.

We tax the people on the food 
they eat, in order that congress 
may provide higher prices for 
farm products, and so eater to 
the farm vote without a thought 
of the retaliation that may 
come from the five urban voles 
to each one on the farms. That 
it a place where the urban vole 
will, in time, demand a de- 
crease in expenditures.
When that urban revolt comet, as 

it will, it will make a difference of 
a billion or more in government 
spending.

One place where economy could 
be practiced, rather than only 
talked, it in the federal payrolls. 
With the bureaucratic departments 
now employing well over two mil­
lion civilians and increasing at the 
rate of better than one thousand 
a day. that “ arm y" represents a

vast erpenditure each year. For the 
President's party, that more than 
two million bureaucratic payrollers 
represents from four to eight mil­
lion votes in the next election. Nat­
urally the representatives of that 
party in congress will do nothing 
about it.

The Republicans in congress 
would welcome the opportunity of 
separating that more than two mil­
lion employees from the federal 
payrolls if that could be accom­
plished without abolishing the jobs 
they hold. They would like to dis­
pense with the present job holders 
presumably members of the Demo­
cratic party, but they want to pre- 
serye their jobs so they may be 
filled the next election — if their 
party wins. They are more inter­
ested in building a bulwark of votes 
that can insure their hold on the 
national government, than in na­
tional economy.

So it is that, for one reason or 
another there is no real desire for 
economy, either on the part of the 
President or either party as rep­
resented in congress What we hear 
is only meaningless talk. There has

Grandmother always had a con­
venient basement for her laundry, 
but in modern homes we like more 
convenience.

Most of these are quick-drying 
and hardly worth the trouble to 
bring to the basement if you have 
one. especially when they can be 
washed so readily in the bathroom.

We Overlooked 
One President

R

Another Missouri Guy 
Was President For Day

ESEARCH EXPERTS, digging 
into history, have unearthed 

evidence which indicates w® have 
overlooked a President. Instead of 
33 men holding the highest office 
in the land, we could, by virtue of 
a technicality, list 34.

As the "missing”  President is 
also a Missourian, there is a doubt 
about President Truman’s claim to 
fame as the first chief executive to 
hail from the "show-ine”  state.

The gentleman who has thus far 
been slighted by the historical rec­
ord is David R. Atchison, senator 
from Missouri. 1843-55.

The main historical clue to At­
chison's Presidency is found in the 
1913 edition of the Biographical 
Congressional Directory. The di­
rectory reveals that Atchison was 
President of the United States for 
one day.

JLJORRISVILLE, Pa— Here in the 
*  *  cradle of American liberty, 
only a stone's throw south of the 
site of Gen. George Washington's 
historic crossing of the Delaware 
river, a new and exciting chapter in 
the romance of American industry 
was written recently when ground 
was broken for the construction of 
the Fairless works of the United 
States Steel corporation.

There have been new plants of 
United States Steel built in this 
country in the fifty-year history of 
USS. but never before, even under 
pressure of two world wars, has a 
steel plant of this size been built 
all at one time, which, by the end of 
next year, will be producing 1,800,- 
000 ingot tons of steel.

The day, the weather, the site 
and the plans made to promote the 
occasion were all of a piece to 
stimulate the imagination: a cold, 
snow-spittirg day; 3900 acres in a 
bend of the Delaware river just 
south of this small village.

It could have been such a day 
whrn the Continental army in 
small boats assayed the cross­
ing of the Ice-choked Drlnware 
to engage the British in the bat- 
I t  •>( Trenton. But there was no 
tuch luxury and trimmings and 
gas heat, no filet mignons tor 
the ragged, batt'e-weary, cold 
and bedraggled troops of Gen­
eral Washinrton as greeted the 
guests of I ’nlted States Steel.
Today the work is going forward

to build a 5500.000.000 p'.ant to pro­
duce more steel to stiffen the ribs, 
nf the nation and to pour more 
wealth into its economic veins It 
does not require much of the im­
agination to picture this s"ot with­
in a few short months— 10,000 em­
ployees who must have houses, who 
must have schools and shopping 
facilities and churc^s where t*:?re 
are none teday. It requires little of 
the imagination to rictur" the hu"e 
dredping boats which will rout out j 
a channel in the Delaware from 

. Philadelnh’a un to the Trenton 
bridge. 40 feet deeo. and do-k facili­
ties accommodating large size ocean 
go:n™ vessels.

And in the mind of this reporter, 
who was present on twi* occasion, 
the Fairlcss works of Un:trd States 
Steel is the smaller end of this proj­
ect which has required several 
years of planning and promotion, nf 
vision and p oneering effort. For 
at the other term nal of these huue 
ocean geing vessels is a veritable 
mountain of iron ore which must 
be scooped up and transported from 
the jungles of Venezuela to the 
hungry maws of the ore-eating fur­
naces of the Fairleys works on the 
banks of the Delaware.

And here again the pioneering 
spirit and the imagination of the 
men who run United States Steel is 
projected into the future. For in the 
revolution-troubled country of South 
America, engineers of USS must 
dredge through the troublesome 
delta of the Orinoco, uo-river into 
the jungles past Ciudad Bolivar, up­
stream on a tributary to Bolivar 
mountain, said to be higher grade 
ore than in the famous Mesabi 
range in northern Minnesota But 
more, two towns must be built for 
employees of this fast undertaking, 
more schools and stores and hous­
ing and spraying against jungle ills, 
before ocean go ng ore boats form 
a moving link between the South 
American republic and the vast new 
plant in Pennsylvania. More than a j 
billion dollars is involved in this 
gigantic undertaking by United J 
States Steel on two continents.

As Benjamin Fair'ess, presi­
dent of United States Steel, 
said: "This constant interchange 
of wealth between two conti­
nents will create new jobs, 
new homes, new opportunities 
and new prosperity for the peo­
ple of both countries, and will 
surely strengthen the historic 
bonds whirh have long united 
the Americas — economically, 
politically and fraternally.”
This reporter sees in this vast 

new undertaking of private enter­
prise mother evidence of the part­
nership so often spoken about—a 
partnership between labor, industry 
and government. It took govern­
ment certificates of necessity for 
permission to build this plant; it 
took government allocations of the 
steel to fabricate the plant and it 
takes the government, through army 
engineers, to provide the channel 
in the Delaware so that ships may 
go through. All of which makes 
rather ridiculous t h e  oft-heard 
charges from private enterprise it­
self. that the government is going 
socialistic and that private enter­
prise is doomed. It would appear 
that United States Steel has at least 
a billion dollars worth of faith that 
private enterprise is here to stay.

18-Ytar-Olds
The 79 to 5 vote by which the 

senate passed the bill providing for 
tht draft of 18-year-olds now and 
universal military training later, 
was a surprise even for the sup­
porters of the bill. On final passage 
only five Republican senators voted 
against the measure.

The bill now goes to the house 
where it will possibly face another 
period of debate, but should pass 
without too much difficulty.

In buying pork, thrifty home­

makers will find that steaks cut 
from the shoulder offer a real bar­
gain. These have a good porportion 
of fat and lean, and very little bone, 
and they are tender and delicious. 
They are cooked like pork chops, 
that is in moist heat, slowly and 
until well done.

Blade pork steaks are cut from 
the Boston butt, the upper part of 
the shoulder Each steak contains a 
portion of the blade bone.

THERE IS A seemingly endless 

variety of delicious ways of prepar­
ing pork steaks, all following the 
one basic method. But variety can 
be given by the use of different 
flavors in the liquid, and of different 
vegetables or fruits used with the 
meat. Here are suggestions, to add 
to your repertory.

Pork Steaks and Sweet Potatoes 
(Serves 4)

Z pork shoulder steaks, eut 
thick

1 can crushed pineapple 
3 medium-sited sweet potatoes

U cup brown sugar 
Salt and pepper

Place the pineapple in a baking 
dish. Cook sweet potatoes in boil­
ing salted water until tender.

Pork Tenderloin with Dressing 
(Serves 6)

2 pork tenderloins 
2 cups bread crumbs 

cup chopped celery 
2 eggs, slightly beaten 

I  tablespoons bacon drippings 
Salt and pepper

Choose two pork tenderloins of 
the same size. Have the butcher 
split and flatten them out. Combine 
bread crumbs and celery. Season 
with salt and pepper. Add eggs to 
dressing, bacon drippings and hot 
water enough to make the dressing 
moist. Spread dressing over one 
tenderloin, lay the other on top and 
sew or skewer the edges together. 
Season outside with salt and pepper. 
Place on rack in opening roasting 
pan and roast in moderate oven 
(350*) for one hour. You may like 
to lay a few strips of bacon across 
the top to keep the meat from be­
coming too dry.

Broiled Spareribs 
(Serves 4 to 5)

3 pounds spareribs 
3 cups water 
1 cup vinegar 

>4 cup minced onion
1 clove garlic, peeled and 

minced
14 tablespoons Worcestershire 

sauce
■4 cup granulated sugar 
3 tablespoons catsup
2 tablespoons salt 
5 tablespoons fat

14 teaspoon pepper 
1 bay leaf

Broil spareribs in broiler oven 
until golden brown on both sides. 
Meanwhile, combine remaining in­
gredients, and boil for 10 minutes 
in an uncovered saucepan. Place 
spareribs in an uncovered baking 
pan or roaster, and pour some of 
sauce over them. Bake in hut aven 
(450*) for one hour, basting every 
10 minutes with rest of the sauce, 
w hich should be kept boiling hot.

Tender asparagus tips, the first 
of the season, are always good with 
such simple seasohings as melted 
butter, salt and freshly ground pep­
per. For a novel treatment, combine 
with freshly cooked green garden 
peas.

Bacon drippings and crumbled 
bacon offer a good seasoning for 
some of the early vegetables like 
peas, asparagus and green beans.

Add s p a r k le  to fresh pineapple 
with a dash of lemon juice. Sugar 
it and wrap in coconut shreds for 
a cool salad treat

Now we ean see In this story 
that sin came into the world 
because there came a sugges­
tion from the outside. Not every­
thing In this universe Is now 
good; there la anti-God at 
work, as well as pro-God. There 
are forces at work that do not 
wish God’s plans to succeed.

If this seems hard to take, at 
least it cannot be denied that a 
great many sins would never have 
been committed without some pull 
from the outside. A child who goes 
to school for the first time will 
pick up. in a few days, habits and 
language and attitudes that shock 
the parents. They wonder what’s 
got into the child. Her playmates’ 
meanness has got into her, that’s 
the nub of it.

O U T  the fact is, we can’ t blame

| were the sinner. Not every one who 
; passes a bar-room door feels an J  urge to go inside. Once in a while 

a bank clerk skips out with a suit-

and no other clerk became a thief.
I f  it were simply the situation 

that makes the sin, then every 
bank clerk would be as dis­
honest as the worst, and every 
man who passes a bar would 
not pass it but go inside and get 
drunk just like the bums who 
can’t pass a bar-room door.
No, there is something on the in­

side of us that pushes toward sin.
, What is it? The story in Genesis 

may offer a good clue. One of the 
New Testament writers put it this 
way: “ A man's temptation is due 
to the pull of his own inward de­
sires, which can be enormously at- 

! tractive." (James 1:14, J. B. Phil- 
j lips translation.)

Sin Beforehand

THERE is another sad feature of 
sin that stands out in the Gen­

esis story and in the story of Every­
man. That is, sin almost never 
looks the same afterwards as it did 

[ before.
Before the sin, Eve sees the for- 

! bidden fruit as beautiful and de­
sirable; afterwards in shame she 
hides away from God. Living with 
herself, with her husband, with 
God, is no longer the pleasure it 

i had been. However sad or horrible 
sin may look when we see it in the 
cold light of Afterwards, when we 
see it beforehand it always looks 
attractive.

In the last stages of sin. to be 
sure, it may be quite different; 
a man may be caught in the 
grip of a habit he hates, and no 
one ean call Am  worse names 
than he call! himself. But In the 
beginnings of sin. few if any 
persons see anything repulsive 
or bad in what they are about 
to do.
That is why " I  do as I please”  is 

a fatally bad rule for living. I f  you 
do as you please, sooner or later 
you will please wrong, and down 
you will go. Adam and Eve did ex­
actly as they pleased, and lost their 
Paradise. But if we take as our 
rule of life what God pleases, even 
if we never reach perfection we 
shall always be pointing in the 
right direction.
