In the business sense, the word in-
vestment relates to the use of money
in acquiring ownership of property.
Ownership may represent entire pos-
sesslon of property as of a home;
partial ownership as holding stock in
a corporation; or conditional owner-
ship as In the case of buying a mort-
gage or a bond, When a person makes
an investment in bonds, he is really
loaning his money to the government
or corporation Issuing them. He will
receive the interest which they earn
as long as he owns them, or until
they are pald off.

Ownership of great corporations ls
vested in Individuals who have Invest.
ed money In thelr stock or bonds,
Many people regard the ownership of
the United States Steel Corporation,
for example, as differing from the
ownership of, say, a small workshop.
Yet investors in shares of Steel Cor-

| poration stock are entitled to the same

rights, under the law, as the owner of
the workshop. In the corporation, the
owners hold certificates of stock as '
evidence of thelr Investmnent, whereas
the owner of the little workshop holds
& deed as title to hls land.

Caplitalistic Laws Protect Investors |

Because the laws stand for the |
equal protection of all Investors, it is
possible and profitable to make good |
investments, It gives an Incentive to |
work hard and to invest. The person
who wishes to Invest must first work |
and accumulate funds with which to |
do so.

Bonds are always secured by mort- |
gages on the lands, bulldings or other
property of the corporation for which
the monsy has been used.

The Inevitable
conclusion of logic Is that, whatever
fs of genuine use to human belngs,
whether it be goods or services, can,
with truth and dignity, be advertised
and sold, and that it is just as proper
to merchandise forms of service as
various kinds of commodities,

new understanding of the power of
advertising during the last decade,
we have seen many of our banking
fiduciary and lnvestment inst(utions
actively employing the sales value of
advertising in the marketing of tl ir
services. In this intelligent vsxe of
publicity they are not only increa:ing
their own immediate business retur.,
but they are also helping to spread a
better understanding of financial serv-
fce and economic fact and theory up.

The project of deepening and wi-
!dentug the River Rouge was begun
lin 1917, aod forms one of the most
[1nteresting navigation ventures in
’-h-— country’s bistory. It varied
Ifrom 76 10 100 feet in width and
was far too shallow for opavigation,
Property rights om either side for
I the eutire distance of the three miles
were purchaeed by Mr Ford for suf-
ficient distance to permit a surface
width of 300 feet and those were
donated to the Goveromen! uonder
| the direction of which all dredging
operations have heen carried out,

By 1015 work bad progressed suf-
liciently to permit the lsunching of
the Eagle boats during the war and
now the stresm 1s finally opened to
navigation by luke freighters. The
River Rouge now has a 300 foot sur-
face breadih, a 200 (oot bottom with
an aversge depth of 22 feet, which
will accommodate the largest of
lake steamers, none of which bave a
greater draft thao 19 feet 6 inches,
the limit permitted by the Govern-
ment

Oaly a little more dredging is to
he done and this will be fiuished by
the Government, it is expected, by
August 1st.  Completion of the
Detroit, Toledo & Ironton Bridge
will come within & month, at which
time, it is expected, the Government
will sceept it and the river will be
officially opened. In the meantime,
nowever, trallic will proceed.

The Ford Motor Company has
completed a dockiog slip 2,614 feet
lvog aod 2060 feet wide and in addi-
1on hiws constructed a gisnnt turning
basin, spproximately 1200 by 1200
feet, which, when fully completed,
will be turved over to the Govern-
ment for aceeptance,

The completion of the Rouge River
project, with ite short cut canal,
gives to the City of Detroit six miles
of new water front.
