Take Wallace E. Johnson for ex-
ample—a builder who started in
December, 1939, to construct one
house and who now has to his credit
several thousand.

He is devoting all his energy and
ingenuity to housing veterans these

days. It takes energy and ingenuity |

too, but this man who, during the
war, was completing a house for a
war worker every two and a half
hours has what it takes.

If he couldn’t find the mate-
rials he needed around Mem-
phis, he went where he could
buy them. He has sent em-

ployees by air all the way to the
west coast to pick up windows
and doors, even paving retail
prices for them when he had to.

But Johnson couldn’'t do as well
as he does nor keep his ts to vet-
erans so low without peration of
the community. In Memphis the

city repays builders of app:
subdivisions for their exper
stalling utilities. The Memphis light,
gas and water division, which is
publicly owned, has gone
to permit utility connections even
when no meters were available,
quite a number of houses
were finished and families were
housed, without having to wait for
the hard-to-get meters

As a result of this cooperation

| Johnson last fall had completed 55

two-bedroom houses which went to

Memphis vets for $5250. Other
prices are comparably low, $6.000
| to $7,000, and even in the lowest

brackets Johnson tries for good de-
sign. He switches roof lines or the
set of a house on a lot, and utilizes
other means to avoid the sameness
generally characteristic of rows of
houses in developments. Inciden-
tally he recently was awarded a
prize by National Home Builders
association for ‘“Meritorious House
Design in 1947."

The tenants appreciate this. Not

The program for redetermination
of physical standards for airmen
will take into consideration the

physiological effects of extended oc-

through use of pilot selection meth-
ods other than those of proficiency
determination.

The average pilot and co-pilot
weighs 165 pounds and is 5 feet, 10
inches tall. There were fewer than
three chances in 100 that he wore
glasses, only 2.7 per cent requiring
a lens correction.

The group average for solo flying,
4,859 hours, included flying of all
kinds and in aircraft of any descrip-
tion.

Serves as Substitute
Central Power Service

Despite the progress made by
power suppliers in “electrifying ru-
ral America,”” the task is so vast
that thousands of farms will not be
reached by electric lines for several
years., A number of these farms
are located far from existing or
contemplated distribution lines.

Farmers need not have to delay
or do without electricity and the con-
venience, time and labor-saving ap-
pliances and production equipment
it operates—if they have available a
stream which will provide a head of
water in sufficient volume to operate
& hydro-electric unit. In most cases,
a small dam is required and a pond,
thus formed for power purposes,
also may be used for watering stock,
fire protection or recreation. Such
units are capable of producing di-
rect or alternating electric current
at low cost and make use of wa-
ter which might otherwise be wast-
ed.

The electrical capacity of units,
such as that illustrated, varies from
% to 10 kilowatts. For example:
A typical unit will generate one kilo-
watt, with an eight-foot head of wa-
ter, having a flow of 190 cubic feet
of water per minute. As the head
of water increases, the volume re-
quired decreases for the operation
of a generator of given capacity.
Thus, with a head of 25 feet, a hydro-
electric unit will generate one kilo-
watt with a volume flow of only 68
cubic feet of water per minute. An
eight-foot head is all that is needed
for those generating from one-half
to five kilowatts.

man. In the prophet Amos we find

the eloguent and plain-spoken voice
of one crying out against such con-

ditions almost 800 years before
Christ.

This lesson is one which is of ut-
most importance, because In our
present-day struggle with social in-
justice we have me to assume
that it is prin a political or
economic quest

The book of Amos and all other
scripture rightly g at ‘‘the focus
of infection,” which is sin. Sin in the
heart leads to sinful actions, and
these inevitably involve others, and

thus bring about social problems.

1. God Is Great and Just (vv. 6-9),
From the little village of Tekoa
and out of the wilderness in which

he had been a ¢herdsman came
Amos, the man of God, to hurl his
prophecy of disaster upon the heads
of the complacent pemple of Israel
and to take up a lamentation over
those in Israel living in luxury and
praosperity.

It was true that the common peo-
ple were being ground under the
heel of cruel oppression, but who
cared about the poor as long as they
could be squeezed for taxes to sup-
port the luxurious comforts and
pleasures of the rich? A prosperity
which does not reach the homes of
the poor is not a real prosperity at
all. When in addition it encourages
the ‘“haves' to oppress the ‘‘have-
nots” it becomes a grave danger,
a real cause for lamentation.

Over against the social sin and
sorrow of his day Amos placed the
almighty and righteous God. The
people were urged to seek him and
his righteousness. Would they do it?
The answer came quickly.

II. Men Are Small and Wicked
(vv. 10-13).

Thank God that it is not true of
all men, but those of Amos’' day
(and many are like them in our

| day) turned away in hatred of the

one who dared to rebuke their wick-
edness.

Sin is always a horrible thing, but
when men who have fallen into sin
are responsive to cogrrection and
ready to repent and forsake their
sin, there is hope. The thing which
made Isarel's state so serious in the
sight of God and of his prophet was
that they had only hatred for those
who were bold enough to reprove
them or to live among them accord-
ing to God's standards (vv. 10, 13).

“They who will endure no criti-
cism have slammed the door in t!
face of t When we get to the
place where we cannot endure hav-

e

ing our faults pointed out, we are
on the way to moral collapse”
(Douglass).

1. Men Should Hate Evil (vv.
14, 15).

God loves the sinner, even when
he is in his sin. Goed wants to help
him, and so pleads with him to hate
the evil enough to forsake it, and
love the good enough to turn to God
in repentance.

Goed's Werd condemns sin, but it
also presents a remedy. In Christ
we have the perfect, final, and ¢

plete answer to the sin quest
Amos, king centuries 1}
Christ, admonished Israel to repe
and to turn away from the evil wh
they cultivated with such assi
duity, and to be equally
about doing good, in the hope
“it may be that the Lord God of
hosts will be gracious’ (v. 15)
