Todd Newton In 
Sheriffs Race
Todd Newton of Baird, who 

has served as deputy sheriff of 
Callahan County for the past 
four years, has authorized the 
announcement that he is a can­
didate for the office of County 
Sheriff, subject to action in the 
Democratic Primaries.

In behalf of his candidacy, Mr. 
Newton issued the following of­
ficial statement:

To the Citizens of Callahan 
County:

I wish to formally announce 
my candidacy lor the office of 
Sheriff of Callahan County and 
to ask your support in behalf of 
my bid for election.

I en­
listed in the U. S. Navy in 1951 
and served during the Korean 
Conflict. After being separated 
from the service in 1955, I be­
came a member of the Abilene 
Police force. In September of 
1959, I was employed as Chief 
Deputy of Callahan County 
Sheriff’s Office — which capac­
ity I have served since that time. 
I married the former Jo Ann 
Dickey and we have two chil­
dren, Larry, who Is eight and 
Candy, who Is four. I am a mem­
ber of the Board of Stewards of 
the First Methodist Church of 
Baird, and have been a member 
of the Board of Directors of Boys 
Ranch at Abilene for the past 
two years and recently began a 
new three year term. I am also 
a member of the American Leg­
ion.

I feel that my experience both 
as a law enforcement officer 
and as a worker with the youth 
of our area will greatly aid the 
performance of my duties should 
you elect me to this office.

If elected I do hereby pledge 
to you the citizens of Callahan 
County that I will use all of my 
experience as a law enforcement 
officer and devote all of my ef­
forts as a fellow citizen to the 
efficient and effective adminis­
tration of the office of Sheriff 
and to equal law enforcement 
for all the citizens of this coun­
ty.

Friends of Max Carriker, State 

Legislator from the 80th district, 
plan a reception in his honor in 
the ballroom of the Windsor 
hotel in Abilene Thursday night, 
January 23, beginning at 7 p.m. 
according to A1 Finch of Rotan, 
coordinator of the planning com­
mittee for the Carriker event.

Finch, long-time Democrat 
and Johnson supporter of the 
area, said that Carrlker’s Fisher 
County friends have volunteered 
to host the event and that 
friends from all parts of the 
17th Congressional district have 
volunteered to help. Max Carri­
ker is a rumored probable can­
didate for the Congressional seat 
for the I7th District.

Incumbent Congressman from 
the district, Omar Burleson, has 
already announced his intention 
to seek re-election, and Finch 
says that one highlight of the 
Abilene reception Thursday 
night will come when Max Car­
riker publicly announces his 
plans for this political year. To 
date, Carriker has said only 
that he will not seek re-election 
for a fourth term to the Texas 
Legislature.

Pointing out that the Thurs­
day night reception is open to 
the public and the press, Finch 
added that an interesting side­
light in connection with the 
Carriker function is that H. D. 
Moore, Rotan, President of the 
Fisher County Sheriff’s Posse, 
famous riding group which par­
ticipated in the 1961 inaugural 
parade at the Invitation of the 
then Vice - President - elect 
Lyndon Johnson, has said that, 
although his group is non-polit- 
tcal, they will attend the Carri- 
’cer reception en masse.

States. To vote on the Texas bal­
lot, you will have to have a poll 
tax. Not so In the Federal bal­
loting. All you need Is a regis­
tration certificate. Don’t believe 
we would want to serve as an 
election judge this year. May we 
urge you to pay your poll tax. 
We have opposed poll tax as a 
voting requirement for many 
years, but since It Is law we 
must abide by it.
