Hutton, district mauuger of the Lub 
bock social security office.

Mr. Hutton said: "The social sec­
urity system is self-supporting, fin­
anced by the social security tax con­
tributions made by workers, em­
ployers und self employed persous 
He added that the payments into 
the social security trust fund com ­
bined with the interest earned by 
the trust fund assure the financial 
soundness of the system, leaving no 
doubt as to its solvency and full 
capability of making benefit pay­
ments to the present 11 tnUliou ben­
eficiaries and the millions more to 
he added in the future. Mr. Hutton 
said that actuarial studies show 
thst the Trust Fund will continue 
to grow well beyond the year 2000.
