Two of the most important diplo­
ma he reports of the war have been 
received at the White House recent­
ly. not from any trained diplomats, 
but from two private American cit­
izens—Father Orlemanski of Spring- 
field. Mass . and Prof Oscar Lange. 
Polish-American leader and a teach­
er at the University of Chicago, boui 
of whom had interviews with Stalin.

Although less widely publicised 
than Father Orlemanski’s interview.

STOCKHOLM—The Berlin press 
has been seeking an answer to the 
question apparently on the lips of 
most Germans—"How could the Al­
lies penetrate the Atlantic wall so 
quickly?"
