When actually using pesticides
inside the house, be sure to read
the label first, and understand all
of the information. Use only the
amount called for on the label
Provide adequate  ventilation.
Don't let the children help. Keep
them away from where you are
mixing or using a pesticide. Put
the family pets outside while you
are spraying and take their food
and water dishes with them Re-
move birds, bird cages, aquariums
and fish bowls

Take everything out of the dish
cabinets, shelves and cupboards
before you spray. Wait until the
spray dries and then cover the
shelves with clean paper or foil
before you put things back. Never
allow pesticides to get on food,
dishes, pots or pans. Never spray
the insides of a refrigerator or
oven.

Pesticide products designed for
use in the home are not automat-
ically safe. It's how you handle
them that makes their use safe
or unsafe in your home, says Miss
Duncan

Keep home-type pesticides in
locked-safe storage before and af-
ter their use. These pesticide
products—and other potentially
poisonous products—can be dan-
gerous unless they are safely
locked away.
