This point 
is being misrepresented by certain 
opponents o f the measure at this time, 
so the facts in  the case should be 
kept clearly in mind.

The drivers’ license can hardly be 
a major issue o f the coming campaign 
or a major problem at the next ses­
sion o f the legislature, but for that 
very reason friends o f the law should 
do their work for it now. They should 
see that legislative candidates are 
committed to it..— Houston Chronicle.
