The case method of study enables 
Othe lawyer to recognize and class­
ify problems created by the re­
lationship of rea lpersons to earh 
other. It also emphasizes that the 
outcome of each case depends upon 
the application of principles of law 
to Its own peculiar facts,

When a client seeks legal advice 
from his lawyer, the lawyer's mind 
immediately classifies the problem. 
Sometimes the problem Is such that 
he may he able to give an Immed­
iate specific answer. However, more 
often the problem will have ram­
ifications that will cause resort, as 
the lawyer says, to "the books". 
This means that research is in or­
der.
