ASHINGTON,—~One of our
national borrors is the fact
that we are losing by death
In motor accidents every day
approximately a huodred people. In
the last fifteen years there have been
crushed beneath the wheels of antomo.
biles 880,000 men, women and chil
dren, while in all our wars only 250,
000 soldiers have been killed or died
of wounds., In the Revolutionary war
only 4044 soldiers on our side were
killed ; in the Civil war only ahout 110..
000 and In the World war we lost 50.-
510, 1 say “only™ these numbers were
killed, becanse as horrible as the losses
are from war they are small In con-
trast to the frightful slaughter of the
highways
No wonder, then, that President
Roosevelt hints that unless the states
and cltles stop this loss of life the
federal government may have to ste
In and take control. .
What can the government do? Well,
In the first place, the government sees

| that alrplane pllots are sober men who

On the other hand in
the case of reckless, dangerous, killing
automoblle drivers, there are scandal
ons Instances of local pull with the
police or city hall politiclans.

Note the care taken with locomotive
trainmen and with rallroad trafie In
general.

Census figures show 34.000 people
killed In motor accidents last year—
with the rate Increasing—while J. J
Pelley, president of the Association of
Ameriean Rallroads, states that “not
A single rallroad passenger was killed
In a traln aceident on steam rallroads
In the United States In the first six
months of 1035."

President Roosevelt hinted that fed-
eral control of motor traffic might be
in the offing In the course of a letter

| tlonal Safety councll, at the annual

Louisville, Ky. His hint to the auto-
moblle menufacturers to get aboard a
safety drive seems to me to be plaln
notice they will have to equip ears
with governors to keep the speed down,
unless something occurs to reduce the
road slaughter, or devise federal -
censes for cars and drivers.
