Urges Germination. 
Tests On Seeds

Farmers who are saving cotton 
planting seed from their last year’s 
crop should have a germination test 
run before planting time, urges Don 
Turner, county agent. Reports from 
the State Seed Testing Laboratory 
at Lubbock show that South Plains 
seed are running from 6 to 40 per 
cent germination because of abnorm­
al rainfall last year. The average is 
about 28 per cent. "This will mean 
that a farmer will have to plant at 
least three times as many seed,” 
Turner states. This condition pre­
vails over the entire state and only 
In a few Isolated spots are the seed 
germinating normally.

Having a germination test made is 
important so that a farmer may 
know how much seed to plant per 
acre. Some perfectly normal-looking 
seed are falling to germinate. If 
hegari and mllo seed are being saved 
his year they should be tested also. 

Tests are showing that these two 
crops are germinating low. Kaffir 
and wheatland milo seeds as well as 
sudan and redtop cane are germi­
nating nearer normal.

Farmers wanting seed tested 
should send a pound sample with 
your name and address to the State 
Seed Testing Laboratory, Texas Tech. 
Lubbock. The «eed will be tested and 
a report mailed to the farmer. No 
charges are made for making the 
test. “ Be sure to send a representa­
tive sample" Turner warns. In cot­
tonseed that have been stored and 
might have gone through a heat, 
take the sample somewhere near the 
middle of the bln. A sample taken 
from the top of the bin may not be 
representative.

Treating seed with an organic 
mercury dust before planting time 
to check seed decay and certain 
seed-borne diseases will Improve the 
stand. Close culling is also recom­
mended.

He prov des all that we need 
for our bodies, and above all, He 
meits the all-important spiritual 
hunger of man's inner being. We 
find the Lord Jesus in our lesson 
graciously touching both spirit and 
body of the palsied man in response 
to the faith of his friends.

I. Faith Brings a Double Need te 
Christ (vv. 1-4).

This faith-stimulating story faces 
us first with

1. An Impossible Situation. In­
curably afflicted and helpless phys­
ically and far more deeply afflict­
ed spiritually, this man had no one

| who could heal his body and restore 
his soul. Apart from the power of 
God in Jesus Christ his situation 
was hopeless, and thus he may well 
typify every one of us except for 
the grace of Christ.

Furthermore, his circumstances 
were such as to make it impossible 
for him to get to Jesus, who was 
there in his city. Even when his 
four friends came to his help and 
bore him to the house where Jesus 
was, they cou!d not enter because of 
the crowds. So a journey begun in 

, hope was evidently to close in de­
spair. But wait, these men had

2. An Undeniable Faith. "Where 
there's a will there’s a way.”  Where 
there is faith the obstacles may be 
surmounted. Having begun a good 
work they persevered in it.

Had these men been bound by 
convention or custom they would 
never have put tiicir friend at Jesus’ 
feet. They did try to make a proper 
entry through the door, but it was 
blocked. The way to Jesus is often 
closed, by some custom, a vain 
philosophy, or a religious ceremony. 
Let us, like these believing men, 
open the roof if necessary to bring 
our needs and our needy friends to 
Him.

Although mention is made only of 
the palsy of this man. it is probable 

' that both he and they knew that his 
need was for a double cure, for he 
was yet in his sins.

They brought him to Jesus, where 
their

II. Faith Receives a Double Re­
ward From Christ (vv. 5-12).

Immediately Jesus "saw their 
faith”  (v. 5), just as He always 
does. God is c.i the lookout for faith 

| and is quick to reward it. The two­
fold need here brought a double 
blessing.

1. Spiritual Cleansing. The man’s 
physical affliction thus proved to be 
his greatest blessing, for it brought 
him to Jesus, who cleansed him of 
all unrighteousness. If he had not 
been palsied he might never have 
met the Lord. Suffering, then, may 
be a means of grace. That is more 
than a pious platitude, for it has 
been proved repeatedly in the exist­
ence of men and women.

Certain scribes "sitting there” 
(they were not doing a thing to 
help) began to reason in their hearts 
that Jesus was blaspheming be­
cause only God can forgive sin. 
Their theology was faultless and 
their reasoning was logical, but the 
premise of theirargumentwas wrong. 
Only God can forgive sin, but Jesus 
is God, something which they in 
their wisdom did not realize or ac­
cept.

We (especially young people in 
school) should be careful that the 
fluent smoothness of some unbeliev­
ing philosopher’s logic does not lead 
us astray, and away from God’s 
truth.

Note also the solemnizing thought 
that Jesus knew what they were 
thinking in their hearts. Let us re­
member that "all things are naked 
and opened unto the eyes of him 
with whom we have to do" (Heb. 
4:13). What does He see when He 
looks into our hearts?

The challenge of these questioning 
scribes is met by

2. Physical Healing. Forgiving 
sins was harder than healing the 
body, but these enemies of Jesus 
lived so much in the realm of the 
physical that He had to give them 
a demonstration of His almighty 
power which they could see It was 
a gracious thing for Him to do and 
perhaps necessary in those early 
days of His life and ministry.

Today, with all the light of his­
tory upon the work of God, we need 
to beware that we do not sit in 

tc~» or trv act— ful and demand 
a physical sign before we wiU be- 
lieve. God is doing great things in 
the spiritual realm even in our da v 
in which Christian men and women 
may share by faith.

Food For Victory
(Home Demonstration Agent) 

Food For Victory
Now that we are at war, it is 

I nothing less than our patriotic duty 
to put our shoulders to the wheel 
and push for more food. Food is 
no less Important than guns and 
ammunition, and those who do ev­
erything possible to grow more food 
are Just as real soldiers as those who 
use the guns, planes, and ships.

The quickest and easiest way to

| grow a frame garden, 
j Miss Maurine McNatt, home

pointed advice doesn’t stop there.

| but tells you how to make one. Se­
lect a protected spot 20 to 40 feet 
long at the south side of a bui’ding, 
then spread one half to three quar- 

I ters of a wagon-load of well rotted 
barnyard fertilizer over It. Ten to 
25 pounds of 6-12-6 commercial 
fertilizer also will do. Spade it into 
the ground about ten inches. If the 
soil is fairly tight a row of sub­
irrigation tiles made of tin cans or 
concrete laid six or eight inches 
below ground down the center will 
provide satisfactory watering.

The plot should be surrounded by 
a frame 12 incites high of new or 
scrap 1x12 lumber. A cover of wall 
canvas with a broad hem should be 
tacked at the back of the frame 
with provisions for fastening it se­
curely across the front and ends. On 
chilly nights a wagon sheet, cotton 
sacks, or blankets should be used 
for added protection. Then level up 
the soil and the garden is ready.

Under ordinary conditions three 
to five plantings can be made yearly. 
Rows should be eight to 16 inches 
apart, planted the narrow way. 
Vegetables most common to a frame 
garden may be classified as quick 
maturing, moderately quick and slow 
maturing. For planting It may be 
divided Into three general divisions.

No. 1. Quick maturing. 30-60 days: 
Tender green mustard: bla-k seeded 
Simpson lettuce: scarlet globe rad­
ishes; bermuda onions (from plants 
or sets); double curled parsley.

No. 2. Moderately quick matur­
ing. 60-80 days: King of Denmark 
spinach; Iwullus Swiss chard: dwarf 
horticultural beans: Alaska English 
peas.
’ No. 3. Slow maturing, 80-90 days: 
Crosby’s Egyptian beets; Nantes 
carrots; Wong Bok Chinese cabbage; 
sweet Spanish (from seed) onions.

Where the frame garden Is of suf­
ficient size, onions, cabbage, toma­
to or pepper seed may be planted, 
and then when plants are of suffi­
cient size, in January or February, 
may be transplanted to the open 
garden. “ As fast as you harvest one 

! row of plants, replant it.” M’ss Mc- 
j Natt advises.
Poultry

Lynn county egg producers soon 
will begin buying chicks for their 

; 1942 fall and winter laying flocks, 
and these are some helpful sugges­
tions.

| Only quality chicks should be con­
sidered. Buy quality chicks—that Is. | 
those which come from breeders 
and hatcherymen who are working 
to provide stocks from high-produc­

ing and disease-free flocks. As a
guide In buying thicks, one should 
follow a rule used by livestock men 
and get full information about the 
breeding and performance of the 
ancestry. Heavy laying ability, like 
heavy production of milk and but- 
terfat, is an Inherited characteristic. 
Large production is not found In 
inferior stock, whether in poultry or 
cows.

Texas has as good poultry as 
can be bought anywhere. Manage­
ment, of course, is a big factor but 
Texas poultrymen can take care of 
chicks as well as poultrymen in any 
state. Quality Is the key, and quali­
ty doesn't come from cheap chicks. 
It is wise to buy Texas chicks and 
to get them as near home as possi­
ble. Texas has breeders and hatch­
erymen who are doing an excellent 
Job of improved breeding and are 
carefully testing breeding flocks 
against pullorum disease.
Plan Home Landscaping

The present is a suitable time to 
make a landscape plan which may 
be carried out during this year’s 
planting season. It is generally con­
sidered safe to transplant shrubs 
and trees after the first frost and 
until the next growing season be­
gins. The planning and planting of 
the home landscape is an activity 
in which the whola family can par­
ticipate and enjoy.

To develop a landscape plan suc­
cessfully some knowledge is neces­
sary for making it. and thought and 
attention to it are required. Miss Mc­
Natt suggests a preliminary visit by 
the family to some well landscaped 
homes to observe and use some of 
the desirable features such as con­
venient arrangement of walks and 
drives, placing of shade trees to 
keep out the sun, screening of the 
work area from public view, and 
outdoor living rooms or play areas. 
It is a good idea, too for the family 
to make a trip or two to a nursery 
to study shrubs and trees which 
might be used in the landscape.

E!aeh family should know the 
names of at least five shade trees, 
five evergreen shrubs, five diclduous 
shrubs, and five fruit trees which 
they would like to use In their home­
stead beautification. More or fewer 
plants than these may be used, but 
It is desirable to at least know 
those mentioned. It will be helpful 
to read aloud and discuss In the 
family circle some bulletins on land­
scaping. These may be obtained 
from the offices of the county ex­
tension agents.

LUZON:
Epic Rattle

Hailed as an epic of warfare that 
would live in all history, the defense 
of Bataan peninsula and of the fort­
resses holding the entrance to Ma­
nila bay had been diverting large 
Jap forces needed elsewhere than in 
the Philippines.

The adding to MacArthur's embat­
tled and smoke-begrimed army of a 
battalion of bluejackets and ma­
rines was welcome news and 
showed that perhaps not all of the 
men of Cavite and Olongapo had 
been withdrawn, but that they had 
been given a post of honor with the 
defenders.

Up on the Mariveles mountains 
they were entrenched, and no mat­
ter what strength the Japs hurled 
against them they were holding firm. 
On one moonlit night a whole regi­
ment of small boats moved down the 
coast, using the same tactics that 
had hurled the British back on 
Malaya.

The effort was to get in on Mac­
Arthur's flank and confuse the de­
fenders, at the same time signalling 
for an offensive on the central front.

But the shore defenders and ar­
tillery opened up on the Jap invad­
ers, left scores of them struggling 
in the water, and the few that made 
shore were quickly mopped up by the 
Filipinos.

There was apparently at least one 
Japanese warship which managed to 
run through the eight-mile strip of 
water between the fortresses at the 
entrance of Manila bay.

One of the United States' intrepid 
torpedo boat skippers, piloting his 
tiny craft at close to 80 miles an hour, 
swept down on her in the moonlight, 
and launched two torpedoes which 
struck the ship. She is believed to 
have been sunk.

The attack was carried out directly 
into the glare of the warship’s 
searchlights, and under the full 
power of her guns, but so skill­
fully did its skipper maneuver that 
she was not struck, and escaped 
with all hands to tell the tale.

WAVELL:
And Reinforcements

The statement by General Wavell 
that "great reinforcements”  were to 
arrive, and calling on the Singapore 
defenders to “ defend the city as To­
bruk was defended" was more than 
a little significant.

Tobruk was the bastion that held 
out for months despite being sur­
rounded on three sides by Axis 
forces anxious to wipe it out, and 
finally was relieved by the allied 
winter drive. •

Wavell’s statement to the Singa­
pore army smacked of a situation 
which might see sufficient reinforce­
ments sent to Malaya to do the same 
thing, not only to relieve the garri­
son, but send the Japanese on the 
run again.

Whether this reinforcement was 
going to be sent to Singapore itself, 
or whether a method was to be found 
of striking at the Japanese rear, 
which might be lightly held, was not 
revealed but either method, it was 
pointed out, might work.

No British commentators felt that 
the war in the South Pacific would 
be lost utterly if Singapore was to 
fall, but the ability to hold the East 
Indies would immeasurably be 
weakened if this was to happen, 
hence Wavell’s strong appeal to the 
city’s defenders to hold out at all 
costs.

H I G H L I G H T S in th e  w eek 's  news

Washington: A Portland, Ore., 
college president, Dexter Keezer, 
and a former editorial writer, has 
been made assistant administrator 
of the Office of Price Administration, 
directly under Henderson.

GERMANS:
Aof Out Yet

Reading endless stories of Russian 
successes in battles on the east 
front, and the continuous hammer­
ing back of Rommel’s forces in 
north Africa had brought many 
over-optimistic souls to feel that the 
war was over, and that all which re­
mained was some sort of mopping 
up process.

The turning of the tide in north 
Africa, and the success of German 
counterattacks in the Crimea showed 
that with favorable weather condi­
tions the Nazis were still very much 
to be reckoned with.

The Crimea was a much warmer 
battlefield than the 40 below zero 
northern sectors, where the Rus­
sians, undiscouraged by the cold, 
and more at home in such weath­
er, were able to hurl the Nazis back 
constantly on a wide front.

But the minute the weather mod­
erated in the Crimea, they found 
themselves more or less up against 
a stone wall.

On the British and American 
forces was falling the brunt of the 
Japanese blitz, and its successes on 
Malaya and in the Philippines 
showed that this was no minor war, 
but an effort against powerful an­
tagonists.

Therefore events generally point­
ed to what Washington had assured 
the people was coming—a long and 
bloody war, not to be lightly won.

Though, generally speaking, the 
news was not as unfavorable as it 
might have been, there was much less 
to be cheering about than there was 
to be worrying about, and the seri­
ousness of the situation was appar­
ently keenly appreciated by all 
those in power, including the Presi­
dent, his cabinet and the congress,

RUBBER:
Keeps Coming

Although tire rationing was appar­
ently here to stay, the rubber situa­
tion was relieved somewhat when it 
was announced that shipments from 
the East Indies were continuing at 
almost a normal pace.

A glance at the map showed that 
considerable areas of the Dutch East 
Indies were still technically out of 
the active war zone, and the defeat 
of the Japanese armada in the Ma­
cassar straits halted a Jap threat 
which micht have halted much of 
the rubber shipping summarily.

Jesse Jones, secretary of commerce 
and Federal Loan administrator, 
was author of the statement that 
rubber shipments continued to be 
received.

He said enough had come in ma­
terially to increase the United 
States’ reserve supply. For in­
stance, since the war started, on De­
cember 7. he asserted that 114,000 
tons of raw rubber had been re­
ceived, truly a considerably amount.

He said:
"We are unloading some every 

day, and rubber is being shipped 
every day from the Dutch East In­
dies. We will continue to get it as 
long as we can keep the lanes open, 
and as long as they can load it.

“ Some rubber is still coming out 
of Singapore.”

This was even after the city had 
gone under siege. The Japs had 
launched an air attack on Soura- 
baya, which was the only major 
Javanese port to undergo such a 
war blow, but it was recalled that it 
would take more than an air blitz to 
put a huge port like this out of nor­
mal action.

New York: Tommy Manville, as­
bestos heir, to whom war was a side 
issue, announced he would take his 
sixth bride April 9, and would stay 
married this time. No. 6 would be, 
he said, Madge Lowe of Toronto, 23. 
She had been divorced.

Washington: Capital circles were
