Liia Herriage of the Area Tuber­
culosis Association this past week. 
The meeting was set up with the 
hopes of opening the eyes of the 
public to the situation we have 
about us, and the things we can 
do as individuals and organiza­
tions to cut down on this disease.

Later this summer a County 
Tuberculosis Committee will be 
appointed with a representative 
from each part of the county unit. 
This is an educational type pro­
gram consisting of things such as 
skin tests and X-rays, etc.

The Tuberculosis X ray unit 
has been requested for Lynn 
County for four days in succes­
sion in October. It will first be 
at New Home, then Wilson, Taho- 
ka and O'Donnell. By doing this 
those unable to have the X-rays 
made on the day it Is in their 
town may go to the neighboring 
town on one of the following or 
succeeding days.

The number of traffic death» in

Tcxai hai risen steadily since

I960 with 2254 deaths to 3028 
deaths in 1965. “For the first five 
months of 1966, 1137 persons have 
died in traffic compared to 1032 
deaths for the same period of 
1965” the Sergeant stated. This 
10% increase is very alarming, 
and when you realize our heavy 
volume traffic months are still 
ahead, we must anticipate increas­
ing problems in the accident pic­
ture.

The Sergeant appealed to the 
motoring public to assist in the 
reduction of this trend, otherwise, 
the death count at the end of the 
year will far exceed the record 
number of 3028 deaths in Texas 
during 1965.
