3 cups soft bread 1 1b. lean pork*

cubes 2 tablespoons flour
Y2 cup finely cut 3 tablespoons
celery shortening

V4 cup finely cut
onion

15 cup Pet Milk

1% teaspoons salt

1" cups hot water

No. 2 can whole
kernel corn

2 teaspoons flour

Mix bread cubes, celery, onion, milk,
pepper and 1 teasp. salt until bread
cubes lose their shape.
