Last Thursday morning at about 
9:30 a m. persons or persons un­
known serously slashed Johnny Ed­
wards of the Rex Theatre, when he 
went upstairs to the ’ projection 
room o f the theatre.

Johnny had opened the front 
door of the theatre and then gone 
across the street for coffee. Upon 
returning he went upstairs, and in 
the darkness of the projection 
room, together with the fact that 
his glasses were fogged with mist, 
he only faintly saw a person appro­
aching him. He threw up his arm 
in defense and received a deep gash 
across the wrist cutting the lead­
ers. The deadly attacker sped 
down the steps and out of the build 
ing before Johnny managed to get 
down to give the alarm.

He was given first aid and rush­
ed to Lamesa for surgery. It was 
notired later that an unsuccessful 
attempt had been made to fiddle 
with the safe. Robbery was be­
lieved to have been the motive.

The attack could have been 
locally executed In so far that the 
attacker knew approximately how 
long Edwards should have been 
gone and planned the interval for 
lobbing tile safe.

To date nothing further has been 
developed and the case remains a 
deep, unsolved mystery.

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Colorful Old West Lives Again 
In Omaha Historieal Museum

Railroad Exhibit 
Is Visual Record 
O f Pioneer Days

W S U  Features.
OMAHA, N E B .— The roaring, 

hectic days of the Old West are 
not dead—they still live in all 
their flamboyant glory in the 
Union Pacific’s historical muse­
um located in the company's 
headquarters building here.

Fascinating documents, maps, 
relics, weapons, furniture, books, 
household articles, farm imple­
ments, personal possessions and 
other mementos of the men and 
•vents which carved an empire out 
of a wilderness comprise a dramatic 
and graphic visual record of the 
struggles, tragedies and triumphs 
of the pioneer West

Portray Progress.
Interwoven with the faded relics 

and ghosts of long-dead pioneers and 
heroes of the West are exhibits por­
traying the epic record in the build­
ing of the Union Pacific, which 
played an instrumental role in the 
westward expansion of the empire.

Shunning away from the 
musty and moldering atmos­
phere of the typical "museum 
idea,”  all the exhibits are de­
signed to preserve all the color 
and adventure which prevailed 
in the pioneer days.
Since this valuable historical col­

lection was opened to the public in 
1939. app: 200,000 V
representing every state in the union 
and 41 foreign countries have regis­
tered at the museum.

Reminisce on Careers.
Bearded oldsters wander through 

the exhibits musing over items 
which recall their own picturesque 
careers when they—and the West— 
were young In contrast are school 
children and street urchins, in­
trigued by the drama in the win­
ning of the West. Side by side come 
scholars and business men, house­
wives and railroad executives, 
while during war years many a 
serviceman discovered that brows­
ing around the exhibits provided an 
ideal means of whiling away the 
seemingly endless wait for trams.

Curator of the museum is Mrs. 
Ruth Cultra Hamilton, former 
school teacher who has been asso­
ciated with the railroad for many 
years.

Lauds Woman's Role.
True to her clan, Mrs. Hamilton 

admits that her one regret is that 
the museum collections are almost 
wholly a memorial to the great men 
of the past.

‘ ‘No one remembers those anony­
mous women who ranked with their 
men as courageous pioneers," she 
complains.

To museum visitors, how­
ever, she ran point nut a few 
household articles which serve 
as mutr reminders that even 
while heroes conquered the 
West, someone had to cook and

Modern-day houswives stare un- 

comprehendingly at such primitive 
devices as candle molds, a sauer­
kraut stomper, a broom of hickory 
splints, a spinning wheel and reel 
dating back to 1859 Typical of the 
hardships which the pioneer wom­
an endured are exhibits of crude 
farm implements—an awkward flail, 
clumsy hoe and handmade barley 
fork

The old iron Dutch oven and grill 
in the museum once were the only j 
cooking utensils owned by some | 
Mormon family, which carried them 
across the plains on the historic j 
migration from Nauvoo, IU., to 
U t .

Recall Indian Raids,
Many souvenirs of the constant 

guerrilla warfare between the hos- j 
tile Indians and workmen who ! 
pushed the rails ever westward also i 
are on display. Supplementing the 
tomahawks and arrows is the handi­
work of Indian women who en­
gaged in more peaceful pursuits 
than their warriors. Included in the 
display are fine baskets and bead- 1 
work, tobacco pouches, medicine 
bags, amulets and other articles | 
fashioned by Sioux women and dec- | 
orated with embroidery of flattened ! 
porcupine quills dyed with roots and 1 
berries.

Wild-eyed youngsters gaze in awe ! 
at the pistols which spat flame 
and lead in the hectic early days 
but which now rest peacefully in the 1 
museum's display cases.

Many Guns Shown.
A huge 69 horse pistol is on | 

display, along with flintlocks dating 
back to the American revolution and 

1 pepper-box types, derringers, ball ! 
and cap and muzzle-loading types 1 
In one case are guns taken from 

1 train robbers while another case I 
I contains bu’let molds, cartridge |

shot pouches and other pieces of 
equipment used in pistol shooting.

A rare old book showing the trails 
from Texas to Ellsworth, Has., one 
of the roaring "cow towns" of the 
‘70s, and a collection of branding 
irons highlight the mementos of the 
day of the cattleman and cow­
boy.

money belt and autographed pic­
ture of "Buffalo B ill" Cody.

Attracting 
major interest is an original 
map issued to westbound pio­
neers, showing every place 
across the prairies where food 
could he obtained and the loca­
tion of blacksmiths.
Rare and original photographs 

of the Great Emancipator hold the 
spotlight in an extensive Lincoln col­
lection. A replica of the Lincoln 
funeral car also is displayed.

Tribute to Rails.
With the building of the West Ir­

retrievably linked with the develop­
ment of rail transportation, the mu­
seum features mementos in the his­
tory of railroading.

Principal item is a yellowed tele­
gram bearing a single sentence, 
"You can make affidavit of comple­
tion pf road to Promontory Sum- 

i m it." This message, sent by Gren­
ville M. Dodge, chief engineer, to 
Oliver Ames, then president of the 
U. P., signified completion of con­
struction work, and on the follow­
ing day the Golden Spike was driv­
en to join the Union Pacific and the 
Central Pacific as the first trans­
continental railroad linking the East 

i and West.

New York will fight to hold U N. 
if it takes Rockefeller's last nickel. 
John D. offered an $8,500,000 six- 
block water-front site to keep the 
United Nations in the big city. Alad­
din has stepped into the picture in 
U. N 's  housing crisis. The only 
question is whether there is any­
body in the United Nations who can 
veto a lamp.

blind since he was seven, Robert 
Bixel is one of the most industrious 
men in this community. After work­
ing throughout the week at a rub­
ber plant, he continues the pace on 
Sunday by rushing off to church, 
where he is an evangelist and sing­
er.

Not content with these regular 
activities, Bixel utilizes a guide dog 
to help him around the community

to give chiropractic treatments, re­
pair chairs and sell greeting cards. 
At home he mows the lewn, fires 
the furnace and helps with house­
hold tasks.

An ardent sportsman, B xel rides 
horseback, goes fishing and coon 
hunting. On coon hunts he asks only 
for a stout club about four feet in 
length and “ I'll get along all right 
by myself.”

Blind since seven years of age as

a result of being struck by a stone 
thrown by a playmate, Bixel refuses 
to acknowledge the handicap. He 
now plans to learn typing to permit 
him to keep up with his immense 
amount of correspondence.

Formerly the regular preacher 
at Riverview church in nearby Nov­
elty, Ohio, Bixel turned the pastor­
ate over to a brother-in-law and now 
acts as a traveling evangelist.

Vegetable Trickery

It seems only yesterday that win­
ter vegetables were allowed to lie 

in storage almost 
indefinitely, and 
when served, it 
was done with an 
a p o l o g y .  Y e t  
t h e s e  w in t e r  
members of the 
v e g e ta b le  king­
d om  h a v e  n o t 
only good nourish­
ment but excel­

lent appetite appeal to offer.
Carrots and sweet potatoes are 

rich sources of vitamin A which we 
need for building resistance to colds. 
Rutabaga ia also rich in this vita­
min. For vitamin B2 you can con­
centrate on such things as turnip 
greens, beet greens, green lima 
beans and dried peas. Green pep­
pers, which are easily available as 
well as brussels sprouts, are good 
sources of vitamin C. Green beans, 
broccoli and cabbage supply calci­
um, phosphorus and iron.

Fortunately for advances made in 
cooking techniques, none of the win­
ter vegetables need wear a hum­
drum air when they come to the din­
ner table. Dress them up and give 
them a bit of seasoning and glamor 
and the family will relish them.

•Carrot Loaf.
(Serves 6)

1 cup milk 
3 eggs
1 teaspoon salt 
Dash of pepper 
1 tablespoon sugar 
1 tablespoon salad oil 
1V4 cups grated raw carrots 
H  cup dry bread crumb*
H  cup chopped nuts
1 cup cooked rice

Add milk to well beaten eggs; add 
■alt, pepper, sugar and aalad oil. 
Mix carrots, bread crumbs, nuts 
and rice; (old into first mixture. 
Turn into a greased loaf pan and 
bake in a moderate oven (350 de­
gree*) for 45 minutes. Serve with a 
cream sauce to which hard-cooked 
eggs or peas have been added.

Fried Carrots aad Apples.
(Serve* 6)

C medium-sited carrots 
< small apple*
3 tablespoons drippings
2 tablespoons brown angar 
V4 cup dark corn syrup
1 teaspoon salt

Wash and drain carrots; cut into 
thin pieces lengthwise. Wash, peel 
and core apples; 
cut into eighths 
lengthwise. Melt 
drippings in skil­
let and add sugar 
and syrup. Ar­
range carrots and 
apples in alter­
nate layers in 
pan, sprinkl.ng each layer with salt. 
Cover and cook over low flame for 
1V4 hours. Turn onto hot platter 
and serve at once.

Stuffed Onions.
('Serves 4)

4 medium-sised onions 
2 tablespoons batter 
2 tablespoons flour 
1 eup milk 
M teaspoon salt 
Dash of popper
1 egg yolk
2 tablespoons grated cheese 
1 enp cooked peas

Peel onions; cover with boiling 
salted water and cook gently for 30 
minutes or until tender. Make cream 
sauce of butter, flour and milk and 
season with salt and pepper. Add 
egg yolk and cheese, then peas. 
Cut a cross almost through the on­
ions and All with the creamed peas. 
Sprinkle with paprika and serve at 
once.

•Sour Cream Cabbage.
(Serves 4 or 5)

2 tablespoons butter 
V4 peeled, mineed clove garlic 
8 cups finely shredded cabbage 
*4 cup boiling water 
>4 cup sour cream 
1 tablespoon lemon juice 
1 tablespoon granulated sugar 
1 tablespoon salt

teaspoon celery seed 
1 egg, beaten

Melt butter in skillet, then saute 
garlic in it for 5 minutes. Add cab­
bage and boiling water. Cover and 
bring to a boil. Reduce heat and 
simmer for 8 to 15 minutes. Add 
remaining ingredients which have 
been combined.

For meat stains, which are pri­
marily greasy in origin, try using 
ammonia. Place this in a shallow 
pan and let the cloth remain in it 
for several minutes, several hours or 
even overnight. The fumes from the 
ammonia help to loosen the grease 
in the stain.

Soak wine stains with alcohol, or 
apply one of the fruit stain remov­
ers. Cover a fresh stain of rad win* 
with salt, aa chlorine produced by 
the action of acid on the salt will 
bleach out tha mark.

That is why we need to begin this 
new year—and continue it—in the 

! study of God’s Word, so that we may 
know his will. You will find it to be 
a joy and blessing to you, not only 
as you study it by yourself, but also 
in the fellowship of those in the Sun­
day school and church.

Our lessons for the next three 
months are of unusual interest, for 
they take up the Gospel of John 
which was "written, that ye might 
believe that Jesus is the Christ, the 
Son of God; and that believing ye 
might have life through his name”  

j (John 20:31).
Jesus Christ is here presented as 

the Word (Logos), and he is indeed 
, the living Word come to reveal 
j God to us.

I. The Living Word Is the Light
of Men (vv. 1-5).

Men ask questions about Christ. 
They want to know whether he is 
to be regarded as a good man and 
a great leader, or must we recog­
nize him as being God?

The answer is here. He "w as”
I in the beginning (Gen. 1:1), which 

means that he pre-existed from all 
! eternity, and he ‘ ‘was God”  even 
I as he was “ with God.’ ’ This eter- 
I nal, living, divine Word was the “ ex- 
| press image”  of God (Heb. 1:3), and 
so perfectly revealed the Father (v. 
18).

He is the Creator (v. 3) and giver 
of life both natural and spiritual.

This eternal Word became (as he 
was) the light of men. He came to 
shine into the darkness of a sinful 
world with the only light of redemp- 

, tion. We say again, “ This is the 
Lord!”

II. The Living Word Is s Divider
of Men (vv. 6-13).

I The darkness of sin was so deep, 
and still is so deep that the glorious 
light of God is not received with 
gladness, nor accepted at all. We 

I see that in the close of verse 5.
Now the question comes. Does it 

make any difference how a man 
regards Jesus Christ?

1 The answer is clear. You must 
{ decide what you will do with him. 
i You cannot avoid that decision or 

evade that light which shines. You 
must either accept or reject, and a 

| failure to accept is a rejection.
God has witnesses to the Light. 

John was such a witness and he, 
like all true witnesses for Christ, 
directed attention to him. John's 
great testimony was just a lesser 
light to point men to the true Light. 
That true Light is shed abroad for 
all men (v. 9).

As they face Christ, men divide 
into two groups. His own people, 
and his own creation rejected him 
when he came (v. 11). How utterly 
tragic! And yet the same thing 
goes on today. Men hear the gos­
pel, are made acquainted with 
Christ and his claims, yet fail to 
accept his proffered.salvation, and 
are eternally lost (John 3:19; Eph. 
2 : 1) .

But, thank God. there are those 
who receive him (v. 12), and to 
them he gives the power, the right 
or authority, to be the sons of God.

This change is expressly declared 
to be ( 1) not by reason of family 
or heredity—“ not of blood"; ( 2) not 
by natural instinct or development 
—not “ of the will of the flesh” ; and 
(3) not by human volition or by 
man's will power—not "o f the will 
of man.”

III. The Living Word Is a Re- 
vealer of God (vv. 14-18).

The eternal Word, the Lord Jesus 
Christ, laid aside his place of honor 
in heaven, came to earth and took 
upon himself our flesh that he might 
redeem us from sm. What infinite 
condescension, what unfathomable 
love!

He dwelt among men and showed 
forth the grace and truth of God, 
for he was full of these heavenly 
attributes. But it was in his giving 
of himself as Hedeemer and Sa­
viour of mankind that he fully re­
vealed God in all his gracious love 
for us.

Notice the antithesis here. "L aw ”  
is set over against “ grace” ; "g iv ­
en” stands in contrast with "cam e,”  
and "M oses" with "Jesus Christ.”

The law was a schoolmaster to 
bring us to Christ (Gal. 3:24). but 
it could not save anyone: but grace 
—oh, it ia by grace that we are 
saved (Eph. 2:8).

Moses was God's honored servant, 
but Jesus was the Son in the house­
hold (Heb. 3:5, 6) It was this Son 
of Goid who came to reveal the Fa­
ther and to declare his grace in sal­
vation.

The law was sent through a mes­
senger, but no messenger, no mat­
ter how great or worthy, would do 
to bring the gospel of the grace of 
God. That message of "grace and 
truth cam# bv Jaeus Christ" (v . IT ).

Underfeeding a Kood cow is one 
of the most expensive mistakes that 
ran be made in dairy management 
say experts of Texas A and M Col­
lege.

rrom now until grass comes on 
again, most dairymen are faced 
with a real need for getting the 
greatest good out o f earh pound of 
feed, the dairymen say This means 
that cows do an unsatisfactory job 
of milk production when given an 
opportunity must be moved out. so 
that feed supplies can be best util­
ized to prevent the underfeeding of 
good cows Then the remainder of 
the herd should be fed a balanred 
ration according ta production.

An average sized cow, capable of 
producting three gallons of milk 
per day, needs about 18 pounds of 
rood hay and nine pounds of a suit 
ibis grain mixture. This feed will 
meet her production and maintenan­
ce requirements If the hay allow­
ance Is cut in half, fifty percent of 
the nutrients required to produce 
the three gallons of milk is lost In 
a short time, her production will 
come down to a gallon and a half 
as she can not draw on her body 
reserves indefinitely to make up for 
the loss Plenty of roughage is the 
basis o f the basis of the ration 
Feeding hay twice or even three 
a day is preferable to putting nut 
the entire amount at one time, the 
dairymen say This will prevent 
waste and enable the rows to hand­
le more efficiently the hay that they 
eat. The {Extension dairymen emp- 
aslze that the cost of producing a 
pound o f butterfat or a galoln of 
milk from a low producing cow is 
always greater than the cost of pro 
ducing the same amount from a 
good cow.

The electric toaster should never 
be turned upside down and shaken 
to remove crumbs that have rolleet* 
ed inside A soft brush can b« used 
to rentpve the crumbs.

The widespread belief that putt­
ing salt in wash water prevents thej 
bright colors in cloth from fading! 
is not true since the use o f salt act-' 
ually tends to harden the water 
The best precaution against runn­
ing colors is to reduce the wateri 
temperature and dry the articles, 
quickly. ’

Knives should never be allowed 
to soak in water. Water will rust 
the blade, rot the wood and loosen 
the handle. Leaving the knife on a 
hot stove results in the temper of 
the blade being destroyed.

Lipstick stains on napkins may 
be easily removed with a mixture 
made of equal parts of ammonia & 
the regular houaehold solution of 
hydrogen peroxide, using quick, 
short strokes with a small cloth sat 
urated with the mixture.

Britain Mobilizes 
Against Gam Thieves

Return to Wartime Precaution* 
Because cf Robberies.

LONDON. — B r ita in 's  nobility, 
alarmed at the wave of raids on its 
stately homes and castles by dar­
ing jewel thieves, was reported to 
be returning to wartime precautions 
used for guarding estates when in­
vasion threatened.

Listening posts and pillboxes were 
being manned again and farmhands, 
gardeners and butlers were renew­
ing knowledge of hand-to-hand fight­
ing gained in the home guard dur­
ing the war.

Many manorial British homes con­
tain millions of pounds worth of jew ­
elry, art treasures and heirloom*.

Private detective agencies report­
ed they were working overtime to 
protect clients from the wave of 
jewel burglaries, and insurance 
brokers said they were insur­
ing huge amounts in precious gems.

Some insurance broker* were im­
posing strict conditions, such as 
specifying the proportion of jewel­
ry which must be kept in safety de­
posit vaults and providing that 
homes must be equipped with sales.

Among thieves picked up by 
Scotland Yard in its drive to end 
the jewel robberies was a "smash 
and grab" bandit who practiced 
breaking plate glass windows in his 
back yard before tackling jewelry 
shop front*.

Police said he would bring pro­
spective underworld purchasers to 
the show window to let them look at 
the jewelry he was going to steal 
and fix prices before the actual 
theft.

White rice, it seems. Is a fetish 
that goes back to the days of the 
Pharaohs when white was the sym­
bol of royalty. Some unnamed chef 
with a deep sense of the fitness of 
things didn't like the idea of his 
Pharaoh partaking of crude, ple- 
bian-looking rice. So he ordered the 
royal millers to polish the grain to a 
pearly whiteness. The millers com­
plied, never realizing they were pol­
ishing the food value out of the food.

The poor people of Egypt went 
on eating their rough unpolished 
rice. And nobody guessed why 
they were healthier than their 
rulers. This situation lasted 
until the French revolution when 
the revolutionaries Insisted on 
their right to keep up with the 
royal Joneses. They wanted pol­
ished white rice too— (and white 
bread). They got It, and have 
been getting It ever since. The 
custom has persisted until today 
when we still require our rice 
millers to strip away more than 
half the vitamins from our rice 
and wheat.
This is not so important in potato 

and bread-conscious America, but 
in oriental countries where fre­
quently the word "rice”  and “ food" 
are synonymous, it's something else 
again. Six hundred thirty million 
orientals derive more than 40 per 
cent of their food calories from rice 
—and if the rice is polished, they 
are losing vital nutritionaf values 
at every meal.

Malek became rice-conscious bark 
in 1938 when one of his friends 
wished aloud that he could figure 
out some way to increase rice con­
sumption in the United States.

Find Man First Arrived in
Florida 10,C00 Years Ago

WASHINGTON — "Florida can 
now make a legitimate claim to 
some very old inhabitants" — per­
haps 10.000 years old, according to 
Smithsonian institution.

Dr. T. Dale Stewart. Smithsonian 
curator of physical anthropology, 
dug into the institution's skull col­
lection, tore apart a reconstructed 
skull and put it together again in 
another shape.

The skull was discovered 20 years 
ago near Melbourne, Fla.

At that time Dr. James W. Gid- 
ley, Smithsonian paleontologist, said 
fossils unearthed where the skull 
was discovered indicated it was the 
remainder of a human who lived 
when giant mastodons roamed North 
America near the end of the Ice 
age.

However, original reconstruction 
of the skull was identified as a Flor­
ida Indian, refuting Gidley's theory.

But Stewart was dissatisfied. He 
put the bones together aga.n in the 
shape of a long-headed skull “ sim­
ilar to the earliest skeletal remains 
found on this continent," the Smith­
sonian said.

Since the original discovery of the 
skull, anthropologists have agreed 
that man actually arrived in North 
America as many as 10,000 years 
ago.

1946 Baby Crop Is Expected
To Bo Largest Since 1943

WASHINGTON. -  The 1946 baby 
crop will be the biggest since 1943, 
federal security agency said.

On the basis of births recorded so 
far this year the 1946 birth rate will 
be about 4 per cent higher than 
last year, when 2.735,456 births were 
recorded, and about 1.9 per cent 
higher than in 1944 when there were 
2,794,800 recorded births.

This would mean about 2,845,000 
babies in 1946. The 1943 total was 
2,934,860.

An FSA official predicted that the
1947 birth rate would be even higher 
than in 1946.

Meanwhile, the census bureau re­
ported that the number of married 
couples increased by more than 3,- 
700,000 from April, 1940, to Febru- 
ary, 1946.

D ISPLAY HISTORIC DOCUMENTS
WASHINGTON —Attorney Gener­

al Tom Clark is hatching a unique 
plan for selling civil liberties to the 
American people. He will send a 
special train through the 48 states 
carrying some of the priceless treas­
ures of American freedom.

It was Clark, working quietly be­
hind the scenes, who had more than 
anyone else to do with organizing 
the president’* special committee on 
civil liberties, which will study 
southern lvnch .a i ace prob­
lems.

Accordingly he haa evolved 
the Idea of sending a special 
train aeroes the Ut^ted States 
containing the most sacred doc­
uments of American history 
which guarantee our freedom.

At first Clark proposed equipping 
two special car* with showcases 
which would display the Bill cf 
Rights, the Declaration of Independ­
ence, the Emancipation Proclama­
tion, the Constitution and so on.

However, he found that the Proc­
lamation of Emancipation by which 
Lincoln freed the slaves was in the 
hands of Abraham Rosenbach of 
Philadelphia, famous collector of old 
manuscripts. Clark, therefore, 
called Rosenbach to tell him about 
his plan and ask for the loan of the 
proclamation.

Rosenbach agreed to cooperate, 
and suggested an entire train instead 
of two cars. He offered to help raise 
the extra money and. as a result, 
it now is planned to equip an entire 
special train with showcases in 
which will be displayed the most 
Cherished documents of American 
history. Soldiers w ill guard the 
train, just as guards stand watch 
continually over these document* 
in the Library of Congress. In addi­
tion. as the train arrive* at each 
state border, an extra car will be 
added displaying the historic docu­
ments and civil rights mementoes of 
the state.

Finally. Clark plans to have large- 
size duplicates of the freedom docu­
ments “ blown-up" as permanent ex­
hibits to be left behind in the high 
schools of each city through which
the train passes.

IRON CURTAIN STATS DOWN

Assistant Secretary of State Bill 
Benton, who has tried desperate­
ly to lift the iron curtain, recently 
was prevented by the Russians from 
visiting Moscow.

Benton was scheduled to fly to 
Moscow w ith Chester Bowles, his old 
advertising partner. But the Rus­
sians found Benton had only 48 hours 
in which to make the trip, let him 
get as far as Berlin, then stalled him 
for 48 hours, claiming Moso 
weather made it impossible for his 
plane to land *

Finally, Benton went back to 
Pari*, where be cheeked by cod­
ed cable with the American em­
bassy in Moscow, found that the 
weather in Russia had been per­
fect during the time he was be­
ing barred from the Soviet capi­
tal.
Benton, who ia in charge of state 

department information, has tried to 
beam radio broadcasts into Russia 
in order to give the Russian people 
the real truth about the USA. Many 
Russians don't even know that the 
American army and navy partici­
pated in the war against Japan.

ployed for "peaceful purposes."

Other government sources said 
the German technicians in British 
service were atomic physicists 
weapon and armament research ex­
perts and industrial experts. The 
foreign office spokesman said Great 
Britain was "observing fully" an Al­
lied control council directive on 
the employment of Germans.

•aid that the United States and 
Great Britain had taken "masses”  
of German scientists and techni­
cians and that the Russians had tak­
en "several groups" of German en­
gineers, technicians and worker* to 
Russia under contracts.

Low-priced lamb shoulder may be 
used for these lamb pieces prepared 
on skewers. They broil quickly and 
make a palatable dinner when you 
want to cook in a jiffy.

Recent visits to the market have 
convinced me that most education 

about meat cook­
ery was forgotten 
during rationing 
and sh o rta ges . 
M «  s t  o f  us 
worked ourselves 
into a sort of a 
rut about meats 
and now And that 
we need a brush- 
up c o u r s e  on 
meat cookery. 

Meat should satisfy and to ao so 
it must be properly prepared. If 
broiling is what the cut needs, make 
sure your temperature is high 
enough to do the job decently. But 
If it’s braising, make sure the heat 
Is slow and steady and the cooking 
moist.

Here are a few of the things you 
ought to remember when buying 
meat: First of all. become ac­
quainted with a variety of cuts so 
that you can better manage your 
budget and give the fam ily much- 
needed menu variety. Ask the 
market man for advice. He can give 
you tips on specials and help you 
get more for your money.

I f  you have meats boned at the 
market, always ask for the bones to 
take home. They're wonderful for 
flavoring soups, sauces and vegeta­
bles. When you purchase large cuts, 
have some steaks or chops removed 
for another meal. There won’ t be 
so many leftovers, Bnd you will be 
able to get more variety from the 
large cuts.

Spicy Pot Roast.
(Serves • to I t )

3-pound pot roast (neck, chuck, 
brisket, heel of round or rump)

2 cups canned tomatoes
3 onions, sliced 
Salt and pepper
Vg teaspoon whole cloves 
1 stick cinnamon

Brown pot roost on aU sides. Add

tomatoes, onions and seasonings.

A well prepared beef or veal 
tongue is delightful. Those who have 
learned to eat it reserve it for spe­
cial occasions. Long slow cooking 
such as is received in braising is 
designated for preparing this delec­
table dish.

Braised Tongue. Vegetable Gravy.
(Serve* 12)

1 4-pound tongue, fresh
Water
2 teaspoons salt
Vj cup diced onions
1 enp diced carrots
44 enp diced celery
3 tablespoons flour
1H enps liquid In which tongue 

was cooked
1 teaspoon salt
14 teaspoon pepper

Wash tongue and cover with wa­
ter. Add salt, cover and simmer 
until tender, allowing 4 hour*. Trim 
and remove skin. Slice tongue and 
place in pan with vegetables. Make 
a smooth paste of flour and water, 
adding liquid and seasonings. Pour 
sauce over tongue and vegetables. 
Simmer for 1 hour. Serve with po­
tatoes boiled in their jackets.

An interesting variation to the 
meat course comes in the way of 
lamb en brochette, pieces of inex­
pensive meat placed on skewers. 
These are broiled and go beautifully 
with a dinner of baked, whipped po­
tatoes, buttered lima beans, a vege­
table salad and fruit whip for des­
sert.

A  broiler dinner prepared In a 
few minutes consists of tomatoes, 
lamb patties and boiled potatoes 
sprinkled with cheese.

Lamb en Brochette.
(Serves • )

2 pounds lamb shoulder, cut in 
1-lneh cubes

I  cup vinegar
1 teaspoon celery salt
1 tablespoon mustard
1 tablespoon brown sugar
Vi teaspoon poultry seasoning
Salt and pepper
Cover lamb with vinegar, sea­

soned with celery salt, mustard, 
brown sugar and poultry seasoning. 
Let stand 1 hour. Thread onto skew­
ers and place on a rack in a pre­
heated broiler oven. Brown well on 
all sides and broil. Season with salt 
and pepper.

For something a little different, 
try this stuffed shoulder of lamb:

Fruit-Stuffed Shoulder of Lamb.
1 lamb shoulder, boned
2 cups bread crumbs
6 cooked apricots, diced 
6 cooked prunes, diced 
1 small orange, chopped 
1 beaten egg 
Salt and pepper

Have butcher remove bone from 
lamb shoulder and sew it on three 
sides, leaving the fourth open for 
dressing. Make a dressing of the 
bread crumbs, fruits and beaten 
egg. Pile this into cavity. Skewer 
or sew the edges together. Place the 
lamb shoulder on a rack in an open 
roasting pan and roast in a 300-de­
gree oven, allowing 30 to 33 minutes 
to the pound.

Never throw away shank ends of 
ham or bones from the roast. Us* 
these for making soup, a cupful of 
which is very good for dinner be­
ginners on cool nights. Broth made 
from these may also be used for 
gravies and sauces.

Never throw out meat leftovers. 
They may be combined with gravy, 
bread crumbs, noodles or rice and 
used for stuffing green peppers.

Bacon leftover from breakfast la 
too good to discard. Break it into 
bits and pieces and use for flavoring 
the dinner vegetable, soup or salad.

The witness of John concerning 
Jesus as the Son of God had been 
attested by the divine knowledge of 
Jesus and his personal call to his 
disciples. Now the time had come 
for him to declare his authority as 
God by an overt act which all men 
could see and understand.

It is interesting to note that for 
this, the first of his miracles, he 
chose a festive occasion in the home. 
He had been invited to be a guest 
at a wedding (v. 2). Those who ask 
him to be present at their marriage 
may confidently expect him to be 
present and to add greatly to the 
real joy of the occasion.

The authority of our I-ord shows 
here in three different ways:

I. He Commands (vv. 1-8).
He was neither host nor was he 

the one charged with responsibil­
ity for the serving, but when the 
time came for him to do his mighty 
act the servants were ready to 
obey the admonition of his mother 
and do what he said.

Mary may have had some respon­
sibility for serving the guests. Why 
then had she not looked to the sup­
ply of wine? Apparently she who 
knew of what had taken place at 
the baptism of Jesus and immedi­
ately after, and having in her heart 
the memory of what occurred at his 
birth (Luke 2:14), thought it time for 
him to do some great miracle.

He was indeed ready to do so. but 
In his own way. "What is that to 
thee?”  in verse 4 really carries the 
meaning: "This is a matter which 
I must care for in my own w ay," 
and he did.

We do well to seek grace to be 
like the servants who did what 
the Lord commanded, even though 
it did not seem to be a sensible solu­
tion to fill the jars with water. Obe­
dience without hesitation and with­
out question is the price of blessing!

II. He Creates (vv. 8-11).
The act of creation was already 

done, but now the fact came to light. 
He had changed the water Into wine, 
the juice of the grape. This was not 
a case of adding something or dilut­
ing the remaining wine. Here the 
water, as he decreed it even with­
out the use o ( a spoken word, was 
no longer there, but the best of wine.

Jesus was and is the Creator. He 
was present at the beginning of all 
things (note the "le t us”  in Gen. 
1:26), and it is declared that “ by 
him were all things created”  (Col. 
1:16, 17). In fact, "without him 
was not anything made”  (John 1:3).

What he created was good, so 
good in fact, that the one in charge 
of the feast remarked about it. The 
Lord never does anything by halves, 
nor in a careless or defective way. 
He made a great quantity of wine 
(probably more than 100 gallons) and 
it was of the greatest excellency.

Some would read verse 10 as 
though our Lord were here helping 
•long a drunken wedding party, but 
of course that is not true. The stew­
ard was simply recognizing the ordi­
nary rule of serving whereby one 
uses the best one has until there is 
no more like it, then takes the in­
ferior provision. To use this verse 
to excuse drunkenness is only pos­
sible for those “ eager to mar, if 
by means they could, the image of 
perfect holiness which offends and 
rebukes them’’ (Trench, quoted by 
Lenski).

I I I .  He Controls (w .  12-16).
After a few days with his family 

and his disciples, he went down to 
Jerusalem for the great feast of the 
Passover. There he found his Fa­
ther’s house being misused and de­
filed. His holy indignation kindled, 
he spoke and acted with authority 
as he drove these "racketeers”  out 
of the temple.

People like to hear about a God 
of love, one who knows their weak­
ness, and is kind toward theii in­
firmities. But we must not forget 
that God shows his love by a great 
and holy hatred of sin, and a desire 
to deliver us from that sin. This 
means that he must and will deal in 
drastic fashion with those who per­
sist in their sin.

This is a majestic picture. The 
Son of God and Son of Man steps 
Into the center of this unholy traffic 
and with mighty, holy indignation 
(not anger) drives it out.

Why did these men who were so 
deeply intrenched and so eager to 
make money flee before the wrath of 
a lone man? It was only because 
they recognized divine authority. He 
has a right to control men, for he 
is God.

It is not a mere matter of re­
form, for here he was cleansing the 
temple, tre very heart of the life 
of the Jewish people. He dealt with 
a present situation to establish an 
eternal principle.

We cannot help but admire this 
magnificent Jesus, but the question 
comes to us today. Has he been 
given his proper authority over and 
in our lives?

JUVENILE DELINQUENCY 
RECOMMENDATIONS

Four general recommendations 
on dealing with dellquent rural 
youth were made at the National 
Conference for the prevention and 
control of Juvenile Dellquency held 
In Washington D C. recently.

Kloise T. Johnson, specialist in 
famllv life education of the Texas 
Kxtenth n Service., outlines these 4 
points as goals toward which the 
rural people of Texas may work In 
combating Juvenile d-lniueney 
1 That ruralpeoplee must give es­
pecial attention to finding out ap­
propriate means for conserving aud 
making available to all rural youth 
the natural advantages of rural ar­
eas as a place iu which to rear 
children.

; That some practical plan be 
formulated to colelct and compile 
statistics on Juvenile dellquency 
In all rural areas.

3 That all the youth of a local 
community be afford the opportun­
ity and be encouraged to participate 
in constructive group activities.

I. That the basic responsibility 
for the control and prevention of 
juvenile delinquency rests primar­
ily with the home and the local 
community.

High point brought out at the 
conference. Mrs Johnson reports, 
was that while the need for more 
car. and guidance of ruural youth 
is recognized, the real responsibil­
ity is the development of programs 
or plans that will bring on actual 
prevention of Juvenile crime or del-

8 percent; Taft, 2 per 
cent, and Saltonstall, 1 per cent. 
These are small figures compared 
to the poll's 52 per cent granted 
Governor Dewey of New York, or 
Minnesota’s ex-Govemor Stassen’s 
17 per cent, the two leading Gal­
lup's list. But that doesn't mean 
the candidates think that way about 
it. Nobody is placing bets yet. As 
the veteran Republican National 
Committeeman Clarence Budding- 
ton Kelland said:

“ 1 don’t think you are going 
to see the matter jell at all 
until Ohio decides whether it is 
backing Taft or Bricker. When 
that decision is made, the line­
up will come fast.”
Gallup predicted that Eisenhow­

er’s star would rise higher and thus 
whip the hopeful senators to added 
zeal.

Lapel buttons labeled “ Draft 
Ike" are already out. Under whose 
banner Eisenhower would be draft­
ed it is not stated, but it is gen­
erally conceded his personal lean­
ings would be more Republican 
than Democratic.

Neither Vandenberg nor Salton- ; 
■tail’s friends have begun to fight, I 
and at this writing neither one has | 
even indicated publicly he is in the 
running.

More distressing to the men who | 
have to make the upper house mem- j 
bers hew to the Republican line is 
the old problem of the so-called 
progressive element. Some people 
are predicting that there may be 
more harmony in the next session 
among the minority, so widely 
split last time, than among the ma­
jority with its swollen ranks. Some 
Republicans are worrying lest they 
be divided to the extent that their 
power will be considerably reduced.

Senator Works 
For H it State

Many people fail to realize the
many factors which contribute to 
individualism in the senate. In the 
first place, each senator is, and so 
considers himself, an ambassador 
from a state — it is his business 
to serve that state to the best of his 
ability and his ability can be great­
ly supplemented by the prestige he 
acquires. Indeed, prestige, if ac­
quired by nothing but seniority 
car. go a long way toward making 
up for lack of ability.

But it is not mere personal 
ambition which drives a senator 
to work for individual promi­
nence—it is a part of his job to 
strengthen the sovereignty of the 
sovereign state he represents.
Another thing which often forces 

a senator to walk alone or as part 
of a small group is sectionalism— 
not a hidebound attitude either, but 
the demand that he truly represent 
the interests of his community, even 
if those interests conflict with those 
of other parts of the country. The 
ancient antagonism of West-versus- 
East has never quite died. It was 
only a little over three decades ago 
that the 17th amendment was 
passed which authorized the popu­
lar election of senators. This was 
accomplished largely through the

influence of western and southern 
states which had already, by means 
of state primaries or other subter­
fuge. managed to take the choice 
of senators out of the hands of the 
state legislatures.

The Republicans benefited by the 
failure of the Democrats to main­
tain a West-South alliance, but they 
now suffer in turn from other sec­
tional and ideological cleavages I 
heard one man remark the other 
day that two recent speeches, one 
by Senator Morse, Republican of 
Oregon, and the other by Senator 
Bvrd, Democrat of Virginia, each 
expressed views much more in line 
with the opposite party's than with 
their own organizations. There are 
many other similar anomalies in the 
80th congress, as there were in the 
last session.

The belief that the extreme con­
servatives will be in the saddle 
ready to ride rough-shod over any 
liberal move is not generally sup­
ported. True — history has shown 
that the American people can stand 
just so much reform at a time. But 
on the other hand they have seldom 
been willing to sacrifice past social 
gains. Consequently, when the Re­
publicans have been swept into of­
fice after periods like the Wilson 
"New Freedom," they have been 
very chary of repealing laws which 
were passed, in answer to a de­
mand for new privileges for the 
many.

To Old Reforms

Harold Laski, the British left-wing 
labor leader, would have us believe 
that there is a "return to reaction”  
in America. He says in a recent 
article under that title that “ m aban­
doning the Roosevelt heritage Mr, 
Truman made the shaping of the 
postwar economic policy of Amer­
ica the concern of business and 
not of congress.”  Mr. Truman 
would be the first to deny that he 
deserted the New Deal heritage 
whether he was personally inclined

to support all of its tenets or not. 
And I can see the hackles of con­
gress rise, even on the leftish side, 
at the suggestion that “ the initia­
tive was returning to the hands”  o f  
National Manufacturers' associ­
ation.

Mr. Truman was removed by 
the election from a number of 
restraints and pressures from 
groups which favored courses 
he personally disliked but be has 
not been party to any move to 
sacrifice past “ social gains,”  
and I cannot see congress al­
lowing the few reactionaries in 
either party or in the bouse or 
senate to set back the clock.

As the Beards point out in their 
"Basic History of the United 
States," the Republicans despite 
their landslide victory over Wilson 
in 1920 did not or could not, “ stamp 
out the spirit of progressive or radi­
cal insurgency, old in American 
tradition and yet ever new in its 
application to changing condi­
tions."

Harding’s "norm alcy" and Cool- 
idge's conservatism temporarily did 
end our internationalism. But their 
next choice was Herbert Hoover, 
who had been speaking with contin­
ual concern over conditions affect­
ing the less privileged. In 1923, for 
example, he had called on the in­
surance companies to study unem­
ployment insurance; he had en­
dorsed an amendment abolishing 
child labor; he had frightened the 
reactionaries to death when he pro­
posed the inheritance tax to “ redis­
tribute oversw'ollen fortunes.”

Going further back into history, 
we note that after three successive 
victories, the Republicans, even 
when they had majorities in both 
houses, did not repeal so-called 
"reform ”  measures passed up to 
1900. When they returned to 

1 power in 1921, although attempts 
were made to do so, such meas­
ures as the income and inheritance 
taxes were not abolished, or reduced 
to an empty gesture. Yesterday's 
radical is tomorrow's conservative.

Woman Protests 
Outside Prison 

A$ Killer Hangs
Worst Murderer in British 

Criminal History Pays 
Penalty of Crimes.

LONDON. — N e v i l le  G eo rge  
Clevely Heath, one of the worst sex 
murderers in British criminal his­
tory, was hanged in Pentonville 
prison, while a wealthy English- 
woman in the street outside tried 
to defend him against the “ sadistic 
law" which condemned him to 
death.

About 200 people, mostly resi­
dents of the tough Brewery road dis­
trict, were waiting for Heath’s death 
certificate to be posted on the pris­
on gate:. when Mrs. Violet Vander- 
elst, a wealthy foe of capital pun­
ishment, stepped from her automo­
bile and began distributing leaflets 
headlined “ Fresh Evidence."

Claim Brain Injury.
The leaflets alleged that Heath, a 

handsome ex-flier, had suffered a 
brain injury due to instrument birth, 
and said that his first victim, Mar­
gery Gardner, film extra, had 
submitted to flagellation before he 
killed her, causing a “ vibration 
(which) no doubt affected his 
brain."

"Evil entities can enter and take 
possession of anyone like Heath," 
the pamphlet stated.

The condemned man also was ac­
cused of the mutilation and slaying 
of Doreen Marshall, pretty veteran 
of the women’s royal navy service, 
but was not tried for that murder

The famous Tussaud’s wax works 
has found that the effigy of Heath, 
recently added to its chamber of 
lorrors, has attracted record 
crowds, consisting mostly of women.

Mrs. Vanderelst, symbolically at­
tired in black, continued to dis­
tribute leaflets until police bundled 
her into her car and ordered her to 
leave. Three others, two men and 
a woman, were arrested during the 
night for attempting to post anti-cap­
ital - punishment placards on the 
prison walls.

She Is Fined $8.
Mrs. Vanderelst appeared in 

Clerkenwell police court to face two 
charges of obstruction of free pas­
sage on the highway. As she entered 
the court, she protested that she 
would give her life to fight the 
"sadistic law " which decrees death 
for murderers.

She pleaded not guilty to both 
charges. One count was dismissed, 
but she was ordered to pay an $8 
fine for the other violation.

A police inspector testified that 
when he warned Mrs. Vanderelst 
that she was obstructing passage 
outside the jail, she replied:

“ You swine! I remember you! 
Why did they hang that young man? 
You don't care, you wretched in­
spector!”

Piratt$ Steal Co$tly Armored 
Cable From Floor of Ocean

SINGAPORE, STRAITS SETTLE­
MENTS.—The embarrassed British 
Navy and Cable and Wireless, Ltd., 
hunted for some four miles of valu­
able armored cable pirated practi­
cally from under their noses.

The cable was on the ocean floor 
but the pirates worked almost with­
in sight of a company station.

They hacksawed through about 
half a mile of cable only 704 yards 
from the Hong Kong station. Then, 
while Chief Engineer John Cockbum 
directed the splicing in the first 
break, the pirates hauled in another 
1.7-mile length two miles away.

In three raids during five nights, 
the pirates got away with 4.2 miles 
of cable, Cockburn said.

" I  don't know which was cheeki­
est—the fact that they made the 
first cut only 704 yards from our 
station or that they were busily saw­
ing away while I was testing what 
I thought was an anchor break," 
Cockburn said.

Cockburn has a hunch they plan 
to melt the copper and sell the steel 
wire on the black market.

Two Adrift at Soa Without
Food Re$cued by Froightor

NEW YORK.—Two residents of 
the Canary islands, who had been 
without food for a week and without 
water for four days while adrift in 
a 30-foot sailboat, were rescued by 
the crew of a freighter 470 miles 
southeast of Cape Cod.

The coast guard search and res­
cue center here said the men were 
picked up by the James Smith and 
were being taken to a Canadian port. 
The men were Juan Henriquez de 
Peratta, 36, and Thomas Matros 
Castellano, 19, both of Las Palmas, 
Canary islands.

A message from the Smith said 
the two men sailed August 9 from 
the Canary islands for Mexico. 
Storms blew them off course and 
their food and water ran out.

Yank Cannot Romombor What

S Y D N E Y , A U S T R A L IA .  — A 
young American soldier—unable to 
remember what happened to him 
during the last two years which he 
apparently spent in the New Guinea 
jungle—was found on the bank of a 
creek near Lae, capital of north­
east New Guinea.

The Lae correspondent of a Svd- ; 
ney newspaper identified the sol­
dier as Corp. J. B Stubblefield, and 
said he carried a Bible which listed 
the name of his next of kin as Mrs.
J. B. Stubblefield of Hillsboro, Tenn. i 

He is near collapse and suffering 
from malaria.

"In  Lae hospital," the correspond- ‘ 
ent said, "he asked me what year 
it was and said he remembered go­
ing into the jungle in 1944.

"Stubblefield, in a barely audible 
voice, told me natives had fed him 
cocoanut pawpaw. When I asked 
him what unit he was with or wheth­
er he was in the army or air force, 
he shook his head and mumbled, 1 
’ It was a long time.' ”

The dispatch from New Guinea 
said that Lae police, checking is­
land natives' reports of a white man 
living in the jungle, had found Stub­
blefield lying in a clump of reeds.

The American was taken imme­
diately to the hospital. Although 
near collapse, Stubblefield was re­
ported to be in comparatively good 
physical condition.

Police said he might have ob­
tained food from army dumps in 
the area behind Lae. His jungle 
green army clothing was torn and 
he was wearing Australian air force 
shoes.

The President has decided to elim ­
inate OPA completely, and has on 
his desk an executive order trans­
ferring rent control to the deport­
ment of commerce.

The real-estate lobbyists knew 
they can't get even a Republican 
congress to repeal rent control.
So they've decided on a new tac­
tic. The lobby le drawing up 
a bill which would transfer rent 
control from the federal gevern- 
mrnt to the states.
This will be advanced as a "states’  

rights" and "econom y" measure. 
The result, however, w ill be the 
same.

Twelve states now have no rent
control, and in other states most 
control laws are elastic.
