Harold W. Swanson, long-time 

resident of Iowa Park is in Wich­
ita General General hospital with 
severe injuries to his legs and 
knees. He was hurt Thursday eve­
ning in Wichita Falls when he 
stopped at an intersection. His 
vehicle was hit from behind by a 
secord vehicle.

When Harold got out to check 
for damage, the record vehicle 
cam e forward again and mashed 
him between the bumpers. The 
offending machine bounced back 
and hit Swanson again. Then the 
driver sped away.

Harold was accompanied by his 
son Russell, who was not injured 
in the collisions, but he tried to 
hang onto the departing machine 
and fell. He was not seriously 
hurt.

According to Harold’s doctors, 
he will be hospitalized at least 
six  months and cannot work for 
possibly another year.

Since neither the driver of the 
other vehicle nor Swanson has 
personal injury insurance, the 
fine people of this community are 
going all-out to help the Swanson 
family through their financial cri­
sis. A “ Harold Swanson Fund” is 
being established at State Nation­
al Bank and anyone who cares to 
m ay make deposits in any amount 
to the fund.

The bank will make triplicate 
deposit slips so the donor can get 
a  copy for his own use.

Visit with Son i
by Mrs. W. F .

My son Jim and family of Dun­
canville visited me Labor Day 
weekend and I returned home 
with them headed for a visit in 
New York City.

The flight left Love Field at 
8:45 a.m. Stpt. 5. On arrival at 
LaGuardia airport, my son Dale 
met me, and we went for a few 
days of vacation near Bridge- 
har’pton, which is 100 miles north 
east of New York City on Long 
Island.

Most of two days was spent on 
the beach of the Atlantic Ocean.

One day we drove to Montauk 
which is the farthest point east on 
Long Island The lighthouse there 
was built in 1796, and there is a 
State Park in Montauk.

The first day back in the City 
was spent on a walking tour. We 
went to Bloomingdale’s Depart­
ment store, Bonwit-Teller, and St. 
Patrick’s Cathedral, which is the 
largest Catholic church in New 
York. The tour included Tiffany 
Jewelers and a view of the inside 
of St. Thomas Episcopal church. 
The thing that attracted our at­
tention first was a sign in the 
foyer warning women to hold their 
purses during services to prevent 
theft.

One day I went with a group 
on a bus tour. We saw Central 
Park, which has 22 playgrounds. 
There are many brownstone hous­
es along the route from 80 to 100 
years old. A sign in the middle 
of the street near a school de­
noted the street was closed during 
school hours and was being used 
as a playground.

We passed one school which is 
called P.S. 136. There are 60,000 
teachers in the New York public 
school, and 900 school buildings

The tour took us through Har­
lem, which is north of Central 
Park A 15-minute stop was made 
at the Cathedral of St. John the 
Divine. The structure is 601 feet 
long and has 121,000 square feet 
of floor space It is a very beau­
tiful edifice, but is not complete 
and there are no plans to finish 
it. One of the stained glass win­
dows cost $70,000 and the cathe­
dral is debt free.

It is the third largest cathedral 
in the world and much of it is 
constructed of Tennessee marble, 
with several styles of architec­
ture. Many beautiful tapestries 
hang on the walls. As the bus tour 
continued we saw many interest­
ing homes, museums and hos­
pitals.

One evening after we had taken 
the Fcrrv  Boat ride around Man­
hattan Island, we went to the

n New York
46th annual San Gennare Italian 
Street Festival. It was a conglom­
erate of h?ppy jostling throngs, 
aromatic foods, and lively music 
in the narrow streets of Little 
Italy. Each stand served its spe­
cialty such as (har-broiled sau­
sages, zeppole, calzone, canoli, 
clams and Italian ices. The Ital­
ian pastries were superb, and 
even at 50c a small cup the choc­
olate zelati (ice cream ) was hard 
to piss up.

The festival lasted 11 days, and 
some of the money received wiU 
be u ed  for college scholarships 
for young people of the neighbor­
hood.

The new twin 110-story towers 
of the World Trade Center are 
interesting. They are the world’s 
tallest buildings and rise 1,350 feet 
above the street. They house the 
United States Customs facilities, 
offices of many consulates, world 
trade Information service, govern­
mental agencies, and private bus­
iness engaged in export-import 
trade.

Construction was started in 
1966 and will be completed in 
1974. The Empire State building, 
which is 102 stories tall, still 
reigns in majestic beauty but has 
(alien into third place as far as 
height is concerned.

Or. the last Sunday afternoon 
of the trip we had an automobile 
excursion to New Haven, Conn., 
and were reminded so much of 
East Texas as we traveled roads 
bned with many kinds of trees, 
just beginning to take on the hues 
of autumn.

Whenever I have opportunity 11 
always distribute the Golden Rules ] 
of Conservation as prepared by i 
the Kindness club which has the 
motto “I will not kill or hurt any 
living creature needlessly, nor de­
stroy any beautiiul thing, but will 
strive to save and con.fort all 
gentle life, and guard and protect 
all natural beauty upon the earth” 
— Join  Ruskin.

The rules apply to adults as 
well as ch.ldren for we must be 
their teachers: They are.

Leave all wild animal babies, 
including birds, where they are in 
woods or fields. The parents are  
usually hiding close by or are off 
searching for food.

Preserve the lorest by leaving 
flowers on iheir stems, shrubs and 
trees standing, and by being re­
sponsible with fire.

Learn to know snakes. Harmless 
ipecies far outnumber poisonous 
ones, and even poisonous snakes 
bite only if provoked.

Take empty cans and bottles 
home or leave in proper contain­
ers, thus avoiding risk of animals’ 
getting heads caught in cans or 
feet cut on broken glass. Remem­
ber— animals go barefoot!

Respect and jrotect homes of 
animals— dens, nests and food 

supplies.
Throw scraps of food far from 

highway so that animals can eat 
them without getting run over.

Ask drivers to slow down it  
wooded sections, keeping a sharp 
eye out, so they can yield to ani­
mals their right-of-way.

Get professional help when try­
ing to rescue an injured animal.

Keep pet dogs and cats under 
control so they will not chase wild 
fnimals.

Prevent pollution of environ 
ment by doing without poison 
sprays refusing to throw trash in­
to streams, and speaking out to 
remind others.

Insist that wildlife refuges be 
places where animals are safe or 
protected— not shooting galleries.

Dorothy wasn’t a run-of-the- 
Mill person. The last time I saw 
her, she was 67 and about to lose 
the one front tooth she had left 
for biting into her favorite treat, 
a rare T-bone steak. On her mea­
ger Social Security check, that 
didn't happen very often.

Most of her money went for 
rent on her small apartment on 
the fifth floor of a decrepit old 
building with an open staircase 
and one of those old-fashioned ele­
vators you could never trust to 
run.

She was Irish and proud of it, 
to the point of refusing any bev­
erage without a shamrock on the 
label. Her vocabulary would have 
caused the grizzliest sailor to 
blush. Because she was hard of 
hearing she spoke at about the 
same volume as a low-fying jet 
plane. To her that was normal, 
and everyone else was a little odd.

About the only time I got to 
see Dorohy was when she came 
to stay with the house while my 
landlady was away on vacation. 
During the day I was at work, 
but evenings and weekends we’d 
meet in the kitchen, pool our ig­
norance about cooking, and come 
up with an underdone hot-dog or 
burned toast. It didn’t matter to 
me what we ate so long as she’d

talk about the Indian camp at the 
edge of town when she was a 
child or the snowstorm she flew 
through in an open cockit plane 
way-back-when. As she talked 
she’d gesture with her two fing­
ers stiffened by an ancient acci­
dent, catching them in the wall­
paper or knocking over a glass.

On the outside Dorolliy was 
not a gentle person. Her some­
what wild appearance and super- 
loud voice hid from public view 
the kind of sensivity that caused 
her to cradle an injured bird be­
tween her hands to keep it warm, 
the memories that made her sud­
denly weep, or the human concern 
that prodded her mto action at 
the slightest hint of a problem.

There had been better days, all 
ihose years she worked at Star- 
buck’s department store, delight­
ed at the very presence of a cus­
tomer and proud to self-support­
ing. The Big Fire had put an end 
to that. With remodeling cam e new 
and younger clerks, and a sever­
ance check.

After that here were only in­
frequent jobs . . . caring for el­
derly people or staying at Jean’s 
Louse a few weeks at a time.

Although the conditions under 
which Dorothy lived were adverse 
at best, she never complained. 
Her mother and brothers had long 
since died, and her brothers’ chil­
dren, of whom she was so proud, 
hadn’t so much as sent her a card  
in years. Her friends were her 
only joy. One gave Dorothy an 
old TV, another gave her a used 
refrigerator just last year, and 
all of them fussed at her about 
neglecting her health. Pride and 
pride alone kept her away from 
the medical care she needed.

Dorothy died last week, alone, 
as she had lived Her nieces and

nephews were not to be found. 
Her friends, those few who had 
seen through her brusque, eccen­
tric exterion to the lady she was, 
saw to it that she departed this 
word in dignity, surrounded by 
the love and respect she so richly 
deserved.

In her last letter to me, in pen­
cil as always, she wrote: “ I think 
of you often even if I don’t 
write,” I, too, Dot. I, too.
