Bird Lore

by Layfette Stankewitz

You need not travel beyond
your own backyard to become a
bird watcher. For the beginner,
many interesting hours can be
spent waching cardinals as they
search for food, or feed their
young in a nearby shrub or hedge.

The various songs of the mock-
ingbird are quick to draw atten-
tion to a new observer. My bird
watching began with a purple
martin house which attracted one
pair of young birds the first year.

A pair of binoculars and a field
guide are musts if ycu wish to
identify birds. The 7x35 binoculars
are good for all around observa-
tion and can be had for as little
as $15. I believe the best field
guide for our area is “A Field
Guide to the Birds of Texas” and
adjacent states, by Roger Tory
Peterson. This book can be found
at most bookstores at a cost of
about $6.

We are situated on the Central
Flyway for migratory birds. This
extends through the central por-
tion of the USA from Canada to
Mexico. Many non-resident birds
stop in our area as they fly south
in fall and as they return north
in spring.

A little known fact is that al-
most all mugratory birds are pro-
tected by state and federal laws.
This means that the youngster
who shoots migratory birds with
a B.B. or Pellet gun within the
city limits not only violates a city
ordinence but also breaks state
and federal regulations. These
laws include pretection of birds
of prey, eagles. hawks and owls.

The rcason for the complete
protection i1s simple: Birds are
vauakle as a natural means of
insect and rodent control.
