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Adjustments board to hear disputed firm appeal
Final action, as far as the city is 

concerned, on a proposed new car 
wash business for Iowa Park is 
expected tomorrow night when the 
board of adjustments meets.

To begin at 7 p.m. in council 
chambers, the newly appointed board 
is to hear two appeals, one from the 
contractor for a variance from the 
city building code, and the other from 
neighbors not wanting the business 
to locate across the street trom them.

Businessman Cecil Longley is 
expected to appear before the board, 
requesting that he be permitted to 
resume construction of the car wash 
where it is staked out and 
construction already begun.

He will ask for a variance from a 
regulation which requires his building

to be set back a minimum of 50 feet 
from West Highway.

James Morris and Mrs. Kenneth 
Garrett have requested that the 
business not be allowed to locate at 
the corner of West Highway and 
Third Street, but if it is allowed, to 
require the contractor to adhere 
strictly to the building code, including 
construction of a fence on the north 
side.

Construction was begun the 
second week of June, but was held, up 
when violation of the building 
requirements for that zone were 
noted.

At the last meeting of the city 
council, Mayor Johnny Crawford 
named a new board of adjustments, 
noting his opinion that for the city 
council to continue sitting as the

board of adjustments would be, and 
had been, illegal.

He named, and the council 
confirmed the appointments, Charlie 
Lee, John Brown, Donald Hill, Rip 
Smith and David Padgett. Hill was 
elected president during an organiza 
tional meeting of the new board.

The board met last week for a work 
session concerning the car wash. 
During the meeting, background on 
the dispute was given members in 
preparation for tomorrow’s meeting.

However, naming of the new board 
was not unanimous. Two aldermen 
voted against changing the board and 
another abstained. Two voted for the 
change, and the mayor’s tie breaking 
vote was brought into action.

Aldermen voting against the

change said they did not oppose the 
change nor the appointees, but rather 
wanted to continue on the car wash 
issue intil it was completed, and then 
make the change.

Whatever action the board of 
adjustments takes tomorrow is the 
final say, as far as the city is 
concerned. The city council has no 
privilege of review or change, it has

been pointed out.
Any action on the subject, 

regardless of how the ruling is made, 
beyond tomorrow night will have to 
be in the courts.

Iowa Park Volunteer Fire 

Department members, and officers of 
the police force, heaved a sigh of
reUei when July 4 ended without a 
single firew orks fire being reported.

Chief of the firemen. Danny 
Skinner, said his crew answered only 
one fire Saturday, and it was 
unrelated to fireworks.

Though police officers were called 
several times to neighborhoods 
where firecrackers were being set off, 
no tickets were issued. Some 
fireworks were reportedly confis 
cated, however.

One reason given for no fires was 
the fact the firemen set up an area at 
Gilmore Welding where the public 
was permitted to set off fireworks, 
under the watchful eye of volunteer 
firemen.

Another reason offered was that 
apparently great numbers of people 
went to Lake Iowa Park to set off 
their fireworks on the shore of the 
lake, and none of the missiles came 
down in grass.

Because of heavy rainfall during 
June, pastures are greener than this 
time last year, and if fireworks did 
fall on the grass, it was too green to 
burn.

Whatever the reason, firemen 
relished their duty of watching 
fireworks being set off, instead of 
speeding in all directions to fight 
grassfires, as they did last year.

SURVEY SHOWS

M arijuana not hard to find in m ost Texas towns
Most Texas communities have 

marijuana available for $30 $45 an 
ounce, and one out of every three 
adult Texans knows where to get it.

These are among the findings of a 
recent study on marijuana and alcohol 
use done by the Texas Criminal 
Justice Center at Sam Houston State 
University.

“Not only is marijuana readily 
available in Texas communities, but 
citizens probably know where to get 
it and regard such knowledge as 
commonplace,” said Dr. Frank 
Williams, who conducted the study.

Results came from questionnaires 
mailed to 2,000 Texans aged 17 and 
older. Participants were selected at 
random from a list of licensed Texas 
drivers. A total of 1,306 returned 
completed questionnaires.

In the age group surveyed, 
Williams found, only 3.5% said they 
use marijuana at least once a week. 
Once a day users accounted for less 
than 2% of the survey.

Of those answering the survey, one 
quarter (25.6%) said they had used 
marijuana. Of that number, 70.7% 
said they no longer use it.

Williams concluded that first 
exposure to marijuana use is largely a 
youthful experience. The most 
common ages of first use were the 
late teens, 16 to 19, which accounted 
for 40% of those responding. Only 
18% said they were 24 or older when 
they first tried marijuana.

The reason given most often 
(70.7%) for trying marijuana was “to 
satisfy my curiosity about what it was 
like.” “To experience something new

and exciting” was selected 42% of the 
time, and 21.1% said "friends and 
acquaintances pressured me into it.”

Those who said they had used 
marijuana but had quit were asked 
why they quit. Over half said “I lost 
interest in it" (54.5%) or “It’s illegal” 
(52.1%). Iiess than 1% said they quit 
because they started using other 
drugs.

Of all those surveyed, including 
ones who had never used marijuana, 
“fear of damage to the mind" was the 
reason most often given (57.3%) for 
not using the drug, followed by “it’s 
illegal” (55.4%) and "fear of damage 
to the body" (54.1%).

“Most of the reasons were about 
equally divided between morality on 
one hand and perceived physical

effects on the other,” said Williams.
Despite the fact that over half felt 

that its illegality was a reason for not 
using marijuana, 60.1% felt that 
being arrested for so doing was “very 
unlikely” (30%) or “somewhat 
unlikely” (30.1%). Only 39.8% felt 
arrest was “very likely” (18.8%) or 
"somewhat likely” (21%).

Only one in four (25.2%) felt that 
courts handle properly those 
arrested. A total of 46.6% said courts 
were "somewhat easy” (36.1%) or 
“very easy” (10.5%) while 28% felt 
courts were “very severe” (9.9%) or 
“somewhat severe" (18.1%).

Respondents were asked their 
opinion of penalties for possession of 
marijuana. An ounce of marijuana 
will make from 10-25 cigarettes, and 
two ounces or less is considered

legally to be an amount likely kept for 
personal use as opposed to sale.

About one in three felt the penalty 
for possession of two ounces or less, 
$1,000 fine and/or 180 days in jail, 
was about right, and 44.4% felt the 
penalty was not harsh enough.

The penalty for possessing more 
than four ounces of marijuana is a fine 
of $5,000 and/or 10 years in prison. A 
total of 39% said that penalty was 
about right, while 37.1% said it was 
not harsh enough.

"When coupled with the low 
estimates of the percentage of 
marijuana users that the police catch, 
a picture emerges which suggests 
that marijuana use is not generally 
too likely to result in contact with the 
legal system” said Williams.

"Perhaps as a result of this general 
picture, there is a tendency for 
Texans to feel that sentences should 
be a little more severe than they are 
at present.”

Only 17.7% said that use of 
marijuana should not be against the 
law.

Two-thirds of all surveyed (66%) 
and three-fourths of users (75.6%) 
felt that use of marijuana does not 
lead to use of stronger drugs.

The survey also determines that 
three out of five Texans use no 
tobacco products, while 31.4% 
reported they smoke cigarettes.

Almost three in ten Texans 
surveyed (28.3%) do not use any 
drugs, including aspirin. The most 
frequently used drug was aspirin 
(48.9%) followed by vitamins (44%).

SOPAIPILLA DULCE 
[Mexican fried cookie |

4 cups flour
1 t salt
2 t baking powder 
4 T lard
4 eggs
1 cup sugar 
Water or milk
2 t cinnamon

Sift flour with salt and baking 
powder; cut in lard. Beat eggs and 
add with Vz cup sugar to flour 
mixture. Add enough milk or water to 
make a medium dough, neither stiff 
nor soft. Let dough stand for 30

minutes. Roll out V» inch thick; cut 
into 1 Vz inch squares and fry in deep 
fat until brown. Drain. To remaining 
*/z cup sugar, add cinnamon and mix 
well. While the sopaipillas are still 
hot, roll in sugar and cinnamon 
mixture. Yield: 2 dozen.

BARBECUED BRISKET
5-7 lb. brisket 
2 cups catsup 
2 t chili powder 
2 3 T liquid smoke 
Vz cup Worcestershire sauce 
Vz cup lemon juice 
2 t celery seed 
2 cups water 
2 t salt

Preheat oven to 450 degrees. 
Brown brisket in oven 30 minutes. 
Combine ingredients and bring to a 
boil and pour over meat. Lower oven 
to 300 degrees and bake 2-3 hours or 
until tender. Baste frequently. Serves 
Vz lb. per person.

Note: It is much easier to omit 
browning brisket and combine meat 
and other ingredients in a cooking 
bag. Thq meat browns naturally and 
basting is done.

GREEN GELATIN SALAD
In l ‘/z cups boiling water dissolve: 
3 oz. pkg. lime jello 
3 oz. pkg. lemon jello 
Cool slightly and add:
1 cup cottage cheese

Both Holliday city council and 
Holliday school board will hold their 
regular meetings at 7:30 p.m.

26 varieties in demonstrations 
conducted over the past three years 
in Wichita County.

Rail was in second position with 
35.4 bushels per acre. This is a Scout 
selection made in Oklahoma. This 
variety fell badly this year. Texred 
stood up better than any with a zero 
percent lodging while Sturdy came in 
a close second with only five percent 
fallen.

TAM 106 held third position with 
31.7 bushels per acre. This was 
somewhat of a surprise as this variety 
was developed more for irrigation. 
Other varieties and their yield in 
bushels per acre included TAM 101 - 
26.7, Maverick - 26.6, Newton - 26.4, 
TAM 105 - 26.0, and Vona - 24.9.

Tascosa - 23.2, Improved Triumph - 
21.3, Texred - 19.2, Sage - 17.6, 
Larned -14.2, and Concho -10.7. All of 
the last three varieties were tall and 
they fell badly 90 to 95 percent 
lodging.

My thanks goes to Clarence Mahler 
for harvesting this demonstration 
with his New Holland combine. This 
is a rotary machine which thrashes 
better under full load. This 
characteristic makes plot harvesting 
more difficult. I did not get to ride 
with Mahler, so I cannot testify as to 
his smooth operation. However, he 
sure does cut a straight swath when 
cutting off the ends of the 
demonstration.

Results from a single demonstra­
tion should not be a basis for others to 
change a practice. The more 
demonstrations considered, the more 
creditable the results. For example, 
averaging both Barbour’s and Hicks’ 
demonstration is more creditable 
than considering either one individ­
ually. For this reason, I have 
averaged both their demonstrations.

An average of the two demonstra­
tions still places Sturdy in the 
number one spot with 35.0 bushels 
per acre. Average of the other 
varieties and their yield in bushels 
include Rail 30.7, TAM 106 - 29.22, 
Vona - 28.0, Maverick - 27.9, TAM 105 
- 25.5, and Improved Triumph - 25.2.

Other varieties and yields are TAM 
101 - 24.1, Texred - 22.9, Newton - 
22.5, Sage - 20.8, Tascosa - 20.6, 
Larned - 15.1, and Concho - 14.1.

Livestock producers are reminded 
to keep a watch for screwworms and 
to report all worm cases by mailing a 
10-worm sample to the Screwworm 
Laboratory at Mission. I have a 
supply of free mailing tubes at my 
office.

Stockmen can carry one of these 
mailing tubes in their pickup in the 
event of finding a worm case. 
Otherwise, worms can be preserved

by holding them in water or rubbing 
alcohol until a mailing tube can be 
obtained.

Jack Henderson recently had a 
worm case in the hind quarter of an 
ewe. He reported the case by mailing

the ten-worm sample to Mission. The 
identification revealed it was a 
maggot rather than a screwworm.

Tax notices to he common
Kenneth E. Graeber, executive 

director of the State Property Tax 
Board (SPTB), today said a number of 
local taxing units throughout Texas 
will be publishing advertisements 
titled “Notice of Tax Increase" within 
the next two months.

Graeber said the notices, which 
include the percentage of proposed 
tax increase, are required under the 
state’s “Truth-in-Taxation” statute. 
The notices, he added, are intended to 
insure that taxpayers have notice 
that a jurisdiction's tax revenue is 
likely to increase, and that the 
taxpayer has a right to appear at a 
public hearing to speak either for or 
against the increase.

The notice is required whenever a 
jurisdiction proposes to adopt a tax 
rate which is three per cent or more 
above a maximum tax rate calculated 
by the jurisdiction’s assessor. This 
maximum tax rate is a rate which 
would provide sufficient revenue for 
the current year’s debt service and 
provide operating revenues equal to

those of the prior year.
“It is important that taxpayers be 

aware that the percentage of increase 
shown in the notice relates to the 
jurisdiction as a whole. A specific 
individual’s taxes may increase at a 
greater rate, may remain the same or 
may decrease,” Graeber said.

“The tax bill on an individual piece 
of property will depend upon the 
value of the property less any 
exemptions, multiplied by the 
jurisdiction’s tax rate,” he added.

In jurisdictions throughout the 
state, compliance with truth-in-taxa- 
tion follows this sequence:

-After the Board of Equalization

certifies the jurisdiction’s total 
assessed valuation, the tax assessor 
will calculate the maximum tax rate 
and publicize it by publication in a 
newspaper of general circulation in 
the iurisdiction:

-If the governing body determines 
that a rate which exceeds the three 
percent limit must be adopted, the 
members must give notice of a public 
hearing on the intent to adopt a 
higher rate. The jurisdiction must 
publish a notice no smaller than 
one-quarter page of a standard-size or 
tabloid newspaper, and must set the 
date of the public hearing at least 
seven days from the date the notice is 
published.

The base rate for 
service from the hospital is $55.00 plus $1.50 per loaded mile.

However, if you become a member, you will join at a rate of $50.00 for a single membership

If you have Medicare or other insurance that would pay the ambulance charge, as a member 
we will file one claim so that you could be reimbursed for your membership fee.

For transfers to other hospitals, as a member you would be charged one half the regular cost 
of the transfer.

In order for this membership to be made available, we must have a minimum of 15,000 
members. All memberships that are received will be put in escrow and at the end of the deadline, if 
our goal has not been reached, your money will be refunded.

F armers hire cotton scout
By Dan Decker 
County Agent

Cotton producers tin the WichiU 
V&lley and Iowa Park area have 
decided to employ a cotton scout to 
monitor insect activity. Other cotton 
growers in the WichiU Valley of Iowa 
Park area who would like to have 
their cotton scouted for insects, can 
contact Rex Wells, chairman of the 
county field crops committee, at Iowa 
Park or the county Extension office.

The purpose of the scouting 
program is to gather more 
information for making better 
judgement toward cotton insect 
control. Actually, it is aimed at 
making fewer spray applications.

The cotton scout will check each 
field at four locations weekly. During 
critical bollworm flights inspections 
will be made more often. The cost of 
the scouting will be $2.50 per acre.

The scout will be employed on a 
contract basis. If there is any money 
left over at the end of the insect 
season, it will be returned to the 
cotton producer on a prorata pro rata 
share.

The insect scout will be trained by 
Emory Boring, Extension Area 
Entomologist. A report data sheet 
will be left with the producer each 
week showing the amount of insect

activity. When damaging levels of 
insects occur, either Emory Boring or 
I will get with the producer and 
discuss the advisability of control 
measures.

Time is short and there is a rush on 
producers signing up for this 
program. Cotton growers will need to 
sign up and deposit their check with 
the Wichita County Field crops 
Committee by July 3. A few growers 
have already committed enough acres 
to definitely go ahead with the 
scouting program. Other producers 
who would like to participate are 
invited to do so before the deadline 
date.

The cotton variety demonstrations 
planned by the county field crops 
committee have been planted and are 
up to good stands. The purpose of 
these demonstrations is to keep 
cotton growers informed on the best 
performing varieties for this area. 
The trials have been established on 
two different type soils.

One demonstration is with Freddy 
Daume in the Wichita Valley on a

Winters loam, which is a fairly tight 
soil. The other demonstration is 
located with Harrison and Terry 
McAlister on an Enterprise very fine 
sandy loam, which is a sandy soil. The 
Daume site was fertilized with 30-30-0 
while McAlister used 32-40-6 plus 
sulphur and zinc.

The same 24 varieties were planted 
in both demonstrations. These 
included: Norther Star 05, Norther 
Star X-15-4, CASCOT B 77, Westbum 
M, Paymaster 145, Paymaster 404, 
Pioneer PR 75, Paymaster 792, Abel’s 
SP 38 H, GP 3755, GSA TAMCOT SP 
37. Lockett 77, CASCOT BR 1, GP 
3774, GSA TAMCOT SP 215, Dunn 
120, TAMCOT CAMD-E, CASCOT B 
2, WEstern 44, Coker 3131, Pioneer 
PR 68, Pioneer LX 571, Coker 5110 
and Coker 4360.

A skip row demonstration was also 
included in Daume’s planting. The 
skip row pattern being tried is 2 in 
and 1 out. Previous skip row 
demonstrations with Loys and James 
Barbour indicated every row planting 
gives a better yield. However, the 
skip row planting is still being looked 
at by the county crops committee.

In th e  U nited  S tates 
alone, 65 L ions eye banks 
rep o rted  a to ta l o f  10 ,176  
transp lan ts . In th is  o p e ra ­
tio n , clouded  corneas are 
replaced w ith  clear ones 
taken  from  eyes d o n a ted  
by concerned  individuals.
