City, county agree on roads
Iowa Park’s city council Monday 

night passed a resolution for joint 
participation in maintenance of two 
roads with the county which will be 
used to reach the new landfill, and 
accepted the lowest of three bids for 
renovation of part of the city hall.

A state agency had required a joint 
agreement between the city and 
county for maintenance on parts of 
Johnson and Smith roads, because 
trash trucks will be using them when 
delivering to the proposed new 
landfill.

Mayor Charlie Lee and Adminis­
trator James Barrington attended 
Monday's meeting of commissioners' 
court, where that group approved its 
portion of the agreement. Following 
their report on the change in 
wording, aldermen passed their 
resolution, sealing the agreement.

At the morning meeting. County 
Judge Tom Bacus told the 
commissioners ‘Tve given them 
(Iowa Park) verbal assurance we can 
work it out. We don’t expect them to

build us a new road."
Commissioner Gordon Griffith said 

then, and repeated again that evening 
to the council, that the county just "... 
expects the roads to be kept in the 
general condition as they are now and 
not let them deteriorate as (north) 
Johnson and Harmony roads did."

Griffith suggested also that less 
maintenance would be needed if city 
trucks would use Magnolia to 
Johnson and then go to the landfill, 
explaining Smith Road wouldn’t 
stand up under the heavy weight and 
traffic.

Commissioners approved inserting 
of the phrase “in present condition" 
concerning county roads to be used, 
in their resolution, and that was 
ratified in the city resolution.

Griffith also said, later, that the 
county would "probably” sealcoat 
Smith Road and repave the railroad 
crossing on Johnson sometime in 
August.

BII) ACCEPTED
The council accepted the lowest of

three bids submitted for renovation 
of a part of city hall.

In fact, they were so pleased with 
the bid that the base bid and all three 
alternatives were approved, totaling 
$64,557.76 by Gilbreth Calhouhn of 
Wichita Falls.

The firm’s bid on the basic 
remodeling of the old fire station into 
office space was $44,288.70. Alter­
nates included a conference room 
($7,958.25), restroom facilities 
($8,609.09), and administrator’s 
office, $3,701.72).

In recommending to the council 
that the bids be approved, Lee said “I 
think we’re past due the time of 
getting employees out of working 
hallways."

Following a 10-minute executive 
session, the council approved 
wavering the city’s vacation policy for 
employees and gave Barrington a 
five day vacation with pay.

The mayor explained "We feel, and 
a lot of other people in the city as 
well, that James is doing a

tremendous job for the city."
Under the existing policy, 

Barrington would have been eligible 
for only one day vacation the first 
year.

Other business on the meeting 
agenda included:

* Cable Television manager 
Raymond Greenwood explaining his 
firm’s pending sale to Telecommuni­
cations Inc. of Denver, known as the 
world’s largest cable TV firm 
eventhough most of its holdings are in 
smaller cities; and introduced Bill 
Medlin of Mineral Wells, district 
manager;

* Approved an ordinance abandon­
ing 15 feet of street of Seneca, north 
of Bank and on the east side (the 
action taken at the request of Eldon 
Dowell, to clear up property line 
where structures several years past 
were built into dedicated right of 
way);

* Accepted a bid of $20 per acre 
from Charlie Helms for pasture lease 
at the sewer plant, his being the 
greatest of two bids received;

* Discussed but took no action on 
the “Overbey House” on West 
Highway, and possible locations for a 
fire department substation in the 
south part of the city.

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TIME ON THEIR HANDS

One of the best examples of 
enjoyable retirement years is that of 
Riley and Flossie Thompson. Riley is 
retired from Civil Service and Flossie 
is retired from teaching.

They share numerous hobbies. 
They have a greenhouse and a lovely 
garden. Riley has a collection of 
barbed wire, arrow heads and a 
unusual collection of clocks from the 
United States and other different 
countries.

The most unique of all these 
hobbies is Riley’s clocks. He says he 
has had approximately 70 clocks in 
all, through the years.

Flossie’s eyes light up when Riley 
shows the lovely clock he designed 
especially for her. This clock is a piece 
of wood slab polished beautifully and 
carved carefully by Riley in the shape 
of the state of Oklahoma. That’s 
Flossie’s home state.

There is an Indian head 
representing each tribe of Oklahoma 
on the face of the clock. Beautiful

pearls are inset representing the 
town where Flossie was born and one 
for each town in Oklahoma where her 
closest relatives still reside. This 
clock is of unique design and 
creativity. It hangs proudly in the den 
of their home.

One of the oldest clocks Riley has in 
his possession dates back to the year 
1819. Of sentimental value, it 
belonged to a relative now deceased.

Thompson says through all his 
dealings with clocks he has never sold 
one. He gives them away to close 
friends or relatives on occasion.

He gives an account of a 
granddaughter who badly wanted a 
grandfather clock. She was expecting 
her first baby, and she said 
“Grandfather, if I have a male child 
will you give me a grandfather 
clock?” Well, Riley said that wasn’t a 
bad bargain, so he said yes, and she 
did and he reciprocated.

He says with a broad smile “I love 
to give them to my children.” He has 
a large grandfather clock standing in 
his den that will one day go to his

oldest son. The youngest son has the 
clock that was a favorite of his now 
deceased mother’s.

So the clocks weave their way in 
and out of Riley’s life, but they live 
somewhere with his memory behind 
them.

He has one clock that was given to 
him by his brother. This is a silver 
money tree clock; 1964 silver coins 
represent each number on the clock. 
That was the last year silver coins 
were minted.

Thompson says he is strictly an 
amateur. He got started quite by 
accident. He had an old family 
heirloom and everytime someone 
would come in they would want to 
buy it. It put him to thinking there 
must be some value in it.

He set about to get it repaired and 
it cost him over 100 dollars. When 
expressing his dismay at it costing so 
much to a friend, the friend suggested 
that in the future he should do the 
work himself.

So this began a lifetime hobby for 
Riley.

Riley says to work on a clock you 
just have to get inside and stay with 
it until you learn what makes it tick. 
He says “I have some clocks I like and 
some I don't like, it depends on how 
easy they go together." He quickly 
adds “clocks have personalities.”

At one time the Thompsons had 13 
clocks running in the den alone, and 
Riley says “If one of them stopped, I 
knew immediately which one it was.” 
At this time he has about 32 in his 
possession, with 20 of them running 
in the house.

It seems that each clock tells a 
story all it's own. It either speaks of a 
segment from Riley’s life, maybe a bit 
of history from a foreign land or just a 
remarkable piece of workmanship. 
Some clocks may begin with a kit and 
many begin with a single, idea and 
grow into a work of art.

It is an interesting world that Riley 
Thompson has created for himself and 
all those who are fortunate enough to 
be his friends, because the sharing 
seems to be part of the beauty of his 
art.

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Shotgun blast injures two men
One of two young Iowa Park men 

wounded by a shotgun blast over the 
weekend remains hospitalized.

Robert Blair, 21, was in Bethania 
Hospital where he is being treated for 
pellets in his face, neck and chest, 
with the most serious wounds 
reportedly being in an ear and one 
lodged behind an eye.

Richard Young, 25, was treated and 
released from Nocona Hospital and 
reported to work at Sheppard AFB. 
He was also wounded in the face 
and head.

A third victim of the blast from a 
.410 shotgun is Susan Johnson, 30, of 
Nocona who remains in Bethania 
Hospital.

Richard Russo, 28, of Nocona was 
arrested Saturday evening and 
charged with aggravated assault.

According to one report of the 
incident, Blair and Young had met 
Johnson at the Nocona Country Club. 
Johnson had two weeks previously

filed for divorce from Russo.
The trio had driven to Russo’s

A glance at the recipes today 

submitted by Pam (Mrs. Rick) 
Carlton, three of which call, for eggs, 
is a reminder that eggs are one of the 
most important ingredients in the 
cuisine of many lands today. The 
Encyclopedia Brittanica sums up the 
place of the egg thus: “Considering all 
factors, eggs rank next after milk in 
importance and efficiency among 
foods of animal origin."

"The egg," wrote a French gourmet 
of this century,” is to the cuisine what 
the article is to speech.” Another 
French gourmet of the last century 
called it the “Proteus of the kitchen." 
To compliment the egg, Brancus 
described it as “the most perfect form 
of creation."

There are many kinds of eggs but 
the hen’s egg is man’s choice. The 
peacock eggs were eaten by ancient 
Romans; ostrich eggs have been 
eaten since Phoenician times; plovers’ 
eggs were eaten by American 
Indians. The Japanese and English 
appreciate quail eggs, and duck eggs 
are frequently eaten in Holland, 
England and Belgium.

The popularity of the egg is 
justified in that it comes very close to 
being a complete food. Nobody knows 
how many hens’ eggs are eaten 
throughout the world but they were 
slow to enter into the human larder. 
Neither chickens or eggs are 
mentioned in the Old Testament.

Wheat growers are examining the 
best way to manage the tremendous 
straw residue which accompanied the 
bumper wheat crop. A little extra 
nitrogen fertilizer in late summer is 
needed. One of the other practices 
being considered is plowing with 
twisted spikes.

I checked with Rex Wells of Iowa 
Park who has used twisted spikes for 
several years. He indicates this tool 
will cover about 30 to 40 percent of 
the straw with a single pass of the 
plow. It is a good way to get rid of the 
straw provided weeds and grass are

not a problem.
The twisted chissel points plow 

deeper than duck feet, which tends to 
open the soil to a greater depth. Wells 
likes to use this tillage tool on cotton 
ground in an effort to bring some of 
the deep soil to the surface.

This plow will load a tractor in a 
hurry says Wells. It pulls a little 
harder than duck feet. There are left 
hand and right hand twisted spikes. 
The left hand twist is placed on the 
left side of the plow and right hand 
twist go on the opposite side. This 
arrangement eliminates any side 
draft from the moldboard action of 
the twisted points.

Klinkerman is listed as one of two 
quarterbacks on his squad.

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Trustees close campus, 
hire new band director

Holliday School Board Monday 
night hired a new band director and 
accepted guidelines to close the 
school campus beginning next year.

Trustees held a short closed session 
to deal with personnel before 
reopening the meeting to approve 
the hiring of Mark Cartwright, a 
former assistant director at Iowa 
Park, at $4,300 above state base on a 
one year contract.

After running into numerous 
problems with the previous open 
campus policy at Holliday's schools 
and recent allegations of a drug 
problem on campus, trustees 
established guidelines closing the 
campus during school days between 8 
a m. and 4 p.m. At that time, only 
authorized personnel and vehicles 
will be allowed on campus.

The policy covers all school 
property in Holliday.

Authorized personnel only will be 
allowed on campus during school 
hours, unless special permission is 
received from school administration. 
This includes students enrolled in 
school, employees of the school, and 
persons delivering products to the 
school cafeteria, elementary building 
and high school building, and those 
purchasing products from the school 
district.

Parents picking their child up after 
school can use the parking along the 
school's property adjacent to College 
Avenue. Parents wishing to speak to 
school administrators or personnel 
must receive permission before 
entering the campus.

Only authorized vehicles will be 
allowed, according to the guidelines, 
which include vehicles owned by the 
above-mentioned authorized person­
nel.

Finnell encourages 
program participation

Students driving cars to school are 
to park them when arriving, and they 
are not to be moved until the student 
is dismissed in the afternoon or have 
permission from their principal to 
leave campus. The student driver 
must have a valid driver's license, and 
cannot go to the car at anytime 
during school hours unless permission 
is obtained. Trustees also added a 
note stating that cars parked on 
school property during school hours 
can be searched at anytime when the 
administration feels it contains 
anything that permits the school not 
to have a safe and sound environment 
for education.

AFTER SCHOOL HOURS 
During the hours of 4 p.m. until 10 

p.m., students and adults may have 
access to the tennis courts. Parking is 
allowed by the tennis courts as long 
as care of school property is 
observed. No vehicles will be allowed 
past the tennis court area. Adults 
wishing to use the track area for 
walking may do so. All activity is to 
be completed and tennis lights are to 
be turned off at 11 p.m. Tennis courts

are not to be used on Sunday 
mornings or after 6 p.m. or on 
Wednesday nights after 6.

Vehicles used by those attending 
functions are allowed as long as the 
school campus rules are observed.

In other business, trustees 
accepted a policy limiting extra-cur­
ricular activities during spring, 
selected First State Bank of Archer 
City as bank depository for the next 
two years, and was granted a 
homeowners exemption of 30 percent 
for the 1983-84 school year.

Citing a need to concentrate more 
on basic education and the problems 
in doing such with an unlimited 
number of spring activities, trustees 
okayed a policy which states that, 
beginning the second semester, the 
student will be limited to two events 
from the extra-curricular activities 
including homemaking, vocational 
agriculture, and athletic events.

According to policy, a student may 
not miss an average of over one class 
per week for extra-curricular 
activities until after the district or 
area competition.

NOW. THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 

COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLLIDAY, TEXAS, THAT: 
SECTION 1. It shall hereafter be unlawful to park any 

obstruction or motor vehicle except emergency vehicles, as 
defined in Art. 6701d, VATS, along the west side of Main 
Street from the south property line of Lot No. 3, Block No. 
63, Original Town of the City of Holliday, Archer County, 
Texas, north for a total distance of 150 feet to the 
intersection of Main Street and Myrtle Street when signs 
giving notice that no parking is permitted have been erected 
there.

SECTION 2. Every person who shall be convicted of a 
violation of this ordinance shall be punished by a fine not 
more than two hundred dollars ($200.00).

SECTION 3. It is hereby deemed to be necessary to 
protect the health and public welfare that this ordinance 
take effect immediately upon its passage and the reading of 
this ordinance on three separate occasions before its passage 
is hereby expressly waived and it is hereby declared that 
this ordinance be passed finally on the date of its 
introduction.
