TORNADO THREATENS
Hail storm damage is heavy

lowa Park was spared from a tor-
nado funnel that tried to fully develop
southwest of the city Tuesday after-
noon, but hail ranging in size from
pea to golf ball that fell from the
same cloud caused damage that is ex-
pected to reach into the millions.

The county was already under a
Weather Bureau tornado watch when

a funnel was sighted in the Diversion
Lake area,

lowa Park Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment spotters were immediately dis-
patched and shortly later, about 4:45,
on the recommendation of Chief
Danny Skinner, the take-cover alarm
was sounded.

Skinner's recommendation was
made when a funnel began develop-

ing in the cloud as it hovered near the
Kadane Corner area.

The funnel never fully develop-
ed all the way to the ground.

After the funnel drew back into
the cloud, the cell began moving to
the northeast, passing directly over
Iowa Park.

1.12, according to Virgil Woodfin,
fell, washing leaves and other debris
that had been knocked from trees
down ditches and gutters. ‘

Phil Welch, local State Farm
Insurance agent, said the hail fell at
his home from 5:20 to 5:50 without
stopping.

His company's claims adjusters
surveyed the outskirts of the city yes-
terday morning, and found damage to
roofs all around the community, in-
dicating the entire city was struck by
the storm,

"It appears the bigger (hail)
stones fell over the middle of the
town and continued northeast as far
as City View and Sheppard AFB,"
Welch said.

Because the damage is so exten-
sive, Welch said a team of adjusters
from Dallas would move to the area
today to begin their work.

The preliminary estimate of his
company's people is that some 2,000
vehicles also experienced damage.

"If they were outside, they prob-
ably got some damage," he said.

Welch, contacted shortly after
lunch Wednesday, said his office had
received between 100 and 200 phone
calls already.

Police Chief Alan Sheffield said
he saw a lot of hail stones outside
his office that would measure two
inches, indicating the size of the
stones.

But the hail actually began fall-
ing west of lowa Park. A state main-
tenance crew was dispatched to move
a covering of hail estimated at three
inches deep off Highway 25 between
Electra and Kadane Corner.

No flooding was reported in
JTowa Park, nor were any injuries
from the storm.

Members of the local and area
volunteer fire departments expressed
relief from the welcomed rainfall,
however.

During the previous week, area
firemen had been battling grassfires
almost constantly.

The fires, primarily caused by
control burning of pastures and care-
less trash burning, had little difficul-
ty developing because of extremely
low humidity and tenderbox-dry grass
and weeds.

Iowa Park firemen, in a six-day
period, answered calls to fight 28
fires. And that didn't include calls for
their emergency medical team.

Welch said haii damage Tuesday
was more extensive than any storm
that has hit here in over 10 years.

While the storm was pelting the
area, traffic was snarled at all the
overpasses on US 287, where ve-
hicles had taken cover from the hail.

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What is an appetizer? According
to Webster's dictionary it is "A food
or drink served before a meal to
stimulate appetite." One of the most
popular cookbooks of the 20th
century lists Green Cheese Ball and
two cheese dips as appetizers. Carla
(Mrs. Calvin) Leonard shares her
Cheese Ball recipe with us today,
and, even though it isn't green, it
sounds like it will stimulate appetite.

Appetizers are comparatively
new in American cuisine, yet they
have been served in Europe for
centuries. The custom seems to have
started in ancient Greece and Rome.
In the days of their fabulaous feasts,
the Romans munched chicory endive
or celery to excite hunger. Later,
nations of Europe picked up the
custom and elaborated on it. Some of
those passed down are Russian
caviar, Italian anti-pasto and French
hors d' oeuvres.

In the rugged days of early
America, hunger was the natural and
bést appetizer. But as the years
passed, we have not only adopted
European appetizers but added many
of our own innovations.

BANABERRY SURPRISE

Bake one Duncan Hines yellow
cake mix according to directions.
Cool thoroughly in pan.

Dissolve 2 boxes of strawberry
gelatin in 2 cups hot water, add 1 cup
strawberry soda.

With a potato peeler or similar
utensil, punch holes all over the cake
and pour juice through.

Because the referendum on how
judges in Texas should be selected ap-
pears only on the Democratic Party
primary ballot Tuesday, I'll not have
an opportunity to make my opinion
on the issue.

You can pick at it, fool
with it, mess with it, and it will sim-
ply grow, become worse, and fester
and spread.

Or you can gut up, lance the
boil in one swift, quick incision, re-
move the core and it's over and done
with.,

A news story is the same way.
Try to hide or cover something up
and it will simply spread, fester, and
become worse in the long run.

Run all the facts, tell it like it
is, and it's over and done with and the
public moves on to something else.

A perfect example is the incident
about Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby. Several
years ago, he left a late night recep-
tion with one too many drinks under
his belt and accompanied by one of
the girls employed in his office.

He was picked up by Austin po-
lice, charged with DWI, and carried to
the station where he made bail. Rath-
er than coming up with lame excuses
and a coverup, he immediately called
a press conference, announced to all
assembled that "he'd had one drink
too many, made a dumb, stupid mis-
take, apologized to all Texans and to
Austin people in particular."

The newspapers and TV stations
carried the whole thing the next day -
and it was immediately forgotten.

And you thought Tip O'Neil was
sneaky.

Did you know that the "deficit-
reduction" package passed by the
House in that arm-twister by Speaker
Jim Wright last week contained a pay
raise for congressmen?

Wright was trying to beat out a
compromise bill between Congress
and the White House following the
stock market crash.

In order to get the vote on what
amounted to a $12.3-billion tax in-
crease, Wright created another legis-
lative day last Thursday so a required
24-hour delay could be avoided before
considering the revised measure.

The deficit reduction package
was supposed to be a 50-50 deal, that
was what was reported out to the med-
ia, 50 percent tax increases and 50
percent spending reductions.

What passed was more like a 12-
to-1 deal, with $12-billion in tax
increases and $1-billion in spending
cuts. And hidden among all the word-
ing was a three percent pay hike for
all federal employees which included
members of Congress unless the rep-
resentatives  specifically excluded
themselves -- which they didn't.

The three percent pay raise tack-
ed on last week would raise the con-
gressional salary to around $92,200.
It would among to two raises in one
year -- at a time when Congress is
supposed to be looking for ways to
cut the federal budget by $23-billion
in order to meet the Gramm-Rudman-
Hollings mandated cutbacks by Nov.
20th.

Unless the Senate fails to concur
in the pay raise package, the House
will have managed to gain two pay
raises in '87 while publicly searching
diligently for ways to cut spending.

Such sneaky ways are probably
the reason that the household income

in Andrews county averages $29,000.
In comparison, the after-tax house-
hold in Washington, D.C. averages
$42,273 -- 42 percent higher than the
nation as a whole.

The Washington metropolitan
area also has the largest proportion of
residents with stockmarket invest-
ments. A Washingtonian is 30 per-
cent more likely to own a BMW or
Mercedes than the average American,
70 percent more likely to have a
Volvo.

The Washington Post delighted-
ly reports that 55 percent of Washing-
ton-area households are considered af-
fluent, compared with 16 percent
elsewhere.

Other Americans may not be as
delighted. One-fourth of the wealth
they produce passes through Wash-
ington. Apparely quite a bit of it
stays there.

Pat Kidwell, a two-year volun-
teer for the Hospice of Wichita Falls,
was the speaker Thursday evening for
the Evening Lioness Club. She was
introduced by Mrs. Sam Hunter.

She said that the Hospice of
Wichita Falls was incorporated as a
non-profit organization in Dec. 1983
and began service in April 1985.
Since that time it has served more
than 150 people. She listed the
services that it provides to terminally
ill people and their families to
include: skilled nursing in cooper-
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aton with the patient's physician,
counselling, pastoral care, compan-
‘Q"Shlp» shopping, help with finan-
cial questions, funeral arrangements
and support during bereavement.

Mrs. Kidwell said for one to be
agimnted to the program it could be a
dx.rect referral from the physician,
fnend;, family members, community
agencies, hospital personnel, or
requests from patients themselves.
She said that the care may be paid for
by Medicare or private insurance but
that Hospice leans heavily on
donations, fund-raisers, memorials,
fpundations. churches and organiza-
tions.

In closing, she stressed the need
of more volunteers, who have to
have 30 hours of training programs
to become skilled workers in the
patients' homes.

Denied shelter space
To The Editor:

Please print this, so others won't
find themselves in the same situation
that we did: During the recent tornado
warning and the sounding of the
sirens telling Iowa Park to take cover
for their safety, our family found that
all neighbors are not good neighbors.
We've lived in Iowa Park for almost
two years, and had never really asked
where we were supposed to go in the
event of a tornado. With the sirens
sounding we took out to seek safety
for our family. We had noticed a
cellar across the alley from our
home. But, when we went to ask for
shelter in the neighbors cellar, we
were turned away from an empty shel-
ter, with the neighbor telling us it
was saved for certain people. When 1
asked if she could take me and my 5
month old baby, she said, "No."

I possibly could understand this
if the cellar was already filling up or
reaching its capacity, but it was
empty. I have seen the time when we
have put people shoulder to shoulder
in an underground shelter and had
room for all the neighbors plus
others. I would never of thought of
standing over our shelter and deciding
whom would be safe and whom
wouldn't.

I'm thankful that the need for the
safety was not urgent. For now is the
time to seek out safety for our fam-
ilies. I would also urge those who
live next to or close to a neighbors
cellar, not to assume that you are
safe. Because ignorance from both
sides of the fence is dangerous. And
anyone needing safety in a storm is
welcome to pile into our shower, and
to help protect those privileged few,
we'll hand out mattresses. And to
those who have a cellar or under-
ground shelter, it's not a cup of sugar
tht people are coming to borrow. . . .
it's safety.
