City negotiating
The city council is negotiating 

to purchase an alternate site for the 
Senior Little League ballfield, after it 
became apparent the neighbors of the 
land being considered were opposed 
to proposal.

At their meeting Monday, aider- 
men were told a mail survey of the 
neighborhood had responded against 
the proposed location by a 7-1 mar­
gin, and also received a petition ask­
ing that an alternate site be found.

The site under consideration was 
the land, a block and a half, purchas­
ed by the city between Third and 
Fourth Streets as a potential site for 
a community center.

Discussions at the previous two 
council meetings, about problems of 
maintaining and scheduling of the 
Burnett Field, led to consideration of 
the new site for the youth program.

As some neighbors of the pro­

posed site pointed out, they were not 
against the Little League program or 
doing something for the youth, but 
just didn't want the noise that goes 
with a field during summer evenings.

Negotiations are underway to 
buy a tract of land in an area south of 
Sonic and Harvey's, and aldermen 
said they were encouraged with the 
prospects.

Three separate ordinances were 
approved by the council, but all re­
late to the building code.

One requires a contractor to dis­
play a copy of the building permit 
issued by city hall at the site. An­
other increases the minimum fee for 
a permit to $10, but will not go into 
effect until May 1.

The third change requires work 
being done on a house by a non-resi­
dent property owner be done by a 
licensed contractor.

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Price o f mail 
increases this 
weekend

The price of mailing a letter 
goes up this weekend.

As of Sunday, a 25-cent stamp 
must be used to mail a letter. Similar 
increases have been put on all other 
postage, from a card to second class 
newspapers.

New 25-cent stamps have not 
yet been printed, so a special stamp 
without the amount will be used 
until the printing is done. This is the 
same as was done temporarily when 
postage went to 22-cents.

Trustees to continue policy
of paying employee insurance
School trustees Thursday night 

approved a motion to pay the 
increase in employee health insurance 
premiums, and a proposal to pur­
chase materials for a new swine bam 
to be built at the school’s agriculture 
farm.

Contracts also were extended to 
the teaching staff for next year.

Employee health insurance rates 
through Blue Cross/Blue Shield have 
increased from $42.87 to $60.36 per 
month, trustees were told.

The school provides coverage for 
the 150 employees of the district, but 
employees pay for coverage of their 
family members.

Coverage of employees has re­
mained $79,738 for each of the past 
three years. But that will now rise to 
$112,209.

Supt. Glen Mitchell, after ex­
plaining the policy was the lowest 
cost for similar coverage of all com­
panies studied, suggested employees 
might pay $10 of the $17.49 month­
ly increase.

However, the cost-sharing sug­
gestion was rejected by board mem­
bers, who voted unanimously to pay 
the entire increase.

Cost of materials to construct a

Definition of a non-resident own­
er, it was explained, was a house not 
designated as the owner's residence.

Three resolutions also were ap­
proved by the council: two authorize 
the city administrator to submit ap­
plications for a special law enforce­
ment grant and the other for a crime

The third resolution authorizes 
the administrator to enter into a lease 
agreement with the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Dept, for a boat ramp at 
Lake Iowa Park. The ramp is to be 
built when the water level is lowered 
to permit construction.

As earlier planned, the city will 
advertise for bids to rebuild most of 
Third Street with a concrete surface.

After the project was estimated 
to cost $230,000, the council decided 
to break the project into three parts, 
in order to do as much as available

40-pen swine bam is estimated at

It is unusual to find someone 
who not only enjoys preparing meals 
and desserts, but also preparing that 
which goes into the recipes.

This week's Cook of the Week, 
Shirley (Mrs. Sterling) Browning, is 
one who just plain enjoys cooking.

Raised on a dairy farm, Mrs. 
Browning’s duties while growing up 
included mostly outside farm work, 
leaving no time to learn to cook. So, 
she didn't learn to cook until she was 
first married.

That "late bloomer" in the 
kitchen has since learned to can 
vegetables and fruits and rarely uses 
handy mixes for any of her baking, 
saying her famly prefers cakes and 
such made from scratch.

Shirley said her brother-in-law 
grows the vegetables she uses in her 
canning, and she cans them for 
herself and her husband as well as 
many members of their family.

"I rarely buy canned food at the 
grocery store," she said.

Christmas time also keeps Mrs. 
Browning busy with baking. "All 
my family requests homemade 
goodies for Christmas, so about 
Thanksgiving each year I start my 
baking, jelly and relish making. Last 
Christmas, I made seventeen German 
chocolate cakes as gifts. W t do not 
like the pre-mixed cakes, so all mine 
are made from scratch," she said.

All this baking prompted her 
husband to buy a deep freeze strictly 
for freezing cakes. And yes, she 
started bakiny cakes for Easter last 
Sunday.

The holidays are the busiest time 
for Shirley, as the entire family relies 
on her expertise in the kitchen for the 
holiday meals.

Mrs. Browning is a bookkeeper 
and dispatcher for her husband's 
business, Sterling Browning Tank 
Truck Service.
