Business, pleasure

Today, cats are Big Business.
Believe it or not, as Ripley would 

say, cat ownership in the United 
States is quickly catching up to the 
dog population, and, in some respects, 
has outdistanced the puppy popula­
tion in pet-related businesses.

There are over 43-million felines 
with owners in this country, 
contributing to a 55-percent increase 
in cat ownership in the past decade. 
According to some estimates, from 
1,000 to 1,500 kittens are born in the 
U.S. alone every hour, adding eight to 
nine-million cats to the population 
every year.

One thing is for certain, though. 
Pets outnumber humans in the U.S. 
today, according to the Pet Institute 
in Washington, D.C.

There exists a wide variety of 
breeds in the cat population, and new 
ones are popping up everyday. But, in 
t he case o f cat breeders such as Tom 
and Mildred Barnett, 520 W. 
Alameda, the point is not to breed all 
kinds of varieties with very little 
reason than getting lucky. The true 
cat breeder attempts to enhance the 
particular breed to the point of 
perfection, whether it be a Rex, 
Manx, Himalayan, or Persian.

For the Barnett’s, it has been 
Persian all-the-way ever since they 
started up in 1976. To be more exact, 
the Barnett’s are making their mark 
on the shaded silver Persian 
population, and they have some 
champions to prove their success.

A total of 29 Persians, mostly 
shaded silver Persians with a few 
black Persians, now reside at 
Della Purr Cattery, otherwise known 
as the Barnett home. Registered with 
the American Cat Fanciers’ Associa­
tion, the couple have been attending a 
handful o f cat shows in Texas and 
Oklahoma, and boasts a double­
champion male shaded silver Persian 
named Mi Big Boy, and their most 
recent champion, Mi Sweet Babe, 
sired by the double-winner.

Concentrating on shows in Dallas, 
Oklahoma City and Tulsa, Barnett

says, “We have brought home our 
share of firsts.”

“Not all of the 29 cats are breeders 
here," Barnett continued. “Some are 
just old cats, but we don’t just throw 
them away when they can’t compete 
in show any longer.” He added that he 
has given some cats away in the past, 
but only to an owner he has known 
and trusted for some time. Purebred 
felines can bring home a handsome 
price when young, but Barnett claims 
his champions have only helped to 
ease the financial strain of raising 
them. “ It is not a get-rich-quick 
business,” his wife pointed out.

Former residents of Biloxi, 
Mississippi, the Barnetts moved to 
North Texas in 1949, finally settling 
in their one-and-only home in Iowa 
Park in 1951.

Baugh, speaking at a meeting of 
enthusiastic parents Monday even­
ing, ask that they enlist others to 
write legislators, opposing the 
abolishment of the elected state 
board of education and oppose any 
move to abolish the University 
Interscholastic League.

He told the audience H. Ross Perot, 
chairman of the governor’s commit­

Perot has been quoted in 
state-wide media as having pledged 
half a million dollars of his own money 
to lobby for a change which would 
allow the governor to appoint state 
school board members, as well as all 
the rest of his committee's 
recommendations.

The citizens would have no 
recourse to actions taken by an 
appointed board, where they do now 
have that ability with an elected 
board, he said.

He also feared a change which 
would require all extracurricular 
activities be held before or after 
regular school class hours.

THE SILV ER FILLING

The silver alloy used in dentistry is actually a mixture which changes 
dimensions with a change in temperature. This causes a change in the area 
when the tooth meets the filling and must be kept clean for the filling to be 
successful. Large silver fillings are subject to failure (breaking around the 
edges and cracking) because of the nature of the mixture. The mixture 
contains mercury which can also cause a dark stain in the tooth and 
sometimes in the gum tissue. The dentist has little control over this. 
Silver alloy has served mankind well over time and is still widely used to 
repair decayed and broken teeth. If you look at your silver fillings and find 
that they are “black” , remember that silver tarnishes and needs polishing 
regularly.
There are other types of materials that may be used such as cast gold alloy 
for inlays, onlays and crowns. Sometimes, in the interest of appearance, 
porcelain is fused to the alloy to better match the shade of your teeth. Also 
there are the new materials called “composites", in shades to match your 
teeth. These materials can sometimes be used instead of the more 
expensive crowns, but that is another story. Ask your dentist.

WORM CONTROL FOR GARDENS

■VDVERTISEMENT-

There is no reason for allowing loopers and other worms to ravage the 
leaves on cabbage, cauliflower, broccoli, Brussels sprouts and other plants 
in the garden. Dipel dust, which is available in a one pound shaker can, is 
very effective in controlling worms.

There is an easier way to mesquite sprout control than carrying a 3 gallon 
sprayer around on ones back. The results are better too

Four cc’s of Velpar squirted at the base of a mesquite sprout gives good 
control. This chemical is metered in cc’s which calls for carrying only a small 
quamty of chemical by the applicator.

El wood Haynes of Punkin Center is treating about 20 acres of mesquite 
sprouts using Velpar. He carries only a gallon jug of chemical which is 
equipped with an automatic metering hand gun. Application is easy and
Ia S l.

The mode of action of Velpar is through the roots. Rainfall leaches the 
chemical into the soil where it is picked up by the mesquite roots. A good 
rain is needed before results can be seen.
