The Hawk coaching staff has 
been shulfling players all week in 
preparation for tomorrow night’s 
game at Haskell, which will be the 
final non conference contest of the 
schedule.

While the coaches are filling slots 
opened by injuries, they’re concerned 
about the Indians who appear to be 
improving as the season progresses 
and apparently have an explosive 
team similar to Stamford.

Flarly this week, there was little 
doubt that two way starter Jimmy 
Collazo will spend Friday night on the 
sideline. The offensive guard and 
defensive tackle suffered a severely 
sprained ankle in the second half of 
the Stamford game.

Sophomore Scott Weaver, who 
gave needed depth in the offensive 
backfield and scored his first varsity 
touchdown Friday after being 
brought up from the junior varsity, 
injured his left hand returning a punt.

He will be a question mark to see 
action.
