As the members toured the
¥reenhouse, Hamm gave helpful hints

on plants and their care. He said
perennials should always be started
in fall in order for them to bloom in
the spring.

A helpful suggestion to get seeds
that are hard to germinate such as
Columbine, Dephinum, Larkspur,

Corn  Flower, and others, to
germinate is to place the seeds in the
refrigerator for three weeks. The
reasons these seeds are hard to
germinate is that all of these plants
have a built-in temperature sensitiv-
ity in their seeds and will not
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germinate at warm temperatures.,

To get Christma Cacti, Poinsettia,
and Kalancho to bloom this winter,
they must have no light after the last
of September, Hamm said. Any light
on them at night will delay or prevent
blooming.

At the same time, the Hawk offense is
averaging 32.2 points per game.
This will be only the fifth meeting
in the last 16 seasons between Iowa
Park and Decatur, but the Hawks
have won the past four games.
[owa Park won 34-7 in 1969 and
3519 in 1970, and then shut out the
Fagles 12-0 in 1978 and had to fight
for their lives in 1979 for a 7-6 victory.
Decatur was runner-up for the

Defensively, the Mean Green has
allowed its six opponents an average
of only 52.5 yards rushing, including a
minus nine yards for Bowie last week.

In terms of total yardage, Iowa
Park's six opponents have averaged
only 147.5 yards per contest.

But offensively, the Hawks are
averaging 365 yards per outing.

Molars and premolars (the back teeth) have natural pits and fissures on the
chewing surface to help grind up the food.

The expected life of a sealant is usually about six months, but some
products are now claiming to be effective longer than this. While not very
expensive, it is another way that modern techniques and materials can help

you keep your teeth.
