It is a sin­
gular fact that, besides himself, at 
least three others of his elass in college 
Mined a world-wkle reputation, 
namely, W. M. Kvarts, Edward Pierre- 
poet, and the late Benjamin Stillman.

Mr. Waite took up tho study’ of law 
with his father and Was admitted to 
the bar. He removed to MatimoeCitv, 
Ohio, entering into a partnership with 
•Samuel M. Young. 'Iho firm soou re­
moved to Toledo, Ohio, as offering n 
i irger field for their labor. In 1819 
Mr. Waite was sent to the Ohio Legis­
lature. lu 1 8 7 1 -7 2  as already stated 
he served ou the Genova commission, 
and in 187 3  was miide pr- lident of the 
Ohio constitutional convontior. In 
i8 7 4  he was appointed by Grant as 
Chief justice of tho United Slates and 
in this position distinguished himself 
by the impartiality of his decision 
He refused to serve on tho electoral 
commission of 1 8 7 6 . In politics the 
Chief Justice was an ardent and con­
sistent Republican, but wap entirely 
free from narrow-minded partisanship. 
In November, 1886, ho hail the pr.vi- 
lege of retiring upon a full salary of 
$10,500 per annum.

I be Foolish Vagary That It Is to Re­
appear at (he Present Time.

Tho reappearance ot the star of Beth- 
lohem is still looked for by the credu­
lous, although there is no more reason 
to suspect the return of the legendary 
itar than there is to look for the reap­
pearance of Iho fiery sword which, ac­
cord ng to Josephus, hung over Jeru­
salem just prev oils to its destruction by 
Titus. There are thousands who have 
scanned tho heavens th s season with 
the expectation of beholding tho won­
drous star whi'-li 1900 years ago guided 
tho wise men to the plaoe "where the 
young child was.” Some charlatan 
with a smattering of astronomy first 
started the theory that the year 1887 
was tho time for tlie advent of this 
celestial phenomenon, and notwith­
standing repeated denials from leading 
astronomers have boen published over 
and over again by the press through­
out the civd zed world, there are still 
those who write to the newspapers, 
anxiously asking when the star is to be 
expected. Some time last autumn 
Venus shone rcsplendont as the morn­
ing star, and it" had lieen repeatedly 
announced that it was Venus.
