Visitors from 'downunder'
Honeymooning daughter retraces father’s path

A young Australian woman and 
her husband are partially retracing the 
steps of her father, as the couple ob­
serves their honeymoon.

They're spending time with Mr. 
and Mrs. Stanley Williamson, as did 
her father, Graham Benham, some 26 
years earlier.

David, 24, and Ann, 22, Bernard 
arrived at the 2-J Horse Ranch on 
FM 369 Tuesday afternoon, and a 
full schedule awaited them.

Mrs. Barnard's father and another 
Australian were here in the early 
1960s, having stopped on an unusual 
trip to foreign countries to learn how 
sheep raising and related agriculture 
practices were observed.

After a few days with the Will­
iamsons here, the two young men 
went to the Williamson ranch near 
Blanco, where they had planned to 
work for only a couple of weeks.

But that say extended to almost 
two months. The ranch foreman 
broke his leg, and they stayed on to 
help during his recovery.

After his return to his native

country, Benham set up his own 
ranching operation, and the William­
sons, as well as a son, Joe Howard, 
have visited there.

Following their April 22 wed­
ding, the young married couple depart­
ed for an extended tour of the United 
States.

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Trustees okay calendar, 
continue building study

Trustees of the Iowa Park school 
district Monday night approved the 
1989-90 school calendar, and took 
another step toward deciding how 
much construction is needed to  m eet
fu tu re  needs.

P a ssa g e  o f  the  c a le n d a r  d id  n o t

receive the usual sm ooth-sailing  vote 
as it usually does, but was approved 
by a split vote.

Three variations, including start­
ing and ending dates as well as holi­
days, of calendars had been offered to 
the faculty for preferences. The votes 
were similar, ranging from 31 to 44.

But the calendar receiving 35 fac­
ulty votes was the one finally adopt­
ed by the board, primarily because of 
two previously-scheduled activities at 
which some faculty members were 
obligated.

Trustee Sheri Kennedy’s motion 
was seconded by John Sibley to 
adopt the calendar that received the 
highest faculty vote. But they were

the only members voting aye.
After a discussion concerning the 

band camp and football two-a-days 
conflicting with teacher inservice if 
classes w ere to com m ence Aug. 28. 
the board voted to adopt the calendar
v'hich provided for schools to start 
Sept. 5.

K ennedy cast the only dissenting 
vote on the second motion.

The adopted calendar provides for 
school to end June 1, and fewer holi­
days during the year.

Holidays include Nov. 22-24 for 
Thanksgiving, Dec. 21-Jan. 1 for 
Christmas, and Mar. 12-16 for spring 
break, with bad-weather days April 
13 and 16.

Facing projected enrollment in­
creases from this year's 1,896 rising 
to 2,035 in five years, additional 
classrooms are being studied for all 
four campuses, as well as continued 
upgrading of the school's stock 
barns, a new bus maintenance facil-

Gasoline prices, thefts 
both increasing locally

Police have noted the similarity 
of offenses during the past week with 
problems that occurred in the 1970s.

When the price of gasoline goes 
up, so does the number of com­
plaints concerning gasoline thefts.

Stealing of gasoline was almost 
a daily occurance following the oil 
embargo imposed by OPEC nations, 
when the price of gasoline almost 
doubled.

Priceshaveincreasedapproximat- 
ely 20-cents since the oil tanker inci­
dent in Alaska.

Four complaints were included 
on the police blotter during the past 
week concerning gasoline theft, and 
one arrest was made.

Three of the complaints involved 
"theft of service,” when a customer 
gets gasoline at a self-service pump, 
and then drives off without paying.

But the case in which an arrest 
was made involved a complaint of 
stealing gasoline from another 
vehicle.

Donald Glen Gandy, 24, was 
taken into custody Thursday after­
noon after allegedly taking gasoline 
from a vehicle parked in the 1300 
block of Edgehill.

He was charged with theft under 
$20, and released after posting a cash 
bond.

The other reports are still under 
investigation.

T he board held its fourth study 
session M onday on proposals, and 
also heard  from  a financial consultant 
K en Sm ith regarding procedures and 
his potential services i f  and when the 
board decides to call fo r  a b o n d  issue 
to pay for the work.

of $2,559,000.

Added to that are $25,590 for a 
contingency fee and $179,130 archi­
tect fees.

Mitchell pointed out to the board 
that $417,740 had been cut from the 
third proposal studied. *

bond election might be called, based 
on discussions during the meeting, 
were September, December, or some­
time during next spring.

DENTURE CARE
Dentures profit most from a good scrubbing. Use a brush with soap 
and water or some toothpaste. Soaking with the drug store tablets 
should always be followed by brushing. If possible they should be 
brushed after each meal and certainly at bedtime.

An inexpensive solution to use to help get the tartar off is household 
vinegar. Soak the dentures overnight then brush and rinse 
throughly. Always fill the basin part way with water so that if you drop 
the denture the water will cushion the fall. Some of the newer metal 
alloys and all of the new vinyl permanent soft liners will react with 
chlorine bleach. Be sure you do not soak your denture in bleach if it 
is of this type. If you don't know...ask your dentist. However, if your 
denture does NOT contain these materials, certain stains such as 
tea, coffee and tobacco stains can be removed by soaking the 
dentures in a solution of 1 part bleach and 2 parts water for 1 
hour.. .then brush.

It is advisable to hold the lower denture by one side at a time while 
brushing...some people will tend to squeeze harder and harder as 
they brush until the denture snaps in the middle. Prepared in the 
interest of better dental health.

1 first heard Jaffe's name in con­
nection with Billy Sol Estes, who 
was convicted back in the 1960s of 
having arranged financing on

phantom anhydrous ammonia fer­
tilizer tanks.

Estes was host to such people as 
former Sen. Ralph Yarbrough at big 
parties at his home in Pecos. And 
Jaffe's name was also on that guest 
list, as I recall.

Then, Jaffe was involved some 
way with grain elevator and fertilizer 
kingpin at Brownfield, Grady Good- 
pasture.

As 1 recall, he had a connection 
with Goodpasture’s big elevator at 
Corpus Christi that exploded in the

mid 1970s, and it was the wet wheat 
salvaged from that elevator that 
wound up on the grounds of Bobby 
Johnson's elevator here in Iowa Parc.

You may remember that when, 
by the way, because it began souring 
and caused two big problems: flies 
and a stink that would gag a hog!

Like Estes, Johnson eventually 
wound up in prison.

It probably doesn't mean a thing, 
but it sure does seem funny that one 
man's name keeps popping up when 
a scandal involves political figures.
