Directors were led in a discus­
sion by President Kenneth Via on 
how the Chamber might develop a 
new source of revenue with which to 
pay its bills, but no decision was 
reached.

Besides dues, additional income 
is received from booth sales at the

annual Whoop-T-Do, ticket sales at 
the annual banquet, and projects such 
as sponsoring an aluminum can re­
cycling concession.

As part of the Chamber’s plan to 
improve relations with Sheppard 
AFB, a fish fry was held last month 
for some base personnel, and Via re­
ported on the outcome of that event.

H.M. Nipper told of a fund set 
aside to finance such projects, which 
was contributed to by State National 
Bank, Parkway, Settle Drug and Phil 
Welch Insurance.

No age limit for model airplane

It may come as a shock to some, 
but an activity they associate with 
being a juvenile is now a very active 
hobby for adults.

And for the very serious and de­
voted hobbiest, their investment can 
be well into the thousands of dollars.

Model airplanes have been a faci- 
nation for youngsters a long time, 
but radio control of model airplanes 
wasn't begun until the 1940s.

It has grown into an internation­
al hobby, with competition for both 
the young and adult

And it s a serious hobby for one 
Iowa Park resident Jerry Denton of 4 
Surrey.

A member of the American Mod­
el Association (AMA), and National 
Miniature Pylon Racing Association 
(NMPRA), as well as the Wichita 
Falls Radio Control Club, Denton 
has company with other Iowa Park- 
ans, Mike Negri, Jim Pappas and 
Jack Cummings.

Two rooms of the Denton home 
are devoted exclusively to his hobby, 
which he enjoys with his 11 -year-old 
son Mark, who is getting into radio- 
conrolled gliders.

The smaller of the two rooms is

equipped with miniature power tools, 
including a band saw, table saw, 
drills, grinder, belt and disc sander, 
and others.

In the larger room are numerous 
cabinets in which spare parts are fil­
ed, a work bench, and its walls, as 
well as the other room’s, are hanging 
areas for assembled planes and wings.

Denton began his hobby as an 
aeromodeler in the early 1970s, but 
had recently married his wife, Mar­
garet, and it became apparent the cost 
was too great for newlyweds, so he 
dropped out.

But he picked it back up in 1982 
and quickly advanced to Formula One 
competition, in which modelers fly 
their small crafts in excess of 200 
miles per hour over a 2.5-mile, three 
pylon course.

But, as much as he enjoyed that 
form of competition, he dropped out 
after a year. He explained, "You are 
looking at about $10,000 a year to 
be competitive."

Now he's involved in "Quickie 
500" events, which is flying radio 
conrolled (RC) planes over a two- 
mile, three pylon course. Because the 
RCs are smaller and don't fly as fast, 
the cost is not prohibitive, he said.

Quickie events take about a min­
ute, 20 seconds to make 10 laps, fly­
ing the RCs 30-40 feet above the 
ground ad 120-130 MPH.

In fact, he's working late into 
the evenings this week, preparing a 
new RC for competition this week­
end at Frisco.

He's competed in Houston, 
Georgetown, Seagoville, Gainesville, 
Wichita Falls, and even in Arkansas.

The District AMA meet will be 
Sept. 9-10 in Wichita Falls, and 
national sometime in October in 
California.

Quickie 500 RCs must meet 
specifications set by the AMA, such 
as a minimum weight of 3.5 pounds, 
square inch wing area, and use a muf­
fled stock .40 engine.

Dues to the AMA are $40 per 
year, for which the 140,000 members 
receive a monthly magazine and a $1-

None of those costs includes the 
radio control equipment which, de­
pending on its capabilities, can cost 
as much as several hundred dollars.

The controls can be AM, FM or 
PCM (post control module), and can 
even have all three.

Raised until he was 18 years old 
in Corpus Christi, Denton became 
involved with model airplanes while 
in high school, and did some line 
control flying.

He competed in track at Dallas 
Baptist College, running the 100, 
mile relay, and the long jump.

Mesquitoes causing 
run on repellents

At the home of Mr. and Mrs. 
Ronnie Cravens in Kamay, a swim 
party and cookout for members and 
families of the Kamay Volunteer Fire 
Dept, was in progress. Midway 
through the festivities, a gunshot 
could be heard in the distance.

In a moment of silence, a voice 
spoke, "sounds like someone just 
killed another mosquito."

With the recent onslaught of rain
in the past few  w eeks cam e a batch
of mosquitos, not just in rural areas, 
such as Kamay, where water has been 
standing in the fields and ditches, but 
also in Iowa Park.

Wherever the mosquitoes lurk, 
local carriers of mosquito repellent 
have reported a marked increase in 
their sales of the product, some 
selling out more than once in the last 
two weeks.

An employee at King's Food, 
Peggy Logan, reported the store's 
near-sellout of repellent, with some 
customers buying two or three cans 
at a time. She, like employees at 
B&R Thriftway, Parkway True Value 
and Settle Drug, said customers have 
commented on the size of the pests 
being "huge."

A clerk at Wal-Mart said that 
customers had commented that the 
mosquitos are "huge...as big as the 
tip of a finger." Although the 
mosquitos are of larger than normal 
size, many believe that the larger 
one's bite is not as severe or as 
irritating as that of the smaller breed.

Sue Goodknight of the city's 
Public Works Department confirmed 
that the city was doing their part in 
the battle. She said since the first of 
June, weather permitting, the city 
has sprayed for mosquitoes six hours 
a day, every day, covering every inch 
of the city limits.

A spokesman for the Wichita 
County Health Mosquito Control 
Unit said his department is trying to 
keep up with the demand for spraying 
in rural areas, and are planning to 
spray in the Kamay-Valley View area 
by the weekend or the first of next 
week.

He contributed the severity of 
the problem to the rain in the area 
leaving pools of water, where 
mosquitoes breed.

Comment on decision
Editor,

I would like to comment on the 
retirement of members of the Iowa 
Park Volunteer Fire Dept, and the 
comments and action of the City 
council as reported in the June 15th 
issue of the Leader.

First 1 would like to explain the 
original Retirement system introduc­
ed to us by the city council.

The 33 members of the depart­
ment could join or reject the system.

The plan required a participation 
in all activities of the Department 
with near 100%, be 55 years of age, 
minimum of 20 years activity and 
pay $5.00 per year.

At that time $5.00 was impor­
tant because the average salary then 
was $90.00 to $120.00 per month 
and not too many participated.

We all worked to help maintain 
the department and cost the city very 
little but I am told that the cost to 
the city is now around $48,000 per 
year.

The Department was organized 
in 1924 when the city hall was built

I joined the department in Oct. 
1927 and retired Dec. 7, 1971, a total 
of 44 years, 2 months and 17 days 
and for a time I received $12.00 to 
$18.00 of the $25.00 I was supposed 
to receive. 1 could have retired in 
1962.

Now, as to the action and com­
ments at last weeks council meeting:

First we are referred to as the
earlier retirees.

It was stated that we had a choice 
as to whether we would continue in 
the old system or join in whereby we 
would receive $75.00 per month for 
18 years or $76.00 for 19 years.

I don't know how we had a 
choice when I have not found any of 
the 7 living retirees who knew we 
had a new system in 10 years ago. I 
personally found out from Danny 
Skinner at last year's annual banquet.

Then alderman Burch said he did 
not believe the city should review a 
retirement program once in place, un­
less it was for cost of living. We 
have not received a Cola since the 
original but what is 300% under the 
new plan, even for fewer years.

He, Diane Robnett and Virgil 
Woodfin voted to not change the 
program in place.

We are not asking to raise the 
earlier retiree or lower the new plan 
in place. But we certainly do think 
they should be equalized, one way or 
another.

I personally have been the reci­
pient of many slurs in my public 
life, even as a fireman or city council 
but I have NEVER received any to 
equal this action and for my part will 
not forget the action of Burch, Rob­
nett and Woodfin.

Pressure picking up 
on workers comp bill

Rep. Charles Finnell says he 
hopes lawmakers will resist special- 
interest pressures in the special ses­
sion that began Tuesday, and produce 
legislation that makes reasonable 
changes in the state's beleaguered 
workers compensation system.

And based on the amount of 
news releases and suggested editorials 
received during the past 10 days at 
the office of the Iowa Park Leader, 
the Holliday resident and other mem­
bers of the state legislature must be 
feeling considerable heat

Gov. Bill Clements called the 
special session for the expressed pur­
pose of finishing work on legislation 
concerning workers compensation, 
because, as members of the house 
and senate said, "time just ran out."

The 71st regular session expired 
at midnight on May 29.

"It's unfortunate that time ran 
out because that means new workers 
comp bills will be filed in the House 
and Senate," Finnell said. "The hear­
ings and negotiations will have to 
start all over again."

Finnell said reform legislation 
must give Texas small employers a 
break from soaring insurance rates 
and provide decent payments to Texas 
workers, who receive below-average 
benefits.

He said workplace safety also 
must improve in Texas, which has 
the nation's highest industrial acci­
dent and death rates.

"We have to protect workers and 
relieve small business of these baclc- 
breaking premiums," he said.

Small businesses, however, are 
not the only ones complaining about 
high workers comp premiums. Large 
employers have said over the past 
few months they might be forced to 
move to other states, because of the 
high cost of such insurance.

Finnell said special interest 
groups must be flexible on workers 
comp because the legislation that ul­
timately passes probably will not sat­
isfy any one group completey.

Among those sending materials 
for stories and editorials to the Leader 
are a Houston trial lawyer, the North 
Texas Oil and Gas Association, the 
Texas Chamber of Commerce, and 
the Texas Political Report.

Dale Fenton, trial lawyer, says 
workers deserve the right to trial by 
jury in their claims, and briefly touch­
ed on the need of safety in the 
workplace.

Tom Haywood of the North Tex­
as Oil and Gas Assn, provided the 
Leader with a copy of the June 15 op­
ed page from the Wichita Falls 
Times Record News, in which he and 
others offered opinions on workers 
comp legislation needs.

Larry Milner, unsuccessful can­
didate for U.S. Representative from 
Amarillo who is now president and 
chief executive officer of the Texas 
Chamber of Commerce, says "Texas 
has a 'broken workers’ compensation 
system, and it must be fixed'."

His chairman of the board, 
Glenn Biggs, said "The essence of a 
reformed system should be the pro­
tection of injured workers at an afford­
able cost to employers..."

The Texas Political Report had 
no story or editorial suggestions, but 
alleged to be reporting the voting of 
all legislators on each house's bill.

Sen. Steve Carriker, according to 
the report, voted straight across the 
board for the senate bill, while Fin­
nell voted across the board for the 
house bill.

However, one portion of the sen­
ate bill was to retain trial de novo, 
while the house bill was to kill trial 
de novo (providing for a new jury 
trial, starting over from scratch), 
indicating the two representatives of 
this area did not agree on that par­
ticular topic.

"There's no way to please every­
one on an issue of this magnitude," 
Finnell said. "AH we can do is weigh 
all the interests involved and produce 
reasonable reforms that are in the pub­
lic interest."

and the Lutheran church is the main 
recipient of the church tax. We asked 
people in these countries how they 
like this arrangement and they like it 
fine. The church tax is entirely volun­
tary and does not amount to much, 
only about one half of one percent of 
your salary. If you do not wish to 
have this amount deducted you file a 
statement declaring that you are an 
athiest and do not believe in God and 
do not wish to support any church. 
The vast majority of people in these 
countries don't want to file such a 
statement and declare themselves 
church members and financial suppor­
ters.

Yet we were told in each Scandi­
navian country that while more than 
95 percent of the people belong to 
church, less than three percent attend 
church services. The churches are gen­
erally old and beautiful and well main­
tained, but obviously empty. There 
is no sense of personal religion and 
no church fellowship as we in this 
country know it. Of course, the Unit­
ed States was founded by those who 
wanted religious freedom and relief 
from the state Church of England. 
We have many denominations in this 
country and freedom of religion is a 
right cherished perhaps more than 
any other.

But it is obvious why our chur­
ches are better attended and better sup­
ported. If you don't put something 
into it, you don’t get much out of it, 
and that applies to church perhaps 
more than anything else. Those 
church members who band together 
in a common effort to keep their 
church going, who give to its pro­
grams, who take part in its activities, 
are the ones who benefit from church 
membership. Those who are merely a 
name on the church roll and who use 
the church only for rare occasions 
such as marriage or funerals don’t get 
much out of it

This figure of less than three per­
cent of church members actually at­
tend church sounds absurdly low. But 
we might be surprised to take a poll 
in Perryton and see just how many of 
those listed on a church roll attend 
church each Sunday. We might find 
that our figures are not too far remov­
ed from those in Scandinavia or other 
European countries. We suspect that 
church membership and church atten­
dance is not something held in high 
esteem. People do not oppose the 
church, they merely ignore it. That is 
the challenge of the church whose 
members take seriously the Biblical 
command to take the Word to all 
nations.

It can be argued that those who 
go to church regularly and give to it 
regularly are no better than those 
who stay completely out of i t  Who 
is to say which individual has higher 
moral character, the church goer or 
the non-goer? Some individuals main­
tain that they can commune with 
God better on the bank of a pond fish­
ing than in church, and maybe they 
can. But there are millions to whom 
church membership and regular 
church attendance and worship means 
something in their lives. And when 
you get right down to it -  would 
America be better off or worse off if 
the churches were to become as dead 
as those in Europe?

We can see the 
negative impact that the Air Force's 
move will have on Abilene, but we 
can also see the negative impact that 
the budget deficit has on this entire 
country.

President-elect George Bush will 
become President Bush Friday and 
after reciting the oath of office, he 
will inherit the largest budget deficit 
in this nation's history. He will have 
to face tough decisions in making 
budget cuts and tax changes. How­
ever, it is not the President's sole re­
sponsibility to make these changes. 
The responsibility lies with the mem­
bers of Congress and every citizen of 
this country.

HEART...
BLOOD PRESSURE - The force exerted by blood as it 
flows through the blood vessels
SYSTOLIC PRESSURE - The higher of the two 
numbers in a blood pressure reading. Refers to the 
pressure while the heart is pumping blood, or 
contracting.
DIASTOLIC PRESSURE - The lower of the two 
numbers in a blood pressure reading. Measured when the 
heart is relaxing.
HEART MURMUR - Noise coming from the heart, 
usually caused when heart value doesn't close properly or 
doesn't open completely. A murmur can be normal. 
ANGINA PECTORIS - Pain in the chest caused when 
the heart is not receiving enough oxygen, due to blockage 
or narrowing of blood vessels.
CORONARY BYPASS SURGERY - Stitching large 
blood vessel taken from the patient's leg, onto heart 
muscle, thus bypassing narrowed vessel supplying the 
heart.
M YOCARDIAL INFARCTION Heart attack 
caused when the heart’s blood vessels become narrowed 
and blocked and cut off blood supply to part of the heart 
muscle, destroying it.
ARTERIOSCLEROSIS - Hardening of the arteries, 
marked by a thickening and loss of elasticity.
BETA BLOCKERS - Drugs used to reduce or alleviate 
abnormal heart rhythms or angina and to control high 
blood pressure.
CARDIAC ARREST - C ondition in w hich the heart 
stops beating completley or contracts irregularly and 
doesn't pump blood.
FIBRILLATION - Ineffective, rapid heart 
contractions.
