has been shifted to the runningback 
position. Normally filled by another 
senior, Jason Fike, Bums subs when 
the starter is sidelined with an ankle 
injury.

The Class AA Skyrockets are 
having their toughest season this year 
they've experienced in the past three, 
win-wise.

Going into tomorrow's contest, 
Wellington has won only one of its 
four games thus far. Prior to their loss 
to Iowa Park last year, the Skyrockets 
had not lost a regular season game in 
two and a half years.

But Coach Keith Wood's club is 
smaller this year than usual, both in 
numbers and size. Of the 22 players on 
his roster, seven arc seniors and 10 
juniors. Only three weigh 200 or more, 
and the largest, 230, is a sophomore 
who sees very little action, according 
to scouting reports.

Wellington opened the season with 
three consecutive Oklahoma oppo­
nents. They lost 27-20 to Hobert, de­
feated Mangum 44-6, and then lost 8- 
6 to Hollis. Last week they fell victim,

playing in Wichita Falls' Memorial 
Stadium, 33-18 to Bishop Dunne of 
Dallas.

Besides making their loyal sup­
porters and former students who have 
returned for hbmecoming activities 
happy, the Hawks have another reason 
to want another win under their bclL

It would be the first time a Hawk 
club has won back-to-back victories 
since 1991, when they beat Bridgeport, 
Bowie and Breckenridge all in a row.

Friday's contest also is important 
to Head Hawk Robert Clensay and his 
coaching staff. It's the final non-con­
ference gameof the season, and coaches 
all acknowledge those games are 
preparation for their districlcompction.

Thanks to last week's 38-7 win 
over Memphis, the Hawks have pulled 
almost even in their scoring with those 
of their opponents', 58-71, and now 
have the same record as Wellington, 
1-3.

Despite those three losses, the 
Hawks have now almost matched their
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City plans new water tower
The city council took the first step 

toward a major improvement in water 
pressure for residents north of U.S. 
287, during Monday night’s regular 
meeting.

Developing financing for the 
construction of a new water tower was 
begun, with hopes the new facility will 
be completed by next summer.

Residents,especially in the Shiloh 
addition, have been experiencing con­
tinuing reduction in water pressure. 
And with additional construction in 
the neighboring area, improved water 
pressure is considered imperative by 
the council.

Estimated cost of a 300,000-gal­
lon tower, a pump station and trans­
mission line was set at $800,000, al­
dermen were told.

The financing of that project, as 
well as enlarging of the sewer line 
from the wastewater treatment plant 
north to Smith Road at a projected cost 
of $145,000, was discussed with 
Kenneth Smith, senior vice president 
of Southwest Securities.

Smith, who has worked on bond 
financing previously with both the city 
and local school, told the council the 
"market" currently is more favorable 
for low interest rates than it has been in 
several decades.

Financing of the general obliga­
tion bonds is not expected to effect 
water and sewer rates, which would 
pay for the improvements.

Kerry Maroney, who does the 
engineering work for the city, has ex­
plained that the existing water lower 
on Johnson Road does not have ad­
equate elevation to provide desirable

water pressure for the Shiloh area, 
which is almost level with the tower.

Financing by local banks had been 
explored, but those institutions could 
only offer such loans at a "floating" 
interest rate, according to Gene Jor­
dan, president of State National Bank, 
who attended Monday's meeting.

Several other water and sewer 
improvement projects are also being 
considered by the council, but as yet no 
decisions on those have been reached.

A resolution authorizing Mayor 
Wayne House to execute a deed of trust 
for the sale of the 53-acre landfill site to 
Bell Processing was approved, with 
the provision that the city is released 
from any future liability by the state, in 
writing.

Bell is to assume possession of the 
property Friday, which is the same day 
the firm takes over trash collection 
duties in the city.

Residents will notice no change in 
garbage collection from the city's op­
eration, until some time in the future, 
when all homes will be provided with 
roll-out containers and the current large 
containers arc discontinued. Price said.

Also unchanged will be the rate 
residents and businesses are charged 
for garbage collection, which will be 
$8.75 and $12, respectively.

Also approved Monday was an 
ordinance establishing the city's land­
fill fees, stickers and permits.

Annual dumping stickers will be 
sold for $5 to residents and $150 to 
commercial users. For all others, the 
fees for disposing of refuse will be $25 
per load for a pickup or trailer, $50 for 
a compination of pickup and trailer per

load, $60 for a single-axle bobtail truck 
load and $100 for all other larger 
equipment per load.

A "convenience center" will be 
established by the city at the landfill, 
which will be a large metal container 
into which trash, other than large ap­
pliances and similar items, will be 
dumped. Price explained.

However, until the convenience 
center is put in place, Price said trash 
will continue to be dumped in the ex­
isting landfill pit.

In other business, the council ac­
cepted a bid to enlarge a sewer line in 
the south part of the city, wrote off bad 
utility debts, amended the city code for 
installation of two traffic signs, and 
approved two long-term leases of 
property.

Polcct, Inc. submitted the lowest 
of five bids for installation of an en­
larged sewer line in the south part of 
town. The firm’s bid was $102,087.50, 
most of which will be paid by a grant.

A 4-1 vote by the council ap­
proved a record-keeping practice of 
writing off $1,943.50 in bad utility 
debts that accumulated during the past 
year. Alderman Bob Hamilton voted 
against the proposal.

The amending ordinance allowed 
the legal installation, and enforcement, 
of stop signs on West Park, at Colo­
rado and Pacific intersections.

One of the long-term leases was 
for land on the north side of the Rec­
reational Activities Center, where the 
Friendly Door proposes to construct a 
new senior citizens center. The lease 
now enables the organization to seek 
grants for construction of the facility.

The other lease concerned the 
south side of Smith Road, in the 300 
and 400 blocks, where structures were 
constructed that encroached into the 
road's right of way.

Jeff Nolen explained he wanted to 
pure base that property, but a clear deed 
could not be obtained because of the 
buildings' locations.

All council members voted ap­
proval of the lease except Johnny 
Crawford, who abstained because he 
is related to Nolen.

Cryovac president 
supports NAFTA

The North American Free Trade 
Act got a major boost in Iowa Park 
Tuesday.

B ill Sturgis, president of Cryovac, 
spoke during an informal luncheon at 
the Recreational Activities Center 
before a small group of local leaders 
and Cryovac administrators from 
various parts of North America.

He said Mexico has become a 
major purchaser of products manu­
factured from this and one other plant 
in the organization, and passage of the 
NAFTA agreement was of vital im­
portance to his firm, as well as retain­
ing jobs here.

Sturgis explained that if NAFTA 
is not approved, and he admitted it was 
on "shaky ground" at this time, he 
feared Mexico would resume a high 
tariff plan which would in effect close 
its borders to trade.

Should that happen, the Cryovac 
CEO said the company would have no 
other choice than to build a plant in 
Mexico.

Approximately 30 employees arc 
required to manufacture all the prod­
ucts that are purchased from the Iowa 
Park plant. That sale lost, those jobs 
likely would be closed here and hired 
in Mexico, if the high tariff plan were 
resumed.

The other plant that would be af­
fected is at Simpsonvillc, S.C.

Otherwise, Sturgis said "business 
is good. I don't see any cutting back," 
referring to how so many other major 
corporations across the nation are 
downsizing their employment num­
bers.

One of the other company offi­
cials attending the meeting was Sam 
Laird, former manager of the Iowa 
Park facility who now lives in South 
Carolina.

Fall is the ideal time for planting 
shade trees in the landscape.

Cooler temperatures and reduced 
heat and moisture stress allow trees to 
establish strong root systems which 
will result in a better tree next spring.

University testing has proven the 
benefits of fall planting time and lime 
again. Fall-planted trees are stronger 
and have a higher rate of survival than 
summer-planted trees.

Your home and property arc big 
investments which will increase in 
value and energy conservation with 
quality landscaping. Trees are one of 
the most important factors in the over­
all landscape.

Properly placed trees (i.e. on the 
southwest side of the home) provide 
much needed shade during our blis­
tering summer heat. In fact, shade trees 
will reduce the time the inside tem­
perature is 75 degrees and above by 60 
percent.

Evergreen windbreaks can lower 
winter heating billsby 15 to 20 percent.

Trees also provide a valuable liv­
ing environment for people and wild­
life. Y ou would be very surprised at the 
appraisal value of an established shade 
tree in good shape.

For example, a 12-inch diameter 
red oak in an urban landscape setting in 
strong health could be appraised at 
$2,347.75 according to formulas used 
by the International Society of 
Arboriculture.

Trees arc an asset to landscape.
Nursery professionals are aware 

of the value and benefits of fall plant­
ing which has resulted in excellent tree 
selections at area nurseries and garden 
centers.

Most trees you will find will be in 
containers. Containerized trees are easy 
to transport and install.

Selecting the right tree for plant­
ing in the Tcxoma region has been 
made easy through the development of 
a recommended tree list.

search staff have all helped develop 
this list of trees which are proven 
performers in Wichita County and the 
surrounding areas.

Trees are categorized by size: 
small, medium and large. The size of 
your home and property will often 
determine which tree size is best for 
your landscape. You must consider 
mature plant height and width when 
selecting a tree.

The following are recommended 
trees for fall planting:
Small Trrcs (Up 12.2QJMI
Oklahoma Redbud, Eastern Redbud, 
crape myrtle, desert willow, decidu­
ous holly, forest pansy redbud (plant 
in afternoon shade), Japanese maple 
(plant in afternoon shade) and yaupon 
holly.
Medium Tress (2Q:5.Q fcoi
Chinese pistache, Bradford or Aristo­
crat ornamental pear, goldenrain tree, 
Afghan pine and Japanese black pine. 
Large trees (50 feet or above)
Bald cypress, bur oak, pecan, shumard 
red oak, cedar elm, live oak, southern 
magnolia, river birch and water oak.

Complete recommended plant 
lists including shrubs, vines and ground 
covers are available at the County 
Extension Service, 1626 Midwestern 
Parkway in Wichita Falls.

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Bad news about approaching flu season
The U.S. Public Health Service 

has bad news—followed by more bad 
news-about the fast approaching flu
season:

First, the influenza expected to be 
prevalent this fall and winter is the 
nastier variety.

Second, it has mutated-changed- 
-so that, unless you caught it at the end 
of the last flu season, you and a lot of 
other people probably have no immu­
nity to it.

That could mean many more 
cases and three to five times the usual 
10,000 to 29,000 flu deaths.

But there is some good news in all 
this, according to Philip R. Lee, M.D., 
head of the PHS, the flu vaccine has 
been tailored to protect against the 
new flu.

"The new vaccine has been 
manufactured and most of it has been 
distributed. And-for one very sus­
ceptible group-people 65 and older, 
Medicare for the first lime will pay for 
flu shots." He said Medicare also pays 
for the "lifetime" pneumonia shot that 
can also prevent many hospitalizations 
and deaths.

"Were urging the elderly-and 
anyone else at special risk for compli- 
cations-to get the vaccine between 
Oct. 15 and Nov. 15," said Lone 
Simonsen, M.D. , of the Center for 
Disease Control and Prevention, a PHS 
agency.

"Flu can be especially virulent in 
any year for these folks, she said. "The

elderly are particularly prone to com­
plications from the flu and when they 
occur, many are hospitalized and die."

She said close family members 
and caregivers for all high risk people 
should make an effort to get them to a 
doctor or health clinic before Nov. 15. 
They should also get the vaccine 
themselves.

Even though the last flu season 
began mildly, the harsher Beijing 
strain appeared in February and mu­
tated in the spring. This meant that 
even vaccinated people were unpro­
tected because the virus had become 
genetically different from theoncthat 
had been incorported into the vaccine.

The season lasted well into May- 
-aboul two months longer than aver­
age-with nursing homes along the East 
Coast particularly hard hit.

Dr. Simonsen, a member of the 
CDC team that investigated an out­
break at a Georgia nursing home last 
April, said about 50 of the 100 resi­
dents contracted the flu.

"We saw many examples of what 
can happen when the elderly aren't 
protected against influenza. Several 
of these patients were hospitalized with 
complications and at least two died.

” We hope seniors will get their flu 
shots before the influenza arrives and 
that nursing homes won't have such 
severe cases this fall and winter.

Only about 30 percent of those 65 
and older get the shots annually, but 
that could change once word gels out 
that Medicare is paying for them. The 
PHS goal for the year 2000 is 60 per­
cent"

Specifically, she said those who 
should be sure to be immunized be­
sides the elderly include anyone with 
heart, kidney or lung disorders, in­
cluding children with asthma, and 
persons requiring medical follow-up 
during the past year for chronic meta­
bolic diseases, kidney dysfunction, 
blood disorders or impaired immun 
systems.

Those with immune system 
problems include transplant or che-

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Bad news about approaching flu season
The U.S. Public Health Service 

has bad news-followed by more bad 
news-about the fast approaching flu
season:

First, the influenza expected to be 
prevalent this fall and winter is the 
nastier variety.

Second, it has mulated-changed- 
-so that, unless you caught it at the end 
of the last flu season, you and a lot of 
other people probably have no immu­
nity to iL

That could mean many more 
cases and three to five times the usual 
10,000 to 29,000 flu deaths.

But there is some good news in all 
this, according to Philip R. Lee, M.D., 
head of the PHS, the flu vaccine has 
been tailored to protect against the 
new flu.

"The new vaccine has been 
manufactured and most of it has been 
distributed. And-for one very sus­
ceptible group-people 65 and older, 
Medicare for the first lime will pay for 
flu shots." He said Medicare also pays 
for the "lifetime" pneumonia shot that 
can also prevent many hospitalizations 
and deaths.

"We're urging the eldcrly-and 
anyone else at special risk for compli- 
cations-to get the vaccine between 
Oct. 15 and Nov. 15," said Lone 
Simonscn, M.D. , of the Center for 
Disease Control and Prevention, a PHS 
agency.

"Flu can be especially virulent in 
any year for these folks, she said. "The

elderly are particularly prone to com­
plications from the flu and when they 
occur, many are hospitalized and die."

She said close family members 
and caregivers for all high risk people 
should make an effort to get them to a 
doctor or health clinic before Nov. 15. 
They should also get the vaccine 
themselves.

Even though the last flu season 
began mildly, the harsher Beijing 
strain appeared in February and mu­
tated in the spring. This meant that 
even vaccinated people were unpro­
tected because the virus had become 
genetically different from the one that 
had been incorportcd into the vaccine.

The season lasted well into May- 
-about two months longer than aver­
age-with nursing homes along the East 
Coast particularly hard hit.

Dr. Simonscn, a member of the 
CDC team that investigated an out­
break at a Georgia nursing home last 
April, said about 50 of the 100 resi­
dents contracted the flu.

"We saw many examples of what 
can happen when the elderly aren't 
protected against influenza. Several 
of these patients were hospitalized with 
complications and at least two died.

"We hope seniors will get their flu 
shots before the influenza arrives and 
that nursing homes won't have such 
severe cases this fall and winter.

Only about 30 percent of those 65 
and older get the shots annually, but 
that could change once word gels out 
that Medicare is paying for them. The 
PHS goal for the year 2000 is 60 per­
cent."

Specifically, she said those who 
should be sure to be immunized be­
sides the elderly include anyone with 
heart, kidney or lung disorders, in­
cluding children with asthma, and 
persons requiring medical follow-up 
during the past year for chronic meta­
bolic diseases, kidney dysfunction, 
blood disorders or impaired immun 
systems.

Shaping children's value-where can we start?
Kids and violence, gangs, drugs 

in schools, confusions that school 
children have about sex, children giv­
ing birth to children-thesc all add up 
to a terrifying social reality. We are
faced with a generation spinning wildly 

o u t  o f  c o n w d .
The majority of youngsters are 

now affected. According to a survey 
by the Joseph & Edna Josephson In­
stitute of Ethics, 61 percent of all high 
school students say they have cheated 
on an exam once of more during the 
last year. As well, 33 percent admit to 
having stolen from relatives at least 
once in the last year.

Whether it is kids owning guns to 
threaten and, on occasion, kill their 
classmates, whether it is high school 
students joining in "Spur Posse" games 
that keep track of how many different 
sexual conquests the players can rack 
up, or whether it is simply lying and 
cheating, these are all the symptoms 
of one fundamental discasc-the 
moral decay in society.

Or perhaps moral decay is the 
wrong way to describe it. More fac­
tually, at least where our children are 
concerned, the biggest problem since 
the 1970s has been the utter lack of 
instruction in morals and values in our 
schools.

The idea back then was that chil­
dren should grow on their own and 
should be encouraged simply to de­
cide for themselves what they should 
believe.

"(This was) based on a material­
istic idea that the development of the 
child parallels the evolutionary his­

tory of the race; that in some magical 
way, unexplained, the 'nerves’ of the 
child will 'ripen' as he or she grows 
older and the result will be a moral, 
well-behaving adult," author and hu­
manitarian L. Ron Hubbard pointed
o u t  i n  t h e  w i d e l y  d / M r i b u i c d  h o o k l c t ,

"The Way To Happiness."
"Although the theory isdisproven 

with case- - simpl y by noticing the large 
criminal population whose nerves 
somehow did not ripen-it is a lazy 
way to raise children," said Hubbard. 
"A child is a little bit like a blank slate. 
If you write the wrong things on it, it 
will say the wrong things. But, unlike 
a slate, a child can begin to do the 
writing: the child tends to write what 
has been written already."

Today, the good news is that 
schools arc beginning to get back into 
the character development business 
in a big way. In this, they have the 
overwhelming support of parents. A 
1992 study showed 86 percent of 
Americans favored schools teaching 
moral values while only 12 percent 
were against the idea.

However, working out the best 
way to build character and to instill 
important values in our children still 
lies ahead. We have learned in recent 
decades that recognizing problems in 
our school system does not mean that 
these problems arc easily fixed.

There arc a number of ideas about 
the best way to teach moral values to 
children in the classroom. Some 
schools have started to use videos that 
show the terrible consequences of 
dishonesty, intolerance and crime.

And to make Friday's win even more 
impressive, Iowa Park gave the Cyclones a 
seven-point cushion, as Memphis took the 
opening kickoff, returned the ball to the 
Hawks' 35, and scored eight plays later for a 
7-0 lead.

But it was virtually all Iowa Park 
from that point.

The Hawks evened the score on their 
initial possession, sending senior Scott Byrd
over from the one-yard line less than five 
minutes later, for the first o f his fouT touch­
downs of the evening.

Byrd scored on another one-yard 
plunge in the second quarter, another from 
the seven in the third period, and tacked on 
his final TD with 1:46 remaining in the 
game.

That final touchdown was set up > 
when Jimmy Fallon covered a Cyclone 
fumbled pitch on the Memphis four yard 
line. Byrd scored on the next play.

Besides being perfect in the extra 
point department, as well as splitting the 
uprights for a 43-yard field goal, Don Ellis 
also had a touchdown, scored on a one-yard 
plunge. Ellis' spiraling field goal was booted 
in the third quarter, but he had missed two 
other attempts in the second, pushing the 
first and pulling the second, though both had 
more than enough distance to clear the 
crossbar.

Scott's second touchdown was set up 
by a determined, 34-yard run around right 
end by junior quarterback Jason Young. The 
big back was hit by a head-on tackier at the 
19, but the Cyclone literally bounced off his 
big body and he continued until being pulled 
down from behind at the one.

Young had two perfectly-thrown 
passes dropped in the end zone, the first by 
Brent Brown and the other by Jayson Hous­
ton.

SCOTT BYRD RAMBLES FOR 23 YARDS

Unlike their three previous losing 
efforts, the Hawks did not have a single 
turnover. Instead, they forced three by their 
visitors, the fumble and two interceptions. 
Tony Lozipone and Billy Flippin stole the 
two aerials. The Hawks scored following 
two of the three Cyclone turnovers.

The game's duration was lengthened 
by an unusually-high number of penalties 
against both teams, 24 in all for 223 yards.

Byrd, who didn't return to the play­
ing field until the Childress game, having 
broken a foot during two-a-day sessions,

finished the night with 
17 carries. Ellis added 
had a net 36 yards and

98 yards rushing on 
71 on 14 totes, Younj 
Lozipone 10.

o n .  AND GAS WORKING INTEREST AND ROYALTY OWNERS • Are you taking advantage of 
the higher percentage depletion rate for marginal oil and ga» production? For 1993 thie rate is 19%. It 
was 18% for 1992. This means that if you have wells producing 15 barrel equivalents or less daily of 
domestic crude oil or natural gas then you can use the higher depletion rate of 19% rather than the 
standard depletion rate of 15%.
ALTERNATIVE M INIM UM  TAX - If you are subject to the alternative minimum tax you will be glad 
to hear that there are some easings regarding percentage depletion and intangible drilling coets as tax 
preference items.

Consult with a CPA experienced in oil and gas taxation to take advantage of possible tax savings in 
regard to these items. Also, don't forget to fill up your car before Friday due to increased excise taxes 
on gasoline becoming effective October 1, 1993.

Saugeye recaptured
By SCOTT ROBINSON

Some of the first saugeye stocked 
in Texas were recently recaptured at 
Gordon Lake, by the Wichita Falls 
Inland Fisheries crew of Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Dept.

These were the first saugeye to be 
successfully recaptured by biologists 
since they were stocked last May as 
part of a state-wide research project.

Gordon Lake is one of only five 
lakes in Texas to be stocked with 
saugeye, a hybrid of the sauger and the 
walleye.

Fisheries biologists hope the 
saugeye will create an additional sport 
fishery in Gordon Lake and also im­
prove the fish community balance by 
preying on the overcrowded, slow- 
growing crappie populations.

Saugeye have been credited with 
improving crappie populations (i.e., 
increasing the numberof crappie longer 
than 10 inches) in Oklahoma.

The saugeye in Gordon Lake are 
growing quite rapidly and are already 
consuming small prey fish.

They were only one and a half 
inches long when stocked. The eight 
fish captured averaged over eight 
inches in length.

The saugeye is an elongated, cy­
lindrical shaped fish of an olive-brown 
to greenish yellow color with three or 
four dark "saddles" along the back.

The dorsal fins are separated and 
will usually have small black spots. 
The lower edge of the tail fin will have 
a white tip.

Saugeye also have sharp, canine 
type teeth and should be handled with 
care. Saugeye are protected by an 18- 
inch minimum length limit and a three- 
fish daily bag limit.

All saugeye less than 18 inches in 
length should be carefully relumed to 
the water. The Gordon saugeye will 
probably reach 18 inches sometime in 
1995.

In addition to saugeye, quite a few 
largemouth bass and sunfish were 
captured in the Gordon electrofishing 
sample.

Bluegill, green sunfish, warmouth 
and longear sunfish can provide lots of 
fishing fun at Gordon, particularly for 
young people.

These fish also provide forage for 
the larger predator species such as 
largemouth bass and saugeye.

Although there appears to be good 
reproduction and growth of young 
largemouth bass inGordon, most of the 
bass sampled were under the 14-inch 
minimum length limit.

It is particularly important that 
anglers observe length and bag limits 
in a small lake such as Gordon. Fish 
populations in smaller lakes can quickly 
be overharvested when limits are ig­
nored.

AUSTIN — Six former employ­
ees of the Texas Department of 
Commerce took Democratic Gov. 
Ann Richards to federal court last 
week in Austin, accusing the gover­
nor of violating their rights by fir­
ing them because they are Republi­
cans.

Richards, former Commerce De­
partment board chairman Alan 
Khan; Cathy Bonner, executive di­
rector; and Margaret Donaldson, 
human resources director, are de­
fendants in the civil action.

Plaintiffs are Jim Mikus, Eddie 
Aurisupa and Raymond Barnes, all 
of whom worked in a division of 
the department that administered 
the Job Training Partnership Act. 
All three reportedly supported 
Republican Clayton Williams, a 
Midland businessman who ran fer 
governor in 1990.

Mikus, Aurisupa and Barnes 
were dismissed after Richards took 
office. They seek more than $2 mil­
lion in back pay, future lost earn­
ings, attorneys’ fees and damages 
for mental anguish.

Derek Howard, an attorney for 
the plaintiffs, said Richards devised 
a scheme to fire only Republicans 
and to fill the vacated positions with 
her friends and political supporters.

Richards said her accusers were 
terminated as part of a program to 
streamline the troubled department. 
She called the allegation that the 
firings were political “absurd” and 
the lawsuit a waste of taxpayers’ 
money.

Former Ag Officials in Court
Three top aides to former Agri­

culture Commissioner Jim High­
tower went on trial last week in fed­
eral court in Austin for an alleged 
conspiracy to collect illegal cam­
paign funds for Hightower.

On trial for committing theft and 
bribery from programs receiving 
federal funding and conspiracy to 
commit theft were former Deputy 
Agriculture Commissioner Mike 
Moeller, special assistant Peter 
McRae and division chief Billie 
Quicksall.

Hightower, who could be called 
to testify, has not been accused of 
any wrongdoing in the case. The 
trial is expected to last about four 
weeks.
