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Police arrest 3 youths 
for vehicle burglaries

Iowa Park police this week solved 
a recent rash of vehicle burglaries and 
have recovered some $3,000 worth of 
goods that had been stolen.

Two 16-year-old males were 
picked up Monday and taken before 
the justice of the peace for a magestrate 
warning, and Kevin Wayne Frost, 17, 
was to be arrested after school yester­
day.

Frost was expected to be transfered 
to the county jail under a $2,500 bond, 
while the juveniles are to be turned 
over to the juvenile probation depart­
ment.

Chief Ray Smock credited his of­
ficers for their outstanding police work 
in solving the case, when he pointed 
out that the only thing they had origi­
nally to work with was a set of shoe 
prints at one scene.

Between March 3 and last Thurs­
day, the youths are alleged to have 
burglarized a total of 12 vehicles. Five 
of those were inside the city, five on 
South Tcxowa and Southern Gardens, 
and two others further out in the county.

Their primary goal was car ste­
reos, of which they had taken seven.

Additional abatement of easements 
making way for Indian Springs Sub­
division will be included in four more 
ordinances to be considered Monday 
night by the city council.

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You may remember a piece I did 
in this space a few weeks ago, 
complementing the Postal Department 
for allowing a letter to reach us that had 
been goofed up by what I termed as an 
incompetent equal opportunity em­
ployee.

Well, I've got another.
Somehow an envelope reached our 

post office box Saturday that had been 
postmarked Thursday in Wichita Falls.

It was actually a check from the 
County Sheriffs office in payment for 
a legal publication we had printed.

The only part of the address that 
was correct was the paper’s name and 
the fact that we are located in Texas.

For the first time in the 36 years 
I’ve been a member of the Texas Press 
Association, I feel a twinge of embar­
rassment I disagree with a political 
stand the organization has taken with 
some other groups.

You’ve not seen the proposed ad­
vertisement offered for us to publish in 
this newspaper, but there's been sev­
eral on local television stations recently.

The sponsoring organizations are

the TPA, Texas Daily Newspaper As­
sociation, Texas Consumer Associa­
tion, Texas Citizen Action, AT&T, 
MCI, and "hundreds of other consumer 
groups and local businesses through­
out Texas."

Their allegation isthat-- bclieveil 
or not -  Southwestern Bell Telephone 
is a monopoly!

Let me point out here and now that 
I'm not an advocate for Ma Bell. Never 
have been. Nor have I ever taken issue 
in the past with any of those sponsor­
ing organizations, other than AT&T.

But when they allege that South­
western Bell is a monopoly, I've got to 
take issue.

Why? Because the law does not 
allow a monopoly to operate in any 
Texas community. That's plain and
simple.

The law docs not allow a city 
council to permit a monopoly fran­
chise to operate any public utility.

If AT&T or MCI or anybody else 
in the telephone businesses wants to 
request a franchise to operate its busi­
ness in Iowa Park, our city council 
cannot reject it in favor of a monopoly.

The franchise would have to be 
granted, as long as they met all re­
quirements, such as paying their fran­
chise taxes and any other costs, such as

alley rental fees, etc.
"It's time to give consumers and 

businesses alike a choice in local tele­
phone service," states the Alliance For 
Communications Choices.

Well, that time has been here all 
along.

An Associated Press story out of 
Austin, carried by newspapers yester­
day, reported that some sort of tenta­
tive agreement had been reached on the 
issue.

Who was quoted in the article? 
Why, Burl Osborne, publisher and 
editor of the Dallas Morning News.

Why was he concerned? I figure 
that he wants to keep any more com­
petition out of Dallas than he already 
has. And it is alleged that Ma Bell is 
planning to be a competitor, through 
the use of its already-installed tele­
phone lines to every home and busi­
ness in that city.

There may be other reasons that 
caused my TPA to join with those other 
organizations in their legislative fight 
against Southwestern Bell, but I've not 
had them explained to me -  other than 
to read about monopolies.

But, as far as I know, monopolies 
do not exist among public utilities in 
Texas.

AUSTIN NOTEBOOK
By Sen. Tom Haywood

Another week has gone by, and 
the Texas Legislature is almost at the 
halfway point of the 74th Regular 
Session. As you may know, the Leg­
islature meets for 140 days every other 
year, and Tuesday, March 21 will be 
the halfway mark of this session.

Last Friday, March 10, was the 
60th day of the session, which was the 
constitutional deadline for Senators and 
Representatives to file bills to be con­
sidered during this session. Literally 
thousands of bills were filed last week 
in anticipation of that deadline.

The final count was 4,939 bills 
and resolutions filed since the session 
began on January 10th! When you 
consider that purely local bills may be 
introduced until the end of the session 
in May, that means that more than 
5,000 pieces of legislation must be 
dealt with before the session ends on 
May 28.

In spite of all the craziness of the 
filing deadline, I did manage to file my 
entire legislative package, of which I 
am very proud. I filed 37 bills before 
the deadline, and anticipate filing a 
few more local bills in the next few 
weeks.

Although I am a freshman Senator 
and have only been in office a short 
time, I intend to aggressively pursue 
the passage of this legislation. Of 
course, I realize that some bills will 
pass and others will not, but 1 believe 
that each of these should have the op­
portunity to be heard and considered.

I hope that many of them will 
become law.

Among the bills I have filed are 
several ethics measures. One bans 
taxpayer funded travel for state offi­
cials immediately before an election, 
another requires that candidates file 
their income tax reports, and the third 
limits campaign contributions to $5,000 
in races for state office.

I ran on a platform of changing 
State government, and that means 
strong ethics laws, openness in gov­
ernment, .and reasonable campaign 
limits.

I filed a major bill which consoli­
dates pesticide and herbicide regula­
tion, which was suggested to me by 
Haskell native Rick Perry, the Com­
missioner of Agriculture.

I also filed several bills relating to 
the quail and mule deer hunting sea­
sons, and a few bills relating to oil and 
gas production are also included in my 
legislative package.

Other bills I filed include mea­
sures which make technical changes in 
the Employee Retirement System of 
Texas, the Teacher Retirement Sys­
tem, and the Muenstcr Hospital Dis­
trict

I believe strongly in eliminating 
governmental waste and abuse, and 
one measure I filed would eliminate

abuse of a loophole in c urrent state law.
Police and fire employees are 

currently allowed to take leave to at­
tend legislative hearings. That is fine 
with me, but some of those folks are 
taking paid leave and camping out in 
Austin for months at a time while get­
ting paid by other organizations for 
lobbying! I have filed legislation to end 
such abuse.

I continued my close relationship 
with Midwestern State University by 
filing two measures on their behalf.

One deals with the issuance of a 
bond to build a new health science 
laboratoiy building on campus. The 
other allows Air Force personnel to 
receive in-state tuition while attending 
certain classes at MSU.

As a State Senator, I will continue 
to support Midwestern State, the Uni­
versity of NorthTexas,Texas Woman's 
University and the other high educa­
tion universities in District 30 when­
ever possible.

I also will work to keep and en­
hance the Tuition Equalization Grant 
for our private learning institutions, 
and will support fair funding for our 
community colleges.

Here at the Messenger, we won­
dered when the Fori Worth Star- 
Telegram would catch on that there 
was, literally, trouble in Paradise.

Most of Wise County knows, by 
now, that the proposed Boyd Deten­
tion Dam would doom most of Para­
dise -  and large chunks of Bridgeport, 
Boyd and places in between -- to be a 
muddy mess. Bridgeport resident 
Gerald Groves spoke for hundreds of 
Wise County folks when he called the 
dam "this monster stalking Wise 
County."

Panic shot through Wise like an 
electrical shock, with members of city 
councils and school boards wondering 
how the bullet could be dodged. After 
more than a month of this, the Star- 
Telegram finally floated a what's-all- 
this-fuss-about story last week: The 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, au­
thors of this incredibly ill-thought plan, 
responded to the cries of Wise through 
a spokesman who said, "I don't know 
where the information they have is 
coming from."

Well.
To that spokesman, Ron Rufanach, 

the reply is: From you. We got it from 
you.

The Corps' own maps indicate the 
amazing size and breadth of the dam. 
Through their own spokesmen and the

The Attorney General asked me to 
file two bills which crack down on 
telemarketing fraud, and I was happy 
to do so. I hope we can end some of the 
dishonest practices which go on over 
our phone systems. I have received 
very positive input from other elected 
officials about this legislation.

Finally, I filed legislation which 
should help economic development in 
some of the counties in Senate District 
30. The bill would change a compli­
cated state law relating to tax rebates 
and abatements to allow counties more 
flexibility in putting togethereconomic 
incentive packages which help bring 
in new businesses.

In addition to these bills, I have 
co-sponsored a number of measures 
ranging from tort reform to term limits 
to tough criminal justice measures. I 
also intend to sponsor several House 
Bills as they are passed by that body.

That is a brief description of some 
of the legislation I filed this session. 
As the session rolls on, I am sure that 
I will talk more about some of these 
bills in more detail.

Until then, I encourage you to 
contact me on any of these issues about 
which you are concerned.

"If built, the dry earthen structure 
would protect Fort Worth, Dallas and 
other communities downstream," the 
Star-Telegram sanguinely reported. 
Well, not quite. It would protect de­
velopers who wanted to build on risky 
ground, then pass that risk along to a 
buyer. It would protect those buyers, 
who expect the feds to bail them out of 
a predicament of their own creation.

Before federal flood control, few 
people lived in flood-prone areas. As 
USA Today recently asked, why spend 
federal dollars to satisfy purely local 
needs and desires? The price tag for

the past t vc years, explaining increased 
costs of construction materials and 
contractor costs, and the enactment of 
the Americans with Disabilities Act 
(ADA).

Weather in Texas is mercurial- 
one minute sunshine, the next minute 
gusting winds and pouring rain.

The onset of spring brings an in­
creased intensity to shifting weather 
patterns creating severe weather and 
hazardous road conditions which 
Texas drivers would happily relin­
quish to any one of the neighboring 
states.

The Texas Automobile Insurance 
Service Office (TA IS O) and the Texas 
Division of Emergency Management 
have some "wheel" safety suggestions 
to help Texans cope with severe 
weather driving.

Texans experience a diverse range 
of atmospheric elements-snow, ice, 
rain, wind and fog for starters. Ad­
verse weather conditions affect vis­
ibility, traction and vehicle control. If 
severe weather has been forecast, be 
prepared to take these defensive ac­
tions to help ensure your safety on the 
road.

* Clean or defrost your wind­
shield and windows thoroughly before 
driving your car.

* Check the car's windshield 
wipers, washers and defroster to be 
sure they are in good working order.

* Be sure taillights, headlights, 
brake lights and directional signals are 
operational.

* Warm up the motor in cold 
weather to ensure reliable performance. 
The heater should be on to avoid sud­
den fogging of the windows.

* The first 20 to 30 minutes of a 
rainstorm is very dangerous because a 
soapy-slick film of oil and grease rises 
on the pavement's surface. After that 
time, this slippery residue has washed

off and your car should have better 
traction.

• Tum headlights on low beam 
in fog, rain and extreme cloudiness, 
even in the daytime.

Coping with adverse road condi­
tions:

* Adjust your speed to the road's 
surface conditions. Slow down.

* If your vehicle is not equipped 
with an anti-lock braking system, 
pump your brakes on slippery roads to 
avoid lockcd-whecl skids.

* If you skid, steer in the direc­
tion of the skid.

* Hydroplaning occurs when 
standing water on the pavement, worn 
tires and speed combine to cause a loss 
of steering and reduce traction. A 
wedge of water can actually build up 
between the tires and the road and lift 
the wheels from contact with the 
pavement.

Controlling Vehicle Conditions:
Chances of avoiding an accident 

arc much better if your vehicle is in tip­
top condition. Proper maintenance 
affects your ability to control the ve­
hicle and increases your chances of 
avoiding an accident.

* Defective tum signals can 
confuse other drivers about your in­
tentions and cause a collision.

* Brakes which are worn or 
improperly adjusted need to be re­
placed or corrected.

* The gas tank should be kept 
full. Doing so will keep condensation 
from getting in the tank which can 
contribute to fuel line freeze-up.

* Good lire care is essential. 
Worn tires could cause a blowout and 
throw your car out of control.

* Keep headlamps and wind­
shield wipers in top working order for 
optimum visibility.

* Always wear a seat belt and 
shoulder harness.

It's a good idea to practice these 
severe weather driving tips before the 
weather changes again. Rain or shine, 
following these tips will provide 
"wheel” safety for you and your fam­
ily.

Texoma gardeners love to grow 
lomaloes. This was reflected at our 
"Strictly Tomatoes" seminar held last 
Thursday with a large audience in at­
tendance.

The following tips for growing 
top Texoma tomatoes will help you put 
garden fresh fruit on your plate this 
growing season.

* Remember our average frost free 
date! March 25 is our average last 
freeze date. Plant tomatoes after this 
date to reduce your risk of freeze out. 
Many gardeners arc too eager and jump 
the gun on planting.

* Use recommended varieties. 
Varieties including Celebrity, Carni­
val, President, Heatwave, Champion, 
Merced, Surfire (fall planted) among 
others arc good choices for the home 
gardener. Complete recommended lists 
are available at your local county ex­
tension office.

* Place transplants in well pre­
pared garden soils or in raised beds. 
Amend existing soils with as much 
organic matter as you can buy, beg, 
borrow, or steal. Raised beds should be 
filled with quality lop soil and layers of 
compost. Large containers can also be 
used for tomato growing. As always, 
make sure that the garden area is lo­
cated in a well-drained, full-sun (8-10 
hours of sun per day) location. A gar­
den should also be located near an 
accessible water source. Use mulch 
around plants to conserve moisture, 
reduce weeds, and protect roots.

* High performance tomato vari­
eties require regular fertilization for 
best results. Apply a 3-1-2 or 4-1-2 
ratio slow-relcase nitrogen fertilizer 
prior to planting. Every three weeks 
after planting apply 21-0-0 (ammo­
nium sulfate) as a side dress treatment. 
This regular and consistent fertility 
program will help these hybrid variet­
ies produce an abundance of tomatoes. 
Remember to follow all label fertilizer 
rates and water after making nitrogen 
applications.

* Support tomato plants using 
cages. This is an absolute must to pre­
vent or reduce fruit rot and foliage 
diseases.

* Cover tomato cages with a 
floating row cover such as Gro-Wcb or 
use clear plastic. Wind protection is 
essential to young transplants. Covers 
also reduce insect damage and raise 
soil and air temperature. Plastic will 
have to be removed as weather warms 
to prevent overheating and subsequent 
plant damage.

* Slay on the lookout for disease 
and insect pressure and treat with an 
appropriate control as needed.

* Irrigate tomato plants using a 
soaker hose or drip irrigation to mini­
mize water waste and reduce foliar 
diseases.

* Enjoy your bountiful harvest.

Environmentalists 
are being given too much authority and 
are doing a considerable amount of
damage now. And they’re preparing to 
screw things up royally.

The National Cattle Raisers As­
sociation reports that environmental­
ists have said that they will try to kill 
any environmental legislation that in­
cludes provisions to protect private 
property rights.

rently are exempt from requirements 
to obtain a permit to sell non-game fish 
such as minnows for bait.

One portion of the bill would 
eliminate the exemption for people in 
those six counties.

Phil Durocher, inland fisheries 
division director, said persons in these 
counties would come under the same 
requirements that apply to the rest of 
the state.

"They would not be prevented 
from taking minnows for bail but would 
have to obtain from the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife a permit to sell non-game 
fish taken from public freshwater if 
they wished to sell m innows,” 
Durocher said.

The permit would be in addition 
tocurrently-required licenses. Cost for 
the permit is $50.

Persons taking minnows for their 
own use would not be affected.

The department has received re­
ports the past few years of large-scale 
harvesting activities occurring in 
streams in these six counties, impact­
ing fish populations, Durocher ex­
plained.

AUSTIN — Former Gov. Mark 
White last week told lawmakers that 
the no pass, no play rule is doing 
what it was designed for — keeping 
kids in the classroom.

White, a Democrat, who was 
governor when the Legislature 
passed House Bill 72 — the com­
prehensive school reform mea­
sure — told House Public Educa­
tion Committee members that they 
should ask for facts.

“The dropout theory was — Oh, 
if you do this, more kids will drop 
out,” White said. “Well, we’ve 
been doing it for 10 years, and 
fewer kids are dropping out than 
before we had the rule.”

Rep. Ron Wilson, D-Houston, 
has filed a measure that would al­
low students to remain in extracur­
ricular activities if they maintain an 
overall grade average of 70 percent 
even if failing one or more classes.

Wilson’s is one of several bills 
pending in the committee.

Some law enforcement officers 
now blame the no pass, no play rule 
for increased membership in urban 
gangs. Lawmakers arc considering 
proposals to shorten the suspension 
or repeal the rule.

The Senate Education Commit­
tee earlier endorsed a measure that 
would cut the no pass, no play 
penalty to three weeks the first time 
a student fails a class.

Handgun Bill Gets Early OK
By a vote of 23-7, the Senate 

last week gave preliminary approval
to a bill that would allow Texans 
to apply for licenses to carry 
concealed pistols in public. A final 
vote on the measure is expected 
early this week.

But senator.; defeated efforts 
by Sen. Rpyce Wist, D-Dallas, 
to require a statewide vote in 
November before the law could take 
effect. West, a former prosecutor, 
said he has seen “man’s inhumanity 
to man.”

“We’re not hurting anyone,” said 
Sen. Jeny Patterson, R-Pasadcna, 
the bill’s sponsor. “We’re allowing 
you the right to exercise your 
constitutional right to self-defense 
outside your home. We arc making 
Texas streets safer, not less safe.”

West’s group of bill opponents 
also failed in efforts to:

■ Require lists of conccalcd- 
wcapon permit holders to be made 
public.

■ Increase the minimum number 
of training days from 10 to 65.

■ Prohibit the carrying of guns 
at concerts, on buses and at health 
care facilities.

Open Briefings Bill OK’d
Senators have given preliminary 

approval to a bill that would require 
governmental agencies to open 
briefing sessions to the public.

The measure by Sen. Jeff Went­
worth, R-San Antonio, was ap­
proved on a 18-12 vote.

Wentworth said he had seen 
briefings among government offi­
cials evolve “ into a debate or a de­
liberation on matters of public pol­
icy, including the expenditure of 
public money. ”

His bill would require a briefing 
session to be subject to the same 
open government requirements — 
including posting notice — as 
other meetings if it met certain 
conditions.

Among lawmakers opposing the 
measure was Sen. John Montford, 
D-Lubbock.

“I don’t need government to 
reach over nty shoulder when I’m 
at the Dairy Queen with a staff 
member and a few other members 
of the Senate Finance Committee 
to tell me what 1 can talk about,” 
Montford said.

Affirmative Action Bill
A proposal to nuke racial and 

gender preferences unconstimtional 
won't clear the Senate, Lt. Gov. 
Bob Bullock has predicted.

“That amendment hasn’t got the 
votes to pass in the Senate; it hasn’t 
got the votes to pass in the House," 
Bullock said.

The proposal by Sen. David 
Sibley, R-Waco, would forbid the 
state, counties, cities, and schools 
from discriminating against or 
giving preferential treatment to a 
person because of race, gender, 
sexual orientation, color, ethnicity 
or national origin.

Cisneros Probe Widens
HUD Secretary Henry Cisneros 

misled the FBI about payments 
to his former mistress, Attorney 
General Janet Reno said last week 
when she asked for an independent 
counsel to investigate the charges.

The former San Antonio mayor 
vowed to fight the charges and 
remain head of the Housing and 
Urban Development Department.

Cisneros told reporters he had 
not “engaged in criminal wrongdo­
ing” nor violated the public trust. 
He said he saw no reason to resign.

Later, a White House spokesman 
said Cisneros offered to resign, but 
the president “said that would not 
be necessary.”

Other Highlights
■ Calling nighttime hours a good 

way to relieve crowded Texas court 
dockets, Lt. Gov. Bullock believes 
that the state should pick up the 
estimated $28.8 million anntul cost 
of extending court hours. Under a 
bill by Sen. Montford, the hours of 
district courts would be increased 
from 40 to 72 a week in the eight 
largest counties.

■ Texans overwhelmingly want a 
chance to vote on legalizing casi­
nos, according to a poll released 
last week. The survey of 800 reg­
istered voters by the Combined 
Law Enforcement Associations of 
Texas, found that 88 percent of 
those surveyed want a chance to 
vote on legalizing casinos, and 9 
percent said they didn’t. The rest 
were undecided.

In addition to baking and cook­
ing, Diana likes music and plays the 
piano.

Peanut Butter Candy
1/2 cup sugar
1/2 cup light com syrup
1 cup creamy peanut butter
1 tsp. vanilla
2 cups com flakes cereal

Combine sugar and com syrup in 
a medium saucepan; bring to a boil 
over medium heat, stirring constantly. 
Remove from heat; add peanut butter 
and vanilla, stirring until smooth. Stir

in cereal. Drop by rounded tcaspoon- 
fuls onto wax paper, let cool. Yield: 3 
dozen.

Pecan Bars
1 cup flour
1 stick butter or margarine, melted 
1/3 cup sugar

Mix together and pat into 9x13 
pan. Bake at 375 degrees 15 minutes.
2 eggs, beaten 
3/4 cup sugar
2/3 cup com syrup 
1 tsp. vanilla
1 cup pecans
2 Tbsps. melted butter 
1/4 tsp. salt
2 Tbsps. flour

Mix togetherthenpourovercrust. 
Return to oven and bake 25 minutes at 
350 degrees.

Chocolate Pound Cake
1/2 cup shortening 
1 cup margarine, softened
3 cups sugar 
5 eggs
3 cups flour
1/2 tsp. baking powder
1/2 tsp salt
1/2 cup cocoa
1 1/4 cup milk
1 tsp. vanilla

Cream shortening and margarine; 
gradually add sugar, beating until light 
and fluffy. Add eggs one at a time, 
beating wed after each addition.

Combine flour, baking powder, 
salt and cocoa; mix well. Add to 
creamed mixture alternately with milk, 
beginning and ending with flour mix­
ture. Stir in vanilla.

Pour batter into a greased and 
floured tube pan; bake at 350 degrees 
for 1 hour and 15 minutes. Cool in pan 
10 to 15 minutes; invert onto serving 
plate. Spoon glaze over warm cake, 
allowing it to drizzle down the sides of 
cake; sprinkle with chopped pecans if 
desired.
Chocolate Glaze:
2 1/4 cups sifted powdered sugar 
1/4 cup margarine, softened
3 Tbsps. cocoa
3 to 4 Tbsps. milk

Combine sugar and cocoa, mix­
ing well. Add remaining ingredients 
and beat until smooth.

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New book focuses on Texas crime
There is good news and bad news 

concerning "Crime and Justice in 
Texas," the subject and title of a new 
book published by the Criminal Jus­
tice Center at Sam Houston State Uni­
versity. First the good news, of which 
there is precious little.

In 1993, the last year for which 
statistics were available, violent crime 
in Texas (murder, rape, robbery, and 
aggravated assault) decreased by 3.5 
percent over 1992. In the prior 10 
years homicide was down 9.2 percent, 
burglary 22 percent

Arrests for weapons offenses were 
up 632 percent in the United States in 
10 years as opposed to only 28 percent 
in Texas.

In 1993, the murder rate in Texas 
was 29.2 percent less than in 1980.

"The best way to study crime is to 
look at crime trends over a period of 
time," said Dr. Raymond Tcska, Jr., 
professor of criminal justice and editor 
of the book. That is what Tcske and his 
eight co-authors did, also comparing 
Texas and national figures. Many of 
their findings are disturbing.

In the 10 years studied, violent 
crimes rose 51 percent in Texas com­
pared to 38 percent nationally. Texas 
led in each category; 76 percent to 52 
percent in assault, 26 percent to 25 
percent in robbery, and 20 percent to 
14 percent in rape.

Texas also led in property crime 
increases-16 percent to 9 percent na­
tionally. Larceny-theft increased 33 
percent in Texas, 9 percent nationally.

Teskc look his look at the state of 
crime in Texas as a follow-up to an 
earlier 10-ycar study also published as 
"Crime and Justice in Texas," in 1988.

In addition to its statistics, the 
book contains little-known facts. For 
example, death by firing squad as a 
punishment is still legal in Utah and 
Idaho; hanging in Washington, Mon­
tana and Delaware.

Also, while Huntsville has the 
reputation of being the corrections 
capital of Texas, only seven of 69 
Texas prisons are located in Walker 
County, and not all in the city. Other 
leaders are Brazoria County with five 
units, and Fort Bend with four.

And while some argue that some 
drugs should be legalized so they can 
be taxed, states including Texas al­
ready have laws requiring illegal drug 
dealers to buy tax stamps and affix 
them to their drugs. One gram mari­
juana stamps sell for $3.50, one ounce 
marijuana stamps for $ 101.50, and one 
gram controlled substance stamps for 
$ 200.

From September 1989 through 
October 1993 the Comptrollers Office 
of Texas collected over $1.75 million 
in taxes and asset seizures under the 
program.

No records arc kept, to encourage 
participation, and a few dealers actu­
ally buy the stamps, said Teske. Most 
of the proceeds come after arrests, 
resulting from monetary fines for not 
complying with the law and subse­
quent asset seizures.

Some of the other facts in "Crime 
and Justice in Texas":

* Family violence costs the na­
tion from $5 billion to $10 billion 
annually in medical, criminal justice 
system, and related costs;

* Among all women murdered in 
Texas, 38 percent are murdered by 
their intimate male partners, which is 
higher than the national figure of 30 
percent;

* In 1993 there were 192,800 
reports of child abuse and neglect in 
Texas, an increase of 28 percent over 
1991 and 13 percent over 1992;

* Fifty-nine pcrccntof all persons 
arrested for major crimes in Texas 
were under the age of 25, and three- 
fourths were male;

* Although the juvenile popula­
tion in Texas increased by only 30 
percent from 1984 to 1993, the num­
ber of juveniles arrested increased by 
47 percent and the number of juveniles 
arrested for violent crimes increased 
282 percent;

* In 1993 juveniles accounted 
for 28 percent of all arrests in Texas, 
up from 14.4 percent in 1984;

* Whereas, only 6.1 percent of 
all state and federal inmates were 
women in mid-1994, the number of 
female inmates is increasing at a faster

rate (9.6 percent) than that of males 
(7.2 percent);

* Nationally, women receive 
sentences that average 48 months 
shorter than men, but in Texas only 24 
months shorter;

* Blacks, representing 12 per­
cent of the Texas population, make up 
25 pcrccntof the arrests and47 percent 
of the prison population, with His- 
panics making up 27 percent of the 
population, 33 percent of the arrests, 
and 24 percent of the prison popula­
tion.

* In 12Texascitiesin 1992there 
were an estimated 750 gangs with 
13,480 members or associates;

* The number of prison gang 
members has doubled since October 
1989, but a prison system plan for 
segregating members has resulted in a 
900 percent decrease in prison homi­
cides since 1986;

* The number of black police 
officers in Texas doubled from 2,984 
in 1986 to 5,906 in 1993 (6.3 percent 
of all officers to 8.7 percent) with 
Hispanics increasing 72 percent from 
6,318 to 10,861 (13.3 percent repre­
sentation to 16 percent);

* The number of female police 
officers has increased from 2,371 to 
3,606 in 10 years, but has remained 
relatively constant as a percentage of 
all officers (7.8 percent to 8.7 per­
cent);

* A total of 1,068,928 arrests 
was reported by Texas law enforce­
ment agencies in 1993, with the three 
major categories being drunkenness

(17.5 percent), theft not including 
motor vehicles (10.5 percent), and 
driving under the influence (10 per­
cent);

* Texas had a 24.7 percent 
increase in inmates in 1993, the larg­
est on record;

* The average cost per day of 
housing an inmate was $44.04 in 
1993, compared to $17.74 in 1984, 
while the average cost of maintaining 
a juvenile in a Texas Youth Commis­
sion detention center was S85 per day 
as opposed to $49 per day in 1986.

* A study of 12,904 inmates re­
leased from 1987-91 showed that 14.7 
percent returned to prison in a year and 
51.3 percent returned within five years.

"Crime and Justice in Texas" re­
quired a year and a half of rcscarc h and 
editing, and was funded by the Texas 
Legislature. Copies have been dis­
tributed throughout the executive, 
legislative, and judicial branches of 
state government.
