Sixteen years to the day after 
W ichita Falls was struck by a 
disastrous tornado, the Iowa Park city 
council approved purchase of equip­
ment to assist in watching approaching 
bad weather conditions.

And as ironic as the 16-year anni­
versary of the Wichita Falls tornado 
was the fact that earlier Monday, the 
entire area had been under a tornado 
watch situation.

Aldermen voted to purchase the 
Data Transmission Network Weather 
Center, a piece of equipment that was 
acquired a year ago by Burkbumctl.

Making the recommendation were 
City Administrator Mike Price and 
Police Chief Ray Smock, who ex­
plained they had observed the equip­
ment at Burkbumctl and returned im­
pressed with its capabilities.

The annual expense will be 
S818.88, following a S295 initiation 
fee, aldermen were told.

Another purchase approved by the 
council was a four-wheel diver tractor/

I 
guess its because of the season and 
news reports.

There were a number of prize eggs 
to be found, but the problem was, only 
one or two were turned in for collec­
tion by anyone other than a group of 
Boy Scouts. Those Scouts had been 
delegated the responsibility of hiding

Fears for nation's future
To the Editor;

all the eggs in the park for the hunt
National news media this week 

have been recalling the death 50 years 
ago of Pres. Franklin D. Roosevelt, 
and that brings about another memory.

Along with several hundreds of 
other people, I stood in a mild rain 
drizzle at Amarillo's Elwood Park in 
the late 1930s, when FDR was there 
personally campaigning for re-elec­
tion.

Though he wasn’t in a wheel chair, 
as I recall, it did take a lot of assistance 
to get him up the five-foot stairway to 
the platform from where he spoke over 
a public address system.

Another current topic of news out 
on the South Plains this week is a 
referendum to finance control of the 
dreaded cotton boll weevil.

That area produces a tremendous 
amount of cotton annually, and it is 
estimated that the weevil will cut pro­
duction by several million dollars worth 
this year. And by the turn of the cen­
tury, if left uncontrolled, it will cut 
income of that area's farmers by more 
than $100 million.

Now comes the memory party.
I ran a story sometime between 

1962 and 1964 about an Extension 
Service entomologist making the first 
discovery of a boll weevil above the 
Caprock.

The find, as I recall, was under­
neath a mesquite on the northeast side 
of Lubbock.

Experts back then theorized that 
the weevil could not survive over win­
ter in the cold atmosphere of the High 
Plains, and were astonished at the find.

But they said then that it would be 
only a matter of lime before they ad­
justed. And apparently they have, big 
time!

Remembering things like that is a 
lot of fun. But instant recall can be a 
frustrating situation for me these days.

For instance, don't ask me 
someone’s name, and expect an im­
mediate response.

For recipes that call for a roux (a 
foundation for many sauces or gra­
vies), Jan says it can be bought in jars 
already made up, and she doesn't make 
it from scratch anymore. Also she said 
most of the ingredients for her recipes, 
including the large tiger shrimp, can 
be found locally. She has included a 
recipe to assist in using up all the 
boiled eggs leftover from Easter egg 
hunts.

5 lbs. raw shrimp (26-30cl. per lb.) We 
prefer tiger jumbo shrimp since we 
can't get L.A. fresh.

San Saba is known as the "Pecan 
Capital of the World." Two to five 
million pounds of pecans are produced 
in this area each year. Pecans arc na­
tive to this area and have been cash 
crop since 1857. In the 1870's Edmond 
E. Risien came to the area from En­
gland. He found a light-colored, thin- 
shelled pecan which he named San 
Saba. He planted 600 trees using the 
nuts he found as seed. Many years later 
he cross-pollinated and selected cer­
tain nuts and qualities from this grove 
and gave the pecan industry many 
different varieties. It is upon this 
heritage that San Saba claims the title 
of Pecan Capital of the World.

DR. BILL MAHLER, LEFT, WITH SY SOHMER 
. . .  Sohmer replaced Mahler as director o f the Botanical Research 
Institute o f Texas at Fort Worth.

You can call him Dr., or you can 

call him Professor, or Mister, or even 
William Fred, and he would answer to 
any of the monikers, and any one would 
fiL

But, the native Iowa Parkan would 
rather be called just plain "Bill".. That 
is the name Bill Mahler has answered 
to in this town the better part of 65 
years.

Mahler was bom in a frame house 
built by his father, Herman, for $1700 
that still sitson it original site on Aldine 
Street, about three blocks north of Tom 
Burnett Memorial Library. That was 
before Magnolia Street was a street. 
Their house was the end of the settle­
ment on Aldinc.

Bill's birth certificate is signed, 
Aug. 30, 1930, by Dr. N. N. Dean, 
who lived over the Maier Bakery on 
Cash Street in the building next door 
west of Bangs and Thangs Beauty 
Shop. He maintained his office above 
the Rexall Drug Store, located on the 
opposite side of the street.

Bill's maternal grandparents were 
bom in Bcsarabia, Russia. They came 
to the United States as German-Rus- 
sian immigrants and settled in Kulm, 
N.D., where his mother, Maggie, was 
bom.

Her family later came to Texas 
and settled in Wichita Falls where they 
owned a dairy located where Lucy 
Park is today. Bill's mother told him 
she had to milk 22 cows by hand every 
morning.

Bill's paternal grandmother was 
bom in Zurich, Switzerland, where her 
family were ship builders. His 
grandfather came to this country from 
Germany when he was 16 years old.

Eventually he migrated to Texas 
and Bill's dad was bom in Temple. His 
Mahler grandfather was a traveling 
preacher of the Evangelical convic­
tion, that has now joined with the 
Methodist Church.

Bill's mother's brother owned the 
John Maier Bakery. Around the lime 
of Herman and Maggie's marriage, 
Herman bought a quarter interest in 
the bakery and they moved to Iowa 
Park in 1928.

Bill had diversified job experi­
ence when he was growing up around 
the environs of Iowa Park. And, var­
ied experiences in his chosen field of 
endeavor after high school.

In 1935, when Bill was five years 
old, he began "working” at Maier's 
bakery. "I got a nickel and a sweet roll 
for working from early in the morning 
until I could quit at about 1 o'clock. I 
cleaned out the cases, swept the floor 
and did anything they told me to, un­
less it was to stay out of the way."

Bill continued, "I finally got up to 
making 50 cents when sweeping the 
sidewalk was added to my duties. I 
remember there was a crack in the 
sidewalk and I always had trouble 
getting the dirt out. But, I was also 
allowed to eat everything they didn't 
get scraped out of the bowls."

In 1941 or '42, they sold the bak­
ery and Bill began working at Metz 
Cafe, washing dishes. "I had my first 
restaurant steak there. They gave me 
my meals."

He worked for Earle Denny, 
cleaning his insurance office and do­
ing odd jobs. The insurance office was 
located in the building Bangs and 
Thangs now occupies.

When Bill was 13, the late 
Raymond Cope got him a job with him 
at the Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station. "Lester Brooks was superin­
tendent at the lime, and he would hire 
high school boys to do odd jobs, ” Bill 
explained.

Bill mowed the lawns, thinned 
peach trees, and learned to milk cows 
by hand. In reverie, Bill began 
laughing. "They still used mules out 
there to farm with. Raymond lived on 
the farm and knew more about doing 
the things that had to be done than I 
did.

"We had to fertilize the crops and 
other vegetation with a mule drawn 
fertilizer spreader. Of course Raymond 
got to drive the mules and I had to 
shovel the manure out of the stalls to 
use for fertilizer.

"Lester finally let me drive a team 
of mules to haul hay. But, I turned the 
wagon too quick and broke the tongue. 
Needless to say, I didn't get to drive the 
team anymore."

"About that time-it was 1945~a 
new 'guy' was hired, and he and his 
wife came to live in the little house on 
the farm. He taught me how to graft 
pecan trees." Bill related. The "new

guy and his wife" were Virgil and Faye 
Woodfin.

That was the year Mahler was 15, 
and his dad bought what was known as 
the Sunday House, where he still lives. 
He purchased it from the Sunday Es­
tate. The house had been built in about 
1918. At the lime the Mahlers lived in 
a house back of the W.F. George High 
School.

The Sunday House was an ideal 
location for Bill's mother. It was at the 
east end of Clara Street and very close 
to Gordon Lake. Maggie loved to fish. 
When the lake was opened for fishing, 
Bill, his brother John and their mother 
would go to the lake and fish nearly 
every day they could.

"Sometimes we would get home 
from school and there would be a note 
from mother tell ing us she had gone on 
to the lake and for us to change clothes 
and come on," Bill said.

Bill's Uncle John Maier had sold 
Bill and his brother each a gun, a 410 
shotgun and a single shot 22. "Uncle 
John never gave anything away. He 
sold them to us for $1 apiece.”

The brothers would kill rabbits , 
clean and dress them, and take them to 
Wichita Falls to their aunt who would 
give them 15 cents each for them.

"Mother would make us eat ev­
erything we killed, or see that some­
one did," Bill said. "I remember one 
time I killed a mud hen and she cooked 
it and I had to cat it. But, that was the 
last one I ever killed."

City water had not been piped into 
the Sunday House yet. The house had 
a room that was to be used for a bath­
room and already had a bathtub in it. A 
tank outside caught rainwater and was 
piped in for baths. A tiny room had 
been built on the back of the house 
where there was a commode.

"There was still an outhouse out 
back, equipped with an ornamental 
frosted glass door that we were told the 
previous owner still preferred to use. 
He could sec outside, but no one could 
see in.

"We never knew if what we heard 
was truth or fiction," Bill said.

After the Mahlers bought the 
house Herman put the commode in the 
bathroom. And Maggie said the next 
thing was to get water piped into the 
house as soon as it was available.

There was a bam with the house 
and Herman sold it to Miles Thomp­
son who used the lumber to build on to 
his house. Mahler tore down the garage 
and used that lumber to help build a 
two-story apartment house., next to 
the Sunday House.

After it was built he found out it 
was partially on the property of his 
next door neighbors, Dave and Lucille 
Gay. But they worked that out. They 
were told that sometimes they had to 
fit the boundaries around the existing 
property.

Bill graduated W.F. George High 
School in 1947. The seniors always 
made a trip to Cratervillc Park in 
Oklahoma. That trip didn't turn out to 
be very fun for Bill. He was riding a 
horse and the horse went under a tree 
limb and Bill went over it and fell on 
his hands and knees.

He got up and sat down on a tree 
slump, and thought he was alright He 
managed to get back home in a car, but 
found out he had broken his neck in

two places. He spent the summer with 
his neck in a cast and playing domi­
noes at Jim George's house under a 
tree.

"For some reason Jim took me 
under his wing, and he didn't loose 
many domino games. People would 
come by and slop to play when some­
one lost a game," Bill said.

Some of the other varied jobs in­
cluded driving a tractor, plowing and 
sowing wheat and digging cacti for 
Albert Johnson north of town, working 
for O.R. Kelly at the ice house, which 
was located at the end of Cash Street, 
about where Allsups is now. Water 
had to be hauled from Wichita Falls 
because the water here would not make 
good, clear ice. Bill hauled the water.

He worked for Curtis Hill Motor 
Co., greasing cars. That was when 
Hill’s sons, Donald was a mechanic 
and Richard was bookkeeper.

Although he would have a lot of 
experience in future years about edit­
ing and writing, he knew very little 
when George Huckaby, publisher of 
the Iowa Park Herald , let Bill write 
articles each week on conservation.

Following graduation Bill en­
rolled in Hardin College in Wichita 
Falls. He was still wearing a neck 
brace. He worked on the college farm 
milking cows, but with a milking ma­
chine.

After three years, he decided to 
enlist in the army and was sent to Fl 
Bcnning, Ga. From 1950 until 1953, 
Mahler served with the 14th Ranger 
(Airborne) Infantry Co. Hdqs.Co., 8lh 
Infantry Regiment, 4th Infantry Divi­
sion, in the U.S. and Germany.

Bill was in Germany 21 months 
assigned to l&R. He was in charge of 
all classified and top secret documents 
and was the one who allowed a request 
to see these documents.

An interesting highlight on his 
lime in Germany, Bill got to get to­
gether with two of his Iowa Park 
classmates. Dean Jackson, now living 
in Pasadena, was stationed about 40 
miles from Bill. They managed to get 
time off together and went to Paris 
where Billy Gene House, brother of 
Mayor Wayne House, was stationed. 
House showed them around Paris, 
while they caught up on "old times”.

Bill got out of service in Septem­
ber 1953, and went back to Hardin 
College, which by then had become 
Midwestern State University.

During 1954 and 1955, Bill did 
odd jobs. He began roughnecking 
with John Farris and Bill Overbey for 
Mitchell Drilling Co. It seemed to be 
understood when a ’greenhorn" 
roughneck came on the job he "got the 
works". Farris and Overbey saw to it 
that Mahler was throughly indoctri­
nated in roughneck ways.

Bill laughed as he told how when 
he went into the doghouse to rest a few 
minutes, or to take a short nap, the two 
would tie his feel together and then gel 
outside the house and yell for him to 
come help.

He was still so near asleep he 
wouldn't realize his feet were tied to­
gether and he would jump up, only to 
fall. He laughs about it now, but didn't 
say what he did then.

After Bill got out of service he 
met Lorene Lindesmith, a hairdresser 
who worked with Essie Johnson in 
Pauline Steele's Beauty Shop, and in 
their own. Bill and Lorene met in the 
old Rexall Drug Store owned by 
Fenton Dale and "Dr" Tommy Clark, 
where there were probably a lot of 
matches made through the years. They 
were married in 1955.

Lorene was from Addington, 
Okla., and lived about two miles down 
Dry Creek from where John Farris 
now lives and where the couple own a 
farm.

Bill received the B.S. degree in 
Agriculture from Midwestern in 1955, 
with a Soil and Plant Science major 
and an Animal Husbandry minor. "I 
knew then that if I went back to get my 
Masters, that it would be in Biology, 
because of Dr. Beyer.

Bill got a job in Balmorhea sur­
veying, mapping and laying out an 
irrigation system, but neither he or 
Lorene liked living there, so in eight 
months they were back in Iowa Park. 
Their First child, Brenda, was bom. 
She is now BrendaConnitius of Dodge 
City, Kans., and has two children, 
Matthew, 6, and Rebecca, 4.

For a while Bill helped his dad 
paint and do some carpenter work. In 
1958 he was offered a graduate teach­
ing assistantship in the Botany De­
partment at Oklahoma State Univer­
sity at Stillwater.

In 1960, Bill received the M.S. in 
Botany; Plant Taxonomy from OSU, 
and was immediately offered an as­
sistant professorship at Hardin 
Simmons University in Abilene, 
teaching Botony.

Part of his duties was to establish 
a herbarium at HSU. He was with the 
Departmentof Biology there six years.. 
Their son, Shawn was bom in Abilene 
in 1961.

Bill's brother, John had received 
his Ph.D from the University of Texas 
in 1964. He went to work for Shell Oil 
Co., in California and later spent 10 
months in downtown New York. That 
wasn't for him, so he told them he was 
quitting. The company sent him back 
to Houston where he remained until he 
suffered a massive heart attack in 
1978.

In 1966 Bill was offered an assis­
tantship in Agricultural Biology (Re­
search) Department of Agricultural 
Biology at the University of Tennes­
see in Knoxville, where he received 
the Ph.D in Botany; Plant Taxonomy 
in August 1968. He was especially 
trained in plant identification.

Upon his graduation from the 
University of Tennessee, he went to 
Southern Methodist University as an 
assistant professor and assistant cura­
tor of the herbarium.

As Dr. Mahler, Bill recruited and 
supervised the students who sorted 
and mounted plant specimens, and 
worked closely with Dr. Shinncrs until 
his death in 1971.

As acting director of the herbarium 
from 1971 untl 1987, Dr. Mahler "in­
herited a collection of about 328,000 
specimens. During the next 17 years, 
an estimated 72,000 specimens were 
added, which brought the collection to 
about 400,000.

In addition to taking charge of the 
herbarium. Dr. Mahler received 
stewardship of SI DA, Contributions 
in Botany, the journal which was pri-

He 
originated the journal as an outlet for 
scientific research, and Dr. Mahler 
expanded the readership. SID A isnow 
read in more than 85 countries.

Dr. Mahler also completed Lloyd 
Shinncrs work, Shinners Manual of 
North Central Texas Flora, which 
Shinners was unable to complete be­
fore his death. The book is used as a 
laboratory/text manual in college and 
university botany classes.

In 1987 SMU placed the her­
barium and library in the care of a 
newly created organization.

The organization is The Botani­
cal Research Institute of Texas (BRIT) 
and Dr.. Mahler was named director. 
Dr. Mahler took early retirement from 
the classroom in 1988 to become 
director of the Research Institute, a 
position he held until 1993. When Dr. 
Mahler retired and became director 
emeritus, his position was assumed 
by Sy Sohmcr, who is the current 
director.

From October 1987 to J une 1991, 
the herbarium and library were located 
on the SMU campus.

The present building that houses 
BRIT was restored in 1991 and the 
collections were moved to Fort Worth. 
It is located in downtown Fort Worth 
at the comer of Fourth and Pecan 
Streets.

BRIT is an international botani­
cal resource center, and its influence 
is felt around the world. With a 
current collection of 450,000 dried 
plant specimens, BRIT has the largest 
independent herbarium in the South­
west. Its botanical library houses 
more than 50,000 volumes of books 
and journals from more than 80 
countries.

BRIT's mission is to expand the 
knowledge and understanding of the 
plant world by making its collections 
available to both the scientific com­
munity and the public for research and 
cultural, educational and environ­
mental enhancement.

Valued at $10 millon , Lloyd H. 
Shinncrs Collection in Systematic 
Botany, is on permanent loan from 
SMU in Dallas. It was opened to the 
public in 1991.

Dr. Mahler said BRIT is used by 
scientists, physicians, students, teach­
ers, ranchers, farmers, business execu­
tives, attorney s, artists, and others who 
seek information about plants, work­
ing either independently or with the 
staff.

He said from a poison center 
needing to identify a plant to a water 
colorist wanting to study the magnifi­
cent botanical plates in century-old 
books, people in Texas and through­
out the world rely on BR IT as a primary 
source of botanical information and 
interpretation.

Mahler says when appropriately 
preserved and handled, plant speci­
mens will last indefinitely. The oldest 
specimen in the BRIT herbarium is a 
heliotrope, a member of the forget- 
me-not family, gathered in Mexico in 
1791.

Dr. Mahler has dedicated his ca­
reer to leaching, and directing the 
herbarium and library collections.

He has authored 10 books , more 
than 30 scientific articles, and numer­
ous reports and reviews.

Dr. Mahler was the first recipient 
of the Harold Beaty Award, Texas 
Organization of Endangered Species, 
in 1988. In 1991 he received the 
Donovan Stewart Corrcll Memorial 
Award from the Native Plant Society 
of T exas, for his authorship of Shinners 
Manual o f North Central Texas Flora.

While Bill was with SMU and the 
herbarium, they lived in Richardson 
and Plano. Lorene worked in the Dallas 
County Tax Office 12 years.

They came back to the area in 
1991 and stayed in Iowa Park and on 
the farm in Oklahoma to decide where 
they wanted to settle when Bill quit 
work.

They returned to Fort Worth and 
stayed in a hotel eight months. "That

was pretty much fun for about two 
months, getting to eat out all of the 
time and having maid service, but after 
that it was pretty boring," Lorene said.

They made their decision to come 
back to Iowa Park to settle down. In 
1992 they bought the Dave and 
Lucille Gay home next to Bill's dad's 
apartment and renovated it.

Although not actively involved in 
the collection of specimens or over­
seeing BRIT, Bill still goes down pe­

riodically for the directors meetings 
and can become very enthusiastic about 
BRIT and what its mission is to the 
public.

He maintains membership in the 
Native Plant Society of Texas, Texas 
Academy of Science, Texas Organi­
zation of Endangered Species, among 
others and a number of societies, in­
cluding the Ranger Infantry Compa­
nies (Airborne) of Korean War Asso­
ciation.

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GARDENING HINTS

Pecan trees require zinc sprays for 
healthy growth.

This is true for landscape pecan 
trees as well as commercial orchards. 
Untreated trees produce small leaves 
and rescued shoots characteristic of 
zinc deficiency.

Soil applications of zinc have not 
given satisfac lory rcsul is. Fol iar sprays 
are the most effective means of ap­
plying zinc to pecan trees.

Foliar zinc sprays should be ap­
plied now while pecan leaves are 
young. Zinc is needed for leaf growth 
so the most critical time for zinc sprays 
is normally in late April to May when 
the young leaves are developing.

Spray mature, bearing trees two to 
four times in the spring period (April to 
May). Young, vigorously growing trees 
should receive zinc at two to three 
week intervals from late April through 
August.

Common choices of zinc materi­
als that can be sprayed include zinc 
sulfate, NAN or zinc nitrate. Avoid 
spraying in midday, especially on hot 
windy days.

To get adequate penetration of 
zinc into the foliage, the spray needs to 
remain wet on the leaf as long as pos­
sible. Ccntain other plants, including 
peach trees, are readily damaged by 
elemental zinc sprays, so limit the zinc 
sprays to pecan trees only.

Zinc docs not move from leaf to 
leaf, so spray coverage of the entire 
canopy is important.

Examples of inadequate spray 
coverage are common -  especially in 
yard trees. Such trees have a thick 
canopy of healthy, large leaves on the 
lower limbs where spray coverage was 
good.

Above that, where spray did not 
reach, the canopy will be thin with 
small leaves and often the characteris­
tic twig dieback of zinc deficiency.

Good nitrogen and zinc manage­
ment are only one part of a successful 
care program to grow healthy pecan 
trees. Irrigation, weed control (espe­
cially around young trees), pest con­
trol and proper training are all vitally 
important to develop healthy trees.
