City drops tax rate

The Iowa Park city council Mon-
day night lowered ihe tax rate for next
year to 76 cents per $100 valuation.

Because the city's values were
increased by some $8-million over the
previous year, the effective tax rate
was set at .766587, which would have
generated the same amount of money
as the current 79-cent rate produced.

During budget discussions, al-
dermen had considered lowering the
rate by two cents, to 77. However, had

the new rate exceeded the.effective.tax
have been required by law.
The adopted tax rate will generate
$800,000, when 97 percent is collected.
Following the vote, Mayor Wayne
House noted that the new rate is 12.5
cents lower than it was five years ago.

During a discussion on the new
rate, Alderman Bob Hamilton pointed
out that a rate increase appeared likely
for the school district, to meet added
costs of operation, and the lowered rate
could make this year's city/school taxes
about the same as last year for residents
in the city.

Falls via the Old Iowa Park Highway
(shutting down both west-bound lanes)
to Bond, where they'll tum north to
Cash, use the city hall park as a rest
stop, then move out to Wall, and turn
back onto the old highway to continue
their run.

Because they'll be leaving their
starting place about 7, they're expected
to arrive here about 7:30 and should be
cleared out by 9, I'm told.

But, what it all means is, the 100
block of North Bond, 100 biock of East
Cash and 100 block of North Wall will
be closed to traffic from about 6 a.m.
until shortly before 12-noon that day.

That means - if you want to go to
the post office during that period, you'll
have to park somewhere else and walk.

That means - if you want to drive
to the 100 block of West Cash, which
is a one-way street to the west, you'll
either have to do it in violation of the
one-way designation, or park some-
where on Yosemite and walk over.

That means - if you own a busi-
ness that fronts onto the old highway,
between Wichita Falls and Yosemite,
you'll be on the north side facing the
two lanes that are closed, and you
won't have any business during that

phase of the race; or if you want to take
your business to one of those firms,

Wilbarger and Wichita are two
counties in Texas designated as con-
tiguous to 12 designated in Oklahoma
recently named by Secretary of Agri-
culture Dan Glickman ¢ligible forloans
to cover part of actual production losses
resulting from the storms.

ThomasJ. SpencerJr.,areaRECD
supervisor, said farmers may be eli-
gible for loans of up to 80 percent of
their actual losses or the operating loan
needed to continue in business or
$500,000, whichever is less.

For farmers unable to obtain credit
from private commercial lenders, the
interest is 3.75 percent.

"As a general rule, a farmer must
have suffered at least a 30 percent loss
of production to be eligible foran RECD
emergency loan,” Spencer said.

Farmers participating in Federal
Crop Insurance program will have to
figure in proceeds from those programs
in determining their loss.

" Applications for loans under this
emergency designation will be accepted
until Feb. 26, 1996 but farmers should
apply as soon as possible. Delays in
applying could create backlogs in
processing and possibly over into the
new farming season,” Spencer said.

This method also comes in
handy for those who just might not feel
like cooking during the week.

Italian Meat Sauce

2 Ibs. extra lean ground chuck
1 cup chopped onion
2 cloves garlic
2 cans (1 Ib. 12 0z.) tomatoes
1 can (6 0z.) tomato paste
1/2 cup celery, chopped
2 tsps. salt
3 tsps. dried oregano, crushed
1/4 tsp. dried thyme, crushed
1/2 tsp. dried rosemary
1 bay leaf
1 cup mushrooms, chopped (opt.)

Putall ingredients in slow cooker;
stir thoroughly. Cover and cook on
low 10-12 hours, or high 5-6 hours.
Discard bay leaf. Serve over cooked
spaghetti or noodles and sprinkle with
grated Parmesan cheese. Makes 2
quarts.

Sweet-Sour Pork
1 1/2 Ib. pork steak, cut into strips
1 tsp.paprika
2 Tobsps. shortening

1/4 cup instant dry milk

1 can (15 1/2 oz.) pineapple chunks,
well drained (reserve syrup)

A. Following rainy periods we
often see fungal or bacterial diseases
develop. Your mulberry appears to be
plagued with a disease called leaf spot.
Plant pathologists call the disease
CERCOSPORA leaf spot. It causes
defoliation of mulberry trees. Apply a
copper fungicide such as Bordeaux Mis
10 reduce the problem.

Q. I live in Wichita Falls in a new
home. I have a narrow strip of property
between my west side of the homie and
a sidewalk. I would like to plant a
flowering tree in this area. The area is
abovt 5 feet wide. What should we
plant?

A.That is a very small area for the
majority of trees that we recommend,
however, there are some options. The
very narrow shapped flowering orna-
mental pear called Capital would be a
suitable uee for a narrow area. Other
possibilities are Crape Myrtle which is
actucily a small tree when mature or
Weeping Yaupon holly. The holly I
mentioned does not produce notice-
ahle flowers, however, it is evergreen
and a femalc plant would produce

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A. A post-harvest spray in mid to
late August using a chlorpyrifos type
produce such as Dursban is recom-
mended. Direct the spray at the base of
the tree up to the first side branches.
Spray the trunk area thoroughly.

Q. Pecans are dropping off of my
pecan trees. What can I do to save my

pecan crop?

Q. The pecans you sent (0 me
have damage from the second gen-
eration of casebearer. Small holes at
the base of the nutlet are the giveaway
symptoms of casebearer. Control
sprays in late May to early June and
again 42 days later are necessary 10
reduce casebearer insectdamage. Some
pecans will drop naturally due to a
heavy crop load and/or moisture stress.
You can help save your crop by
spraying for pecan weevil (another nut
damaging insect) in late August to
early September. Use liquid Sevin for
a control spray. Water deeply and
regularly around your tree during dry
periods also. Our area crop looks good
up Lo now.
