And anybody who has ever had
to drink salt-contaminated water will
tell you tourists aren't going to pour
into your area, and fish live in water
not contaminated with salt.

Controlling the salt that reaches
Lake Kemp and eventually is made
available to the Wichita Valley will
make irrigation water available,
which was the purpose of that lake
and Lake Diversion being built.

Our federal government needs
to begin putting humans ahead of
game and fish, because they are not
the future of mankind.

Voting gets underway on constitution changes

Early voting was begun Wed-
nesday in the state-wide constitutional
amendment election, which is to be
held Nov. 7.

The early voting period will
continue through Nov. 3.

Jowa Park voters can cast their
ballots at the county annex building
at400N. Wall, between the weckday
hours of 8 a.m. and 5 p.m.

Additionally, the poll will be

in. The Douglas DC-3 was coming
to replace the old Ford Tri-Motor
planes that had flown that route. It
was a beautiful bird,

"In later years, maybe 1939,
the Air Corps took over that
airport, named it Sheppard Field,
greally enlarged it, and began a
training program for military glider
pilots. They were used in the war
lo carry roops over enemy
territory, and land them behind
encmy lines silently at night.

"During the height of the
depression, I remember that the
roofs of the frieght trains always
were silhouetted with hobos. The
railroad track was about a block
from our house, and when a train
stopped, the hobos would spread
out, go to nearby houses, and ask
for some job to do in exchange for
food. We didn't usually have any
work for them to do (I kept busy
with chores), but Mother never
turned them away hungry. She
could always find something for
those less fortunate than we.

"People passing through with

their cars loaded with furniture
would run out of money, and would
trade some item for a tank of gas.
The barter system was very widely
used. Farmers would bring eggs to
the store, and trade them for
grocery staples. I remember the
man who delivered milk in his
horse-drawn cart. We paid him
with gasoline for his car.

"I guess the thing which really
brought an end to the depression
was the onset of World War I1.
Government programs like the
WPA and the CCC (Works
Civilian Conservation Corps)
helped some. These people did
work for the govenment in ex-
change for money. There was
practically no welfare of the sort
which is common now, where they
Jjust gave people money. These
guys built bridges, highways, etc.
They did a lot of good.

‘Immnbu&iingmee-ly
Grandad's house, 165 miles away.
The trip took maybe 12 hours,
because of all the mud and potholes
in the highway. Most of that main
highway was completely unpaved.
By 1940, it only took about five
hours."”

On Dec. 7, 1941, the event
occurred which changed Curt's and
everyone's lives. He did not
immediately enter the Army,
instead he was advised that since he
showed an aptitude for science and
mathematics, he could be of more
overall service 10 his country by
continuing in school a while, which
proved to be true.

He entered Texas Tech. At the
time an EE major had only two
options, power and communica-
tions. There was no field called
electronics. Transistors or inte-
grated circuits were yet unheard of.
The vacuum tube was the thing.

In Dec. 1942 Cunt joined the
Army Reserve, Near the end of the
basic training period, he was
felecled for ASTP (Army Special-
12ed Training Program). He was
sent 0 Durham, N. H. for more
Virginia Polytechnic Institute.

In 1944, near the completion of
his time at VPI, he was interviewed
and ended up being assigned to Oak
Ridge, Tenn. beginning a totally
new phase of life for Curt.

Curt had been very interested
in the subjects he had learned in the
ASTP, especially electronics, and
by this time he was “itching " for
some sort of action. He wanted to
do something to contribute to the
war effort.

After about a week and a half
at Oak Ridge, he and five others
were a given a sealed envelope to a
secret destination. They were told
not to open the envelope for eight
hours. When they opened it they
were given directions 10 a place
called Lamy, N.M. which they
found to be almost non-existant.

There was a small train station
building, about six dilapidated
houses, and "at least a million miles
of sand in every direction, plenty of
tumbleweeds and sagebrush, but no
trees". Curt wondered, "Is this
where we are 10 spend the rest of
the war"?

Their envelope had a phone
number to call, which turned out to
be a building in Santa Fe, some 25
miles away. They were told to wait
and someone would pick them up.
While they were waiting they
talked to a railroad man. He told
them they must be headed for "the
hill." He didn't know what it was,
but he had handled a shipment of
radium bound for there. At that time
Curt had only a vague idea of what
radium was.

About five hours later a master
sargeant came after them. They
drove through Santa Fe and beyond.
It was dark and they couldn't see

much country, but knew they were

climbing a mountain.

‘When they arrived it looked
like another temporary Army base.
Curt was assigned to work with a
group of people, a mixture of
Army and civilian, that were doing
electronics work, which he found
"absolutely fascinating”. His group
often worked 20 hours a day.

Before long he was in charge
of one of the electronic fabrication
shops. For several months he had

no idea what sort of place he was
in, except that its name was Los
Alamos.

During the spring of 1945,
Sewell says the busy work week
became busier. Everyone needed
more equipment built and the word
"Trinity" began to be common,
This was obviously the big test, to
see if all of their work was to be
worth anything or if it was in vain.

This was to be the detonation
of the first atomic bomb. It was to
be on an Air Corps bombing range
in southem New Mexico, not far
from the town of Socorro. This was
the time they began working to the
point of exhaustion.

They were all aware of the
extreme importance of the coming
test. Sewell and some of the others
who had worked so hard were
allowed to go to the test site. The
big moment came July 16, 1945. He
was stationed about18 miles from
the test site. Even at that distance
the light was extremely bright and
the sound reverberated in the
mountains for a least five minutes.

Sewell served three and a half
years in the Army and in the
Scientific Laboratory at Los
Alamos 11 years. In 1957 he and
his wife and family moved to New
York where he became chief
engineer of Isotopes Inc. and held
the same position at Lawrence
Livermore Laboratory 25 years,
retiring in January 1988,

Although raised in a Christian
home Curt did not believe all of the
Bible to be literally true. After his
association with Isotopes Inc. where
radiometric dating was done and he
learned the tenuous basis for all of
the dating methods for "proofs” of
the ancient age of the earth, his
faith in "absolute scientific truth”
was shaken, but he still doubted the
historicity of the early parts of the
Bible.

In the late 1960s Curt began a
study of the scientific evidences on
both sides of the picture. By 1970
he became convinced that God's
creation, as outlined in early
Genesis, was literally true, and

since he has continued his studies.

He now is convinced there is
more physical evidence favoring
the Biblical account of creation than
evidence favoring evolution.

Sewell studies as much as he
can on both sides of the scientific
and religious evidences involved in
the Creation-Evolution controversy.
He has lectured, written and taught
