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Man lands
in jail for
third time

He was arrested twice earlier in
the week, on two charges of public
intoxication and an additional charge
of possession of drug paraphanelia.

Four other arrests for public in-
toxication also were made during the
past week, none related to Kirkham.

Police arrested Larry Garcia, 28,
in the 600 block of South Wall at
10:46 p.m. Friday. He was released
the next moming after signing a
promise to appear in municipal court.

At 10:48 p.m. Saturday in the
100 block of South Wall, Leon Step,
45, was taken into custody for public
intoxication. He paid $182 toward a
fine of $282, and wasreleased at 5:15
a.m. Sunday, according to the blotter.

Two men were also jailed for
public intoxication, when arrested at
6:13 p.m. Monday in the 400 block of
South Yosemite.

They were identified as Timo-
thy Sullenger, 35, and David Torger-
son, 34. Both were released at 9:14
the following morning after signing
promises to appear in court.

Former coach sues
school, individual

A suit was filed in district court
Wednesday of last week against the
IowaPark Consolidated Independent
School District and former trustee
Wendall House.

Plaintiff in the case is Robert
Scott Clensay, former athletic direc-
tor and head football coach at lowa
Park High School.

Though the case was filed last
Wednesday, as of noon yesterday, it
had not been served to Supt. Glenn
Mitchell, nor to House as of Tuesday
evening.

Because the suit had not been
served, neither Mitchell, board
chairman Keith Fisher, nor House
would issue a formal statement for
the press on the case.

Clensay was hired in April of
1991 as an assist to newly-hired
athletic director Lucky Gamble
However, in the suit, Clensay siaies
he was employed in July 1991 as

"athletic director, coach and teacher."

He was not named athletic di-
rector until the following year, upon
the departure of Gamble.

Despite having another year on
his contract with lowa Park, Clensay
acceptedemployment with the Hurst-
Euless-Bedford District in August of
1994, -
The former coach states in his
suit that he had been reassigned to
lesser duties, and left "realizing that
his fragile career was withering, and
consistent with his obligations to his
family, Clensay acted reasonably and
accepted an outof area offer to accept
coaching responsibilities in the Euless
IS.D."

Clensay had in fact been reas-
signed for the 1994-95 year, asa full-
time history teacher, and was to have
begun work on Aug. 1. He was kept
on the school's record until Aug. 25,
when a request from the Euless dis-

trict was received for his employ-
ment records.

Nothing in his suit gives refer-
ence 1o paragraph six of his contract
here, which states, "Employee is
subject to assignment and reassign-
ment at any time during the contract
term to other positions or other ad-
ditional duties."

Clensay is asking 10 be "rein-
stated with back salary, less compa-
rable eamings, with reasonable and
necessary attorney's fees and costs,
and any other relief, at law or equity,
to which he is entitled."

While he was the head coach,
the Hawks had a record of 6-14 in
football. The team won two and lost
eight in 1992, and 4-6 in 1993,

No date has yet been set for a
hearing on the suit.

The bond money was carried
over after bids receiver were lower
than anticipated when construction
plans were formulated.

Aldermen also approved a re-
quest from Price to advertise for bids
to purchase a sludge press for the
water treatment plant. The purchase
was figured into this year's budget.

Another budgeted purchase that
was approved during the meeting was
for a portable air compressor and
jack hammer, to be used by the street
department. Estimated cost for the
two items is $15,000.

Mayor House proposed a project
to seal coat two blocks of North Park,
from Bank to Alameda, this spring.

He explained that city workers
would do the preparatory work, and
the seal coating would be completed
by the county.

This is the third year of an
agreement between House and Gor-
don Griffith, Precinct Three com-
missioner, for a trade-off arrange-
ment which allows the precinct to
dump debris at the city's convenience
center.

The county's savings come from
not having to transport the debris to
the Wichita Falls center, House ex-
plained.

Permission also was granted to
the administrator to expend $10,000
on work at the water treatment plant,
and also to make a change in the
alignment of a sewer line being laid

tor was counseled on the change,
explaining there was no dissatisfac-
tion with their performances, but the
board had just decided to offer only
one-year contracts in the future.

Following an executive session,
the one-year contracts currently held
by the four counselors and tax col-
lector were extended through the
1996-97 year.

During the business session, Don
Daugherity, school architect, told the
board he felt the district could build
four or five additional classrooms for
the same money it would cost 10
construct an elevator at the high
school.

As an alternative, Daugherity
said the district could comply with
the Americans with Disadvantages
Actrequirements by installing achair
lift in the stairway. He estimated the
cost to be as little as $45,000.

Before reachinga final decision,
trustees are going to investigate other
options, including looking at a chair
lift at Austin Elementary School in
Wichita Falls.

Mary Helen Schell, a teacher at
Kidwell Elementary, made an appeal
on behalf of school employees for the
school district to help pay for an in-
crease in health insurance rates which
will increase from $141.05 a month
to $173.35 on March 1.

The board agreed to absorb the
$32.30 per month rate increase, rais-
ing the district's portion for each
employee from $99.26105131.56 per
month.

A Gifted/Talented plan for the
high school for the 1996-97 school
year was approved. Coleen Roberts
gave trustees an outline of the pro-
gram and told them she expects 30
GT students at the high school next
year.

In other action, the board mem-
bers approved:

* arcquest from the high school
to seck sponsorship of an electronic
message board,

* waivers of class size for kin-
dergarten, second and fourth grades
for the second semester;

* a bid of $3,438.81 from Cycle
World of Wichita Falls, Inc. for a F-
160 Suzuki 4-wheeler ATV

* advertise for sale the Valley
View school buildings and property,
including and excluding the coop-
erative building;

* use of the high school gym
during the week of June 17, 1996, for
a volleyball camp; and

* arequest by the Athletic Booster
Club to use the high school gym for a
Basketball Hoop Shoots on March
30, 1996.

The Trustee Election was called
for May 4, 1996. Election judges
named are: Linda Merrick, Precincts

RECIPES

Eventhough the thermometer has
been going up and down like a roller
coaster lately, when the temperature
goes down, most cooks feel an urge o
bake something!

What's better at lifting our spirits
in the wintertime than the aroma of
fresh bread baking in the oven?

This week we are featuring a
variety of bread recipes that should
make any meal more special.

Herb Pumpkin Rolls
2/3 cup milk
1/2 cup butter
1/4 cup water
4 cups all-purpose flour, divided
1/3 cup granulated sugar
1 pkg. quick rising yeast
2 tsps. dried savory leaves, crushed
1 tsp. salt
3/4 tsp. dried thyme leaves, crushed
172 tsp. dried dill weed, crushed
1 cup solid pack pumpkin
4 eggs
2 Thbsps. sesame seeds, toasted

Combine milk, butter and water:
heat to melt butter. Cool to 120 - 130
degrees, if necessary.

Combine three cups flour, sugar,
yeast, savory, salt, thyme and dillina
large mixing bowl. Add milk mixture
and pumpkin. Beat for 2 minutes.
Add 3 eggs and remaining flour.
Cover; let rise in warm, draft-free
place for 10 minutes or until doubled.
Spoon into 20 to 24 well-greased
muffin cups, filling 1/2 to 3/4 full.
Cover; let rise in warm, draft-free

place for 30 to 40 minutes, or until
doubled.

Beatremaining egg and brushon
top of rolls; sprinkle with sesame
seeds. Bake in preheated 350 degree
oven 30 to 40 minutes or until golden
and rolls sound hollow when tapped.
Remove from pans; serve warm or
cool on wire rack.

Dilly Casserole Bread
2 10 2 1/4 cups unsifted all-purpose
flour, divided
2 Tbsps. sugar
1 tsp. salt
1 Thsp. instant minced onion
2 tsps. dill seed
1 Thps. dill weed
1/4 tsp. baking soda
1 pkg. active dry yeast
1 Tbsp. softened margarine
1/4 cup very hot tap water
1 cup creamed cottage cheese, room
temperature
1 egg, room temperature
In a large bowl, thoroughly mix
1/4 cup flour, sugar, salt, instant
minced onion, dill seed, dill weed,
baking soda and undissolved active
dry yeast. Add softened margarine.
Gradually add very hot tap water
to dry ingredients and beat 2 minutes
at medium speed of electric mixer,
scraping bowl occasionally. Add
cottage cheese, egg, and 1/2 cup of
flour or enough flour to make a thick
batter. Beat at high speed for 2 min-
utes. Stir in enough additional flour to
make a stff batter.

Cover and let rise in a warm
place until doubled in bulk (about 1
hour and 15 minutes).

Stir batter down and tumn into a
greased 1 1/2 quart casserole. Cover
and letrise until double in bulk, about
50 minutes. Preheat oven to 350 de-
grees. Bake 30 to 40 minutes or until
top is golden brown. Tum out of pan
immediately and cool on wire rack.

Refrigerator Rolls
1 cup milk
1/2 cup shortening
1/2 cup sugar
1 tsp. salt
1 pkg. dry yeast or 1 cake yeast
3 cups flour
3 egg whites, stiffly beaten

Scaldmilk, shortening, sugarand
salt. Cool to lukewarm. Blend in yeast,
flour and egg whites.

Keep in refrigerator until ready
touse. Roll outon floured surface and
cut into desired size. Let rise about 1
hour before baking. Place in ungreased
pan. Bake 12 to 15 minutes at 425
degrees.

This recipe takes less time to
prepare than many yeast breads and it
isn't too complicated for beginners.

Oatmeal Bread

3/4 cup boiling water

1/2 cup rolled oats

3 Tbsps. butter

1/4 cup light molasses

1 tsp. salt

1/4 cup warm water (110-115 de-
grees)

1egg

1 pkg. dry yeast

2 3/4 cups sifted flour

In large mixing bowl, stir to-

gether boiling water, oatmeal, butter,
molasses, and salt. Cool to lukewarm.
Dissolve yeast in lukewarm water,
Add egg, yeast, and half the flour to
first mixture. Beat two minutes with
mixer at medium speed, or with
wooden spoon until smooth. Add rest
of flour and mix with spoon until
blended. Spread batter evenly in
greased loaf pan, 9x5x3 inches.

2 Thsps. sugar
2 Thbsps. salt
1-51b. bag flour

In a 10 to 12-quart bowl, com-
bine water and yeast; whisk until
dissolved.

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An old problem has come back
to haunt me, and our community.

The problem is a hot-head named
Robert Clensay, who last week filed
asuitagainst the school district, which
he left in August of 1994 without a
formal release from his contract.

You likely will recall that
Clensay was brought here as an as-
sistant under Lucky Gamble, He was
elevated to the head job in 1992 when
Gamble left.

Though I gotalong with Clensay,
even overlooking a lot of things he
did -- such as cursing at his players -
- I stayed with him.

That is, until October of '93.

After my story came out fol-

Let me refresh the case:

"Thoughout the season, Coach
Robert Clensay had been saying his
team could beat anyone on the sched-
ule, if they played their best. And
they did just that.

COMES NOW Robert Scott Clensay, Plaintiff, com-
plaining of the lowa Park Independent School District, and
Wendel House, Defendants; and for cause of action, Plaintiff
would show the following:

PARTIES
A. Plaintiff, Robert Scott Clensay, hereinafter "Clensay”,
currently is a resident of Tarrant County, Texas, having
been forced to leave his employment in Wichita County,
Texas.
B. Defendants

1. Defendant Iowa Park Independent School District,
hereinafter "the District" is an entity of local government
withits principal place of business being situated in Wichita
County, Texas; it may be served with process herein by
serving its Superintendent of Schools at the District's
Administration Building at 413 East Cash, lowa Park,
Texas, 76367.

2. Defendant Wendel House, hereinafter "House", is a
member of the Board of Education of the District, and may
be served with process herein at 1602 Karen, lowa Park,
Texas, 76367.

IL.
: JURISDICTION

Venue is appropriate to Wichita County, Texas pur-
suant to Texas Civil Practice and Remedies Code, 15.001
et seq.

IV.
FACTS

Plaintiff is a competent and dedicated professional
educator trained in both academic and physical education
with emphasis on the coaching of Texas' young people in
the disciplines of sporting events.

In July 1991, with eight years of certified experience
in the public school systems, Plaintiff was employed by the
District to serve as Athletic Director, Coach and Teacher.

At the time of his initial interviews for and subsequent
employment, Clensay was told that the District, like all
Texas school districts, worked on an annual budget year
according to written policies, but that his continual em-
ployment depended upon the quality of his performance
exclusive of a "win-loss" record. Clensay was told by
authorized representatives that the District believed that
instruction in "character" and leadership demonstrated in
the office of Athletic Director were the key characteristics
sought by the District, and that it was well understood that
winning in football, etc. was secondary, and wasn't "the
only thing" or "everything", since the District was not a
"for-profit", professional athletic organization.

In fact, Clensay's job description made no requirment
for acceptable or minimal record of wins by the District's
athletic teams ficlded under Clensay's leadership. No-
where in the duties or evaluated criteria of Clensay was
there ever imposed upon or expressed to him the concept
that his job depended upon his ability to force the District's
students to win, at all costs, or even regardless of the cost.
After "exceptional” ratings in his performance, Clensay's
contract was renewed for the 1992-93 and 1994-95 school
years.

Clensay had initially accepted employment on the
representations of authorized District personnel that con-
tinued employment in the District, according to wide-
spread practices tantamount to policies, depended only on
an acceptable evaluation of Clensay's job performance in
each area of responsibility. Again, the official observation/
evaluation of Clensay's performance for the 1993-1994
school year reflects that his rated performances was not
deficient and exceeded expectations.

Then, during the 1993-94 school year, Wendel House,
J.W. Young, and other members(s) of the District's Board
of Trustees became improperly involved in personnel
matters by attempting to prematurely draw Clensay's
contract before the Board for the avowed purpose of
terminating his contract in December 1993. Thateffort was
unsuccessful; however, Board members began to im-
properly lobby their fellow members to commit the Board
or a majority thereof against Clensay.

Though anon-Board member, J.W. Young, possessed
significant personal sway over House and a majority of the
District's Board members. The motive for the effort to
discredit and negatively effect Clensay's employment as
nothing more than one member of the community with
political influence retaliating against Clensay for personal
reasons. When House concluded that Clensay was mis-
treating his son by not giving to him enough attention and
"playing time" in a high school sport, House collaborated
with Young and his wife and began to fabricate rumors in
the community about Clensay and use their influence with
Board members to effect the termination of Clensay's

contract.

In an effort to tip the sentiments of a wavering Board
majority in their favor, the Youngs also began to repeatedly
make the false claim that Clensay was physically mistreat-
ing student athletes. Two of Young's "water-carriers" and
friends were Board members Dennis Yeager, alocal banker,
and House. Jan Yeager, wife of Dennis Yeager, went about
the community as the behest of and in cooperation with the
Youngs in an effort to "poison the professional well" of
Clensay's reputation. Upon at least one occasion she was
heard to say, "We've got three (3) votes (on the Board) for
sure and the fourth (4th) to run Clensay's a__ out of here!"
In addition, Both Mr. Howard Klinkerman and his wife
Loma, both employees of the district, were involved in
telephone conversations and other damaging gossip around
the community and to some school employees regarding
their "inside knowledge" that Clensay was going to be fired
as early as December. They had knowledge that the school
board members were improperly discussing and making
plans for Clensay's removal outside of the realms of a
public hearing.

On January 21, 1994, Clensay received a letter from
the High School Principal and the District's Superintendent
asking for "assurance" from Clensay that he intended to
remain in the District as precedent condition for their, the
Principal's and Superintendent's, "recommending” an an-
nual extension of Clensay's contract. One of the wide-
spread practices being tantamount to policy within the
District was to annually extend multi-year contracts so that
employees would possess amulti-year contract of unexpired
duration of time. The practice is called a "roll-over" in

“educational management circles” in Texas and is prac-
ticed by school districts in Texas.

Then, Clensay was asked to confirm the circulating
rumor that he was habituated to the use of profanity around
students by his coaching staff, displays of personal temper
to his students, and insufficient involvement with the
Booster Club's more prominent members. Clensay denied
the indirect accusations, but assured both men that he
would be alert to restrict any improper conduct by either
himself or his staff, were it to occur, and would continue to
be appropriately attentive to Booster Club members.

The Principal and superintendentobstensibly accepted
Clensay's assurances and reportedly recommended the
"roll-over", or mid-year annual extension of his contract.
On February 1, 1994, Board member Yeager reportedly
told others that certain pressures would be applied to
Clensay to force him to leave the District. Then, on Feb-
ruary 7, 1994, the Board, at the urging of House, voted by
majority and non-renewed Clensay's contract. Further, the
Board effected the reassignment of Clensay from his
position as Athletic Director and from his coaching dutics,
to teaching a History class and serving as restroom and hall
monitor, the latter to demean and humiliate Clensay. Mr.
House also had the idea of reassigning Clensay to bath-
room attendant duties, with the hope that he would become
so frustrated that he would leave, thus saving the district
from having to honor the second year of Clensay's contract.

The Board, under the leadership of House and help of
Yeager, improperly became involved in personnel as-
signment and violated applicable "governance provisions"
of the state's accreditation scheme. That scheduled hearing
did not convene, although Clensay and his attorneys were
present, for the failure of the Superintendent o have
previously notified the District's attorney or sought legal
advice; as a result, the matter was continued.

Later, Clensay was told that if he would resign from
his contract with the District, that the District would pay
nineteen thousand five hundred dollars tohim as serverance
pay or as partial balance due on his contract. Clensay
refused toresign and informed the District's administration
that his career was being irreparably harmed by the district's
wrongful conduct and sell-out to a powerful member of the
community. Clensay continued to attempt to work matters
out with the District so that he could regain his stolen
reputation, but those efforts were without success.

Realizing that his fragile career was withering, and
consistent with his obligations to his family, Clensay
acted reasonably and accepted an out of area offer to
accept coaching responsibilities in the Euless 1.S.D.,
even though the cost of income due 1o pay differences
was approximately twelve thousand dollars per year.
Clensay's contract with the District was unconstitu-
tionally breached and Clensay was constructively ter-
minated.

V.
PRAYER

WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED,
Plainuiff prays, after trial by jury, for declaratory relief
whereby the district would be adjudicated to have
violated the Constitution of the State of Texas (1876)
when the Board acted to non-renew and/or reassign
Clensay. Further, Plaintiff seeks a permanent injunction
whereby he would be reinstated with back salary, less
comparable eamings, with reasonable and necessary
attorney's fees and costs, and any other relief, at law or
equity, to which he is entitled.

Musings on the theme
"Texas, Our Texas'

quoted from Texas Siftings by Jerry Flemmons
and delivered by Dr. Larry W. George (Class of '65) at the

lowa Park High School Ex-Students Homecoming Banquet
October 14, 1995

When you start to do a little research into what has been written about
this Lone Star State of our's, one of the first things you discover is that the
writings about Texas are, (0 understate the obvious, substantial. It seems
that we Texans are a wordy bunch; we always have been. And for almost
two centuries, outsiders, intrigued by all the commotion down here in the
Southwest, have come to inspect, dissect, cuss, and praise this grand state
of our's.

From the beginning, there was something about Texas -- and Texans -
- that required the world's attention. Texas is an heroic story, the stuff of
dreams and myths. Born of an impossible revolution, settled by people
from somewhere else, Texas has always seemed to embody the epic
American notion of freedom and independence, of self-sufficiency and
daring-do. Texas, above all else, has been a spiritual adventure. Texas . . .
our Texas.

Jerry Flemmons' collection of Texana, titled Texas Siftings, points out
the pain and, at the same time, celebrates the uncommon that combine to
create this unique place called "Texas." There is a letter to his mother from
a Texas Ranger about to be hanged at a Mexico City prison in 1843; there
is the account of a Frenchman during a West Texas buffalo hunt in 1875
and of the massacre of Indians at Dove Creek. There's a lot that's solemn
about who we are and where we've come from.

But there's also much that's less than solemn, too! I mean, where else
but Texas would history record not only the name of the first white child
born in the Panhandle (who, by the way, was Joseph Wood), but also the
name of the first mule born in Lampassas County (which, by the way, was
Mag)? Where else would you turn but to Texas to find out why cowboy
hat brims are turned up at the side or to learn the proper etiquette for going
through a barbed wire fence? Texas . . . our Texas.

One indisputable fact about Texas is that we are the textbook defini-
tion of a true culture. That is, we have our own food, our own music, our
own literature and language, our own societal mores and mythology. Chili
and beef barbecue, for example, are Texas inventions. In Texas you can
find instructions on how to feed 600 for a ranch party; recipes on how to
cook rattlesnake, how to turn a 25-pound sack of flower into biscuits with,
and I quote, "water from the nearest cattle tank,"” and ways to make
frontier coffee without coffee. And of course, no self-respecting, true
Texas cook would be without a recipe for squirrel dumplings.

Texas language is often given to a studied disregard for classroom
rules and bursting with metaphors and similes. I guess that's why our high
school English and speech teachers were continually vexed by our use of
such phrases as "pert nigh but not plumb."

Yet running through it all -- all of the talk and tales, all of the litera-
ture and legacy, all of the music and mythology of Texas -- there is a sense
not only of survival but also of hope in a rough, often unforgiving country.
The story of Texas is told with humor and bravado and bombast. But that's
how it should be. Carl Sandburg said of Texas that it is "a blend of valor
and swagger." And he was right! How else do you tell the tale of life ina
Panhandle dugout and in a stick hut of South Texas, of brothel madams
and mail-order brides, of hangings and birthings, of cowboys and Indians,
of tough men and tougher women.

Texas is a story told not only by famous men like Sam Houston, but
also by unheard of women like the 107-year-old who remembered the day
she was freed from slavery, and anonymous men like the Comanche brave
who rode through a prairie fire to rescue a little white girl.

This is Texas, our Texas. And if our story is romanticized, if it is
often filtered through our unique mythology, then so be it. Aggrandize-
ment is an old Texas habit . . . and besides, most of us believe that the
state really is larger than life and deserving of every exaggeration we have
bestowed upon it over the years.

John Steinbeck wrote of Texas: "Like most passionate nations, Texas

has its own history based on, but not limited by, facts.” And | guess this
weather report from the Taylor County News sort of bears him out. “The
weather has been so dry here for the past three weeks that the wells are
empty and the fish in the creeks are carrying toadstools for parasols to
keep the sun from burning their backs. Water is getting so scarce that
Baptists and Campbellites are beginning to favor baptism by sprinkling,
and they have quit turning up their noses at the Presbyterians. A promi-
nent prohibitionist has ordered a case of beer from Decatur -- a lather to
shave himself."

Weather has always seemed to be a major topic of conversation in
Texas. A terrific windstorm was reported in progress out on the plains
near Lubbock. Finally, here came a hen sailing through the atmosphere --
a little hen, brown, with white spots. Somehow she had gotten turned
around and was flying backwards, and the wind was blowing so strong
that she laid the same egg three times before she passed out of sight!

Dallas journalist Paul Crume tried to help explain such, shall we say
"expansions,"” of facts in Texas. He wrote: "Quisiders never understand
that Texas tall talk is not a lie. It is the expression of the larger truth.’
That's why Texans can say flat out that Texas occupies all of the North
American continent except the small part set aside for Canada, Mexico,
and the 49 less-fortunate states. Why, Texas is so huge that if you used the
northern line of the Panhandle for a hinge, you'd flop Brownsville so close
to the Arctic Circle that the hot tamale peddlers could swap their wares
with the Eskimos for polar bear steaks. In fact, Texas is so titanic that it is
bounded on the north by the Aurora Borealis, on the south by the invisible
lines of equinox, on the east by primeval chaos, and on the west by the
Judgement Day.

And it's not just Texas but things Texan that are equally unparalleled.
For instance, if all the bales of cotton produced in our 254 counties in a
single season were made into one stack, you'd have a stairway reaching to
the Pearly Gates. And if all the steers in Texas were made into one steer,
he could stand with his front hooves in the Gulf of Mexico, one hind leg in
Lake Michigan, the other in Hudson's Bay, and his tail brush the Northern
Lights out of the Alaskan sky.

Now, I'll have to admit that not everyonc feels the way we do about
the grand Lone Star State. In 1866, General Philip Sheridan was heard to
say, "If I owned Texas and all Hell, I would rent out Texas and iive in
Hell." 1 guess the general must have been kin to the easterner who was
being shown a West Texas ranch. A large colorful bird flew near him and
he asked what it was. "That’s a bird of paradise,” said his Texas host. The
easterner thought awhile, surveyed the flat, hot, dry, desert-like land all
around and said, "Pretty long way from home, isn’t he?” Come to think of
it, that may have been the same fellow who suggested that God made
Texas when God was a small boy wanting a sandbox.

But some outsiders have sort of gotten the hang of it, though, like
Oklahoman Will Rogers who said, "Texas is where men are men, and the
plumbing is improving.” But before him, in 1835, Thomas Borden had
written to Moses Lapham in lowa: “Don’t bring a wife to Texas. Wait to
find one here. Then she'll be used to the climate.”

Whether it's the weather or the women, the men or the mules, I
suppose that Texans can joke about anything. Or at least so it would seem
from the story of a lad in Sunday school who was asked to name the
birthplace of Jesus. He guessed Gladewater, Mount Pleasant, or Bonham.
When told the answer was Palestine, he said, "I knew it was in East Texas
somewhere."

But fair is fair, and even Texans do share the view of Sam Houston

who said Texas is “the finest portion of the globe that has ever blessed my
vision.” No, there are those misguided souls who do not understand this
grand land to be quite so similar to the Garden of Eden, like the child in
Arkansas who prayed: “Goodbye, God. This will be the last chance I get to
talk to you. We're moving to Texas." 1 guess his Sunday school teacher
was the one who said that when Noah built that ark and it rained for 40
days and 40 nights, West Texas got half an inch.

Yes, views on Texas are, well let's just say, diverse. But anyone who
thinks that Texas had lagged behind other places in the equality of the
sexes needs to be reminded of the first Texas pardon. A woman was
convicted of murdering her husband and was sentenced to be “erected by
the neck until dead, dead, dead.” Sam Houston was President of the
Republic and pardoned the woman with the chivalrous statement that
“when all the men in Texas that need hanging are hanged, then it will be
time enough to start inflicting that punishment on the women.”

So say what you will, the fact remains that we Texans are a sort of
genteel people. And some say it is our rural roots that have made us so.
Here's a reminder: Early in the moming, the steaming black coffee from
the old crooked-neck pot was too hot to drink. In rural Texas, it was
mannerly to pour a little coffee into the saucer and blow on it, sipping as it
cooled. The term became a kind of genial metaphor for explaining that
some problem had been taken care of, such as "Don’t bother no more ‘bout
that catile deal; we done saucered and blowed it."”

Oh, Texas, our Texas -- how maligned and beloved you are . . . and
deservedly so. You're enough to frustrate even a Methodist preacher, like
the Reverend Oscar M. Addison, a Texas Methodist circuit-riding parson
who wrote in an 1834 letter, "/ have gone 3/4 of the way around my circuit
and find nothing cheering, or encouraging. Many of the members have
backslidden, and are spiritually dead -- some have been going to dancing
school, and some have joined the Baptists."

Yet let us not be dismayed, or by others dissuaded, from telling our
tales and bragging our boats. But let us instead join in a true, Texas toast:

"Here's to old Texas, the land of the free,

The home of the rattlesnake, horned frog, and flea.

I'll sing of its riches and tell of its fame,

While starving to death on a government claim!"

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Hawks drop final two outings

lowa Park knew going into it's
final three district games that things
weren't going to be easy.

An earlier game that had to be re-
scheduled against Bridgeport forced
the Hawks to play back-to-back road
games on Thursday and Friday nights
before finishing the season against
Graham here Tuesday.

The Hawks were in a tough
situation and needed to win out t0
guarantee a playoff spot.

Iowa Park took the first step by
beating Bridgeport 85-74 to avenge
an earlier 102-82 loss at home and
looked to be on the way to the second
step leading Bowie by six with 2:54
left in the third quarter Friday night.

But that was when the strain of
playing on consecutive nights took
it's toll.

The Hawks managed to hit on
only lof 15 shots from the floor in the
fourth quarter and were held scoreless
for 9:34, scoring only four points in
the final period in a 52-41 loss to the
Jackrabbits.

AUSTIN — Gov. George W.
Bush says he will continue to push
for a way to change Texas’ tax
system in hopes of avoiding what
could become a property-tax revolt.

The biggest outcry is over
high local school property taxes.
Property owners foot more than
50 percent of the bill for funding
Texas' $18 billion-a-year public

school system. Bush also voiced
concern that high property taxes
could discourage businesses from
locating in Texas.

Speaking at the National Gov-
emnor’s Conference in Washington,
D.C., Bush said he has not given
up the search and that he would
make his own plan public “in due
course,” but that a new tax bill
would have to be written on the
floor of the Texas House. The
Texas Legislature convenes in Jan-

uary 1997,

Last year, Bush commissioned
a special panel to study the
tax system. The panel included
members of his staff and designees
of the lieutenant governor, house
speaker and state comptroller. In
late January, the panel reported
these alternatives: an increased
state sales tax, a value-added tax or
a gross receipts tax on businesses.

The Dallas Morning News re-
ported that Bush, in his 1994 cam-
paign for governor, pledged to cut
the portion of school spending that

State Insurance Commissioner
Elton Bomer adopted new rules last
week designed to protect terminally
ill Texans who sell their life

insurance policies to raise cash.
The new rules would regulate
the “viatical” settlement companies
who buy life insurance policies
from terminally ill persons for a

percentage of the death benefit.
“This may be the most important
financial decision a terminally
ill person makes,” Bomer said.
“These rules ensure that companies
inform each applicant of the policy
transaction and its consequences so
that an educated decision is made.”

Bomer developed the regulations
in response to a bill passed by the
Texas Legislature last year.

PUC Rejects Pay Phone Jump

The Public Utility Commission
last week rejected a request by pay
phone owners to charge up to 50
cents for a local call.

Pay phone owners now charge 25
cents, but the industry says it needs
to charge more to offset expanded
local calling areas.

PUC Chairman Pat Wood said
the “burden of proof has not

been met” by the industry to
raise rates, and Commissioner Judy
Walsh concurred, saying “I don’t

think the cost studies that were
filed were persuasive.”

At the suggestion of Commis-
sioner Bob Gee, the commission-
ers agreed to find out whether pro-
visions in the new federal telecom-
munications law would nullify state
authority over pay phones, and then
decide whether to open a rate case.
