Hopes were raised on the possi­
bility of a golf course for Iowa Park 
during Monday night's meeting of 
the city council.

Realtor Tommy Key made a re­
quest for water with which to irrigate 
an 18-holc course he is working to 
develop on the north edge of town.

It was the first mention in public 
by Key, concerning his plans for the 
privately-owned course.

Key's request was for the city to 
construct a transmission line for ci­
ther raw lake water or effluent from 
the wastewater treatment plant

He explained the irrigation wa­
ter was paramount for any golf course, 
and he would need 500,000 gallons 
every other day, on average.

Besides being a facility which 
would serve residents of the city, the 
course would also enhance some 50 
residential lots to be developed in 
Park Place Addition, as well as the 
Porter Addition, he told aldermen.

Such development would greatly 
increase the city's tax roll, Key said.

Concern was expressed both by 
council members and some in the 
audience that using untreated water 
from the lakes could possibly be­
come a serious problem, in case of a 
draught, which could, and has in the 
past, caused a shortage for drinking 
water.

City Administrator Mike Price 
told the council the wastewater 
treatment plant produces approxi­
mately 500,000 gallons of effluent 
daily, while Lake Iowa Park has a 
300,000 gallon per day "safe yield.”

He projected the cost of laying a 
line to the course site from a lake 
would be $91,900, while the cost of 
laying a line there from the wastewa­
ter treatment plant was $166,600.

The line from the treatment plant 
to the course likely would be laid 
along Fourth Street though most of 
the city, which would be the shortest 
route.according to the administrator.

Alderman Tracy Fears was the 
First to offer a motion which included 
the city laying the effluent line, and 
selling the water to the course.

A second was made by Aider- 
man Bob Hamilton, who explained 
he was doing so in order to have a 
discussion on the proposal.

Hamilton, during the discussion, 
said no one wanted a golf course here 
more than he, but added that he had a 
serious problem investing tax dollars 
to serve a private enterprise.

When Mayor Tim Hunter called 
for a vote, the motion failed 4-1, with 
Fears its only supporter.

That was followed by Hamilton 
proposing a motion to permit Key to 
have the line installed at his expense 
from the treatment plant, and give the 
effluent to the course.

Additionlly, the city would pay 
the engineering expense, estimated 
at $12,(XX), as well as obtaining a 
permit for the use of the effluent, 
which would cost $10,000.

That motion was approved, 4-1, 
with Fcarscasting thcdcsccnting vote.

This is the second time a pri­
vately-owned golf course which 
would use the effluent for irrigation 
has been proposed for Iowa Park.

Developer Rip Smith had a 
similar agreement with thccity in the 
1980s. The course was planned be­
tween Johnson Road and Lake Iowa 
Park, but the project was later aban­
doned.

Other actions taken by the 
council during the meeting included:

* approved appointments by the 
mayor of Danny Coffman and Joe 
Ward, to a tax abatement policy 
committee, with one more appoint­
ment yet to be made;

* approved a resolution amend­
ing the general fund budget for 1996- 
97 to include the maintenance and 
operation of Bicentennial Swimming 
Pool;

* approved a resolution autho­
rizing the mayor to execute a lease

agreement for a portion of right-of- 
way on South Pacific;

* approved a resolution desig­
nating Lake Iowa Park as the only 
legal location to set off fireworks 
within the city limits, between June 
24 and July 4;

* approved a resolution accept­
ing the 1995-96 city audit;

* approved an ordinance 
rezoning Block 70 of the original 
townsile from Convenience Com­
mercial to General Commercial;

* approved an ordinance ac­
cepting the rcplat of a lot at the comer 
of Third Street and Access Road;

* approved an ordinance which 
restricts speed on Smith Road to 30 
miles per hour and disallows its use as 
a truck route;

* approved a proposal to close 
the 100 and 200 blocks of East Cash 
from 4 to 12 p.m. Saturday, June 21, 
for the annual street dance sponsored 
by the Volunteer Fire Dept.;

* approved a request to close the 
north half of 100 West Park from 9 
a.m. to 2 p.m. Friday, Sept. 19, al­
lowing State National Bank to con­
duct its annual hamburger feed in

conjunction with homecoming and 
the bank's 65lh anniversary.

The final portion of Monday's 
meeting was at the request of Alder­
man Hamilton, seeking authorization 
for the city’s code enforcement offi­
cer to begin abatement proceedings 
on several lots and structures within 
the city.

Hamilton asked that the en­
forcement officer evaluate his obser­
vance that the following properties 
had apparently been abandoned and 
were in violation of city ordinances:

Local man found 
dead at Buffalo

A lifelong resident of Iowa Park 
was found dead late Saturday after­
noon in his locked vehicle at Buffalo 
Lake.

Lt. Cecil Yoder of the Wichita 
County Sheriffs Dept, said that 
Bennett Brookshire, 33, was pro­
nounced dead at the scene after two 
young men riding motorcycles dis­
covered the body.

YOder said the young men passed 
the vehicle on the northwest side of 
the lake and noticed a person inside 
who appeared unresponsive.

After attempting to locate a cel­
lular phone among fisherman at the 
lake, the pair went to a residence on 
Harmony Road and called die Sheriffs 
Dept.

Y odcr said when deputies arrived 
at the scene die vehicle was stuck in 
the mud, the key was in the on posi­
tion and the battery was dead. The 
doors were locked as well.

"It does not appear that this is 
going to be a homicide," Lt. Yoder 
said Monday. He said the body had 
been sent for an autopsy, and pre­
liminary results showed no signs of 
trauma or foul play.

Yoder said that unspecified drug 
paraphernalia was removed from the 
vehicle.

The death is being called acci­
dental, according to Yoder, pending 
final results from the autopsy. Toxi­
cology results could take up to eight 
weeks to come back, he said.

1 small green pepper, chopped 
Dressing (recipe follows)
Red pepper rings

Layer 1 1/2 cups chicken and 
lettuce in 3-quart bowl. Combine rice, 
peas, and parsley and spoon evenly 
over lettuce. Layer tomatoes, cu­
cumber, chopped red pepper, green 
pepper, and remaining 1 1/2 cups 
chicken. Spoon dressing evenly over 
lop of salad, scaling to edge of bowl.

New Dosing for Oral Nitrates

by Joe Hughes, R.PH
Nitrates have been used to treat angina (chest 
pain) for decades, but it has been found that 
many patients develop nitrate tolerance when 
taking the longer acting forms of nitroglycerin 

and isosorbide. 1 olerance is loss of effect” and may occur as early as 
four hours after taking the medication. To avoid tolerance and return 
of chest pain, a daily nitrate-free inlerva 1 o f  8 to 18 hours is 
recommended. New dosing guidelines are in most o f the package 
inserts, and generally involve taking twice daily oral doses in the 
morning and early afternoon; three times daily doses at 7am, noon, and 
5pm; and removing nitroglycerin patches in the evening for a 10 to 12 
hour nitrate-free interval. Times should be adjusted for the few patients 
who get angina at night instead o f during the day. As always, consult 
with your physician or pharmacist before making any medication 
changes.

cemed, we're friends.
Let me take you back to the year 

1981, shortly after Bullock was 
elected state comptroller.

In my issue of July 16 that year, 
I wrote a column concerning all the 
"news releases” we receive from 
various politicians and businesses. 
Most of them, I contended, were for 
free publicity and advertising.

Three paragraphs in that column 
went:

"The state comptroller Bob Bul­
lock is one of the leading dead beats. 
He uses state funds to send out 'news 
releases' regularly, and many of them 
take political issue with some other 
politician's ideas about legislation.

"Some of Bullock's products are 
real beauts, such as one that came this 
week. With full color pictures on 
almost every page, the pamphlet 
which must have cost thousands of 
dollars to produce tells us 'Why Texas 
Is Growing.’ Now, that's a dandy for 
a bookkeeper to put out for the pub­
lic.

"Bullock even hired his own 
personal public information man, who 
believes his boss' name should ap­
pear within the first four words of any 
story coming out of the office."

Well, that didn’t sit too well with 
the man from Hillsboro. Six weeks 
later, 1 received a plain wrapped 
cardboard box in the mail.

When I opened the box, and 
sorted to the center of the wadded 
newspaper page packing, I found a 
"horse apple," with Bullock's per­
sonal card attached by a pin.

The message was assumed. It 
was Bob's way of telling me what he 
thought of my column.

I later heard that he had sent out 
three such boxes, but our’s was the

only one sent to a weekly newspaper.
Of course I followed Bullock's 

activities after that, and was espe­
cially interested when he ran and 
won one of the most powerful posi­
tions in our state government

Bullock had his problems. But 
somehow he overcame them all, in­
cluding his bout with alcohol.

A couple of years ago, at a state 
press association meeting, Bob 
apologized to m e " . . .  for all the hell 
I've given you." I not only accepted, 
but told him the same thing.

And these past eight years I've 
felt Bob's main interest was the state 
and its people. Not once during that 
time have I felt he was serving his 
own interest.

And it was during the recent 
years he began using his slogan to 
close out all public speaking mes­
sages, "God Bless Texas."

Not knowing who will take your 
place, Bob, we may well need all His 
blessings.

What Lyndon Johnson was to 
Washington, Ll Gov. Bob Bullock 
has been in Austin.

Both larger-than-life elected of­
ficials ruled supreme in their spheres 
of action -  the Senate in Washington 
and the Senate in Texas.

The lieutenant governor's office 
is admittedly the most powerful po­
sition in Texas -  and Bob Bullock 
ruled it with a quick and stem gavel.

Like Johnson, Bullock knew the 
political scene in Austin like no other 
before him. He knew where all the 
bodies were, where and who headed 
all the myriad alliances, who would 
compromise, and who wouldn't.

And his announcement Thurs­
day that he would not seek another 
term as lieutenant governor and was 
retiring from the political scene, was 
a shocker to Texas in general and 
West Texas in particular.

The 67-ycar-old politician has 
been a particular friend of our area of 
Texas for most of his 40-year politi­
cal career. With strong tics to Texas 
Tech and the South Plains, he was 
one of the few political figures that 
understood, defended, and took care 
of the special needs of our area of 
Texas.

He, more than any other state 
official, realized that life,commerce, 
and schools existed west of Interstate 
35.

As state comptroller in the sev-
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entics and eighties, his office was the 
first state agency to make full use of 
computers -  and used many West 
Texans and one from Andrews to 
give the legislature -  and Texans -  
more detailed facts and figures on 
state finances than ever before.

When Bob Bullock steps down 
next year, West Texas will have lost 
a powerful ally in Austin.

It was once thought that Sen. 
John Montford was the heir apparent 
for Bullock's post but since Montford 
is now locked into a five year con­
tract as head honcho up at Texas 
Tech, that option seems out.

But with the GOP currently en­
joying a majority in the Texas Sen­
ate, perhaps it's lime for our senator, 
Teel Bivins, to rise to the challenge.

We could do worse.

In Texas, the need to improve 
infant immunization rates is still an 
unfinished story, but thanks to hun­
dreds of public health professionals 
and volunteers statewide, it's head­
ing toward a happy ending.

According to a survey conduc ted 
by the national Immunization Pro­
gram of the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention, the immu­
nization level of Texas two-year-olds 
has increased from 71 to 76 percent.

Texas leaped from 42nd place to 
28th among the 50 states.

As National Infant Immuniza­
tion Week was kicked off on April 
20, Dr. Patti J. Patterson, Texas 
Commissioner of health, warned that 
despite the positive trend statewide, 
the need to raise immunization rates 
for infants ages two and younger is 
far from over.

"Encouraging as the latest news 
is, Texas still has a long way to go to 
reach the goal of immunizing 90 
percent of our little Texans by the 
year 2000,” Dr. Patterson said. "It's 
critical that we don't even slow down 
now. Wemustkccp working until we 
finish the job."

To help raise awareness of the 
need for age-appropriate immuniza­
tions, the Texas Department of Health 
(TDH) has published two free, casy- 
to-rcad booklets about the serious 
role immunizations play in a child's 
health -- "The Story of Shots” and 
"My Child's Health Record."

"The Story of Shots" is a 20- 
page whimsically illustrated pam­
phlet that, although easy-to-rcad, 
contains an immunization schedule 
along with serious information about 
vaccine-preventable diseases.

"My Child's Health Record" is 
an infant wellness diary providing a 
place for parents to record vital sta­
tistics on their infant, including im­
munizations. Along with health-re­
lated information, the booklet in­
cludes space to record dates of im­
portant childhood milestones, such 
as the baby's first smile, first steps 
and first tooth.

TDH is offering the booklets as 
part of Shots Across Texas, a state­
wide public health program aimed at

currcnce near Wichita Falls in the 
1950s. Still arc.

Many nights were spent in the 
back yard storm cellar resting on the 
Army surplus folding cot, reading 
comic books by the light of a "coal 
oil" lamp, listening to the wind blow, 
and looking around for creepy crawly 
things. Who could sleep with the 
storm outside and the bugs inside.

One night in particular I always 
remember was the night my father 
and I stood in the cellar door way, 
locked across Seymour, Texas and 
watched a huge funnel cloud snake 
back and forth tossing debris right 
and left as it plowed a path of de­
struction. As a youngster, I really

can't say which was more frighten­
ing, the wind, the noise, or the awe­
some sight of the ugly, destructive 
cloud itself.

I can say, though, that the mental 
picture of debris being hurled right 
and left out of the tornado is punc­
tuated by the memory of watching it 
strike the suspension bridge across 
the Salt Fork of the Brazos River that 
runs just outside the city. The big, old 
iron bridge was no match for the 
funnel. Didn't even slow it down.

A favorite aunt of mine who 
lived most of her life in California 
doesn't like the thought of tornadoes 
either.

I used to ask her, "Doesn't living 
out in California worry you with all 
the earthquakes out there?"

She was quick to reply, "I’d rather 
take my chances with an earthquake 
in California than a tornado in Texas.”

Weather risks aside, she later 
moved to Texas, although she never 
commented on earthquakes or torna­
does cither.
