PARK SCHOOL CHILDREN 
MADE HEADLINES 
FORTY YEARS AGO

The Wichita Dally Times for 
Tuesday, March 9, 1954, carried 
the following historical sketch from 
its files:
“Forty Years Ago—

.March 9, 1914
“In the county declamation and 

debating contest last night, Charles 
Butts of Wichita Falls and Paul 
Zink of Iowa Park won the senior 
declamation. Ross Bassinger of this 
city and Clyde Hall of Iowa Park 
-took first place in the Junior dec­
lamation. Otis Nelson and Brennan 
Gillespie, Wichita Falls debaters, 
defeated Lenly Humphries and 
John Matthews o f Iowa Park.”

Wilson Huckaby Dies 
After Long Illness

George Wilson Huckaby, 81, of 
Hobart, Okla., and former resi­
dent of Iowa Park, died in a hos­
pital in Oklahoma City. Friday, 
(March 5 after an extended illness.

Funeral services were conducted 
Sunday afternoon at Hobart in the 
Baptist church. The American 
(Legion accorded him military hon­
ors at the Hobart cemetery.

Mr. Huckaby was born April 13, 
1872 near Paris, Ark. At age 19 he 
went to the Chickasaw Nation and 
raised a crop of com. Later he 
enlisted in the army and served on 
the Mexican border in south Texas.

Again he returned to Indian 
country near Marlow, Okla., where 
he taught a subscription school.

When the Spanlsh-Amcrican War 
broke out he joined the 1st Arkan­
sas Volunteers as a top sergeant. 
This short enlistment was followed 
by a period of operating a meat 
market in Paris, Ark.

In 1898 he went to western Okla­
homa (territory), where he re­
mained until 1944, most of the time 
at Hobart.

In 1944 Mr. and Mrs. Huckaby 
went to Natalia, Texas, where they 
stayed until 1948. That year they 
came to Iowa Park and. remained 
until 1952, returning from here to 
Hobart.

Mr. Huckaby is survived by his 
widow, two sons Fred of Tulsa, 
Okla., and George R. of Iowa Park; 
four brothers and three sisters; 
four grandsons and two great- 
granddaughters.

School’s Growth Is 
Celebrated by Former 
Teachers, Students

If you hadn’t visited our public 

schools this year and made yourself 
acquainted with the staff and the 
school plant, last week was the 
time to do it. It wa3 Texas Centen­
nial Public Scnool Week. A hun­
dred years ago the free public 
school system was set up through 
an act of the fifth legislature of 
the State of Texas.

Iowa Park’s first public school 
was built around the year 1890. The 
building served as school and com­
munity church. Many citizens of 
Iowa Park today received elemen­
tary and secondary instruction In 
our local system.

The events honoring Public 
School Week here were well plan­
ned by committees of interested 
patrons, with Miles Thompson as 
general chairman.

The parade on Monday morning 
will long be remembered by the 
school children, the early ’90’s stu­
dents, early teachers, civic clubs 
and spectators. It was a four-block 
long parade with the board of edu­
cation in the lead. The fast-stepping 
Hawk hand was as always a color­
ful sight.

Students of the elementary 
grades in costumes and carrying 
placards were led by the 1st grad­
ers carrying “Seniors of 1966’’ ban­
ners.

The junior high and representa­
tives of all high school classes rode 
in decorated cars.

Next came the first president of 
Iowa Park PTA, Mrs. C. Eirk and 
the current president Mrs. John 
Wesley.

Early day teachers in the parade 
were Mines. R. R. Brubaker, C. H. 
Clark and Charles Tucker, the last 
two now residents of Wichita Falls.

Fourteen students of the first 
Iowa Park school brougnt up the 
rear of the parade. They were:

Classrooms at school were at­
tractively decorated and work of 
the students was displayed.

Boy Scouts did their part by 
painting sidewalk displays. The 
Volunteer Fire Boys gave gener- 

j ously of their time to marshal the 
parade.

In fact last week will long be re­
membered as a time when the en­
tire community took part in one 
civic project

Our school system has come a 
long way from the two room build­
ing in the south part of town, 
which is now serving as a barn on 
the Spruiell farm. We now have 
two modern buildings plus a new 
band and vocational agriculture 
building and stadium.

In 1900 a new three-story build­
ing was erected in the east part 
of town on the space now part of 
the school playground. In 1916 an- 
othei three-story building was put 
up where the present elementary 
school is located. The old building 
was razed because it had beer, con­
demned.

In 1924 a new two-story high 
school building, auditorium and 
gymnasium was built and named 
W. F. George high school.

In 1940 the grade school was tom 
down and a new building and cafe­
teria was erected. Classes met in 
the town churches while this new 
structure was being completed.

Since then a building housing vo­
cational classes and the band has 
been built.

The school has a large lighted 
football and track field, four bus­
es, 32 teachers including the su­
perintendent and two principals, 
four bus drivers, five cafeteria 
workers, a custodian and a sec­
retary. It also has a homemaking 
practice house, residences for the 
superintendent and high school 
principal and custodian.

May we say again, if you didn’t 
visit last week, go any time and 
visit the place where your children 
spend 7 to 8 hours, 5 days a week, 
9 months of the year. Go meet the 
teachers who help your children 
grow and develop knowledge and 
character.
