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Top news stories of 1999

The final year of the century produced major news events
that were covered by the /Jowa Park Leader.

After experiencing a very wet period in the early months,
however, the area has been hit by a drought which has brought
on water use restrictions and concerns about water supplies from
the local lakes.

The following is a brief review of news highlights from 1999.

JANUARY

The new year of 1999 was begun with the swearing in of
newly-elected Wichita County office holders, which included
Marc Newman, who became the sixth person to serve as Justice
of the Peace for Precinct Three. First class postage stamps were
increased in price to 33 cents, effective Jan. 10. Iowa Park
Volunteer Fire Department Chief Danny Skinner was recog-
nized by department members as Fireman of the Year. Karen
Schell and Zac Miller were named to the All-State Band. Rica,
the newly-acquired drug detection dog for the Iowa Park Police
Department, was introduced to the city council members.
Highlighting the annual Chamber of Commerce banquet was the
presentation of awards, including: Outstanding Citizen of the
Year, Richard Hicks; Outstanding Senior Citizen, Margaret
Sheets; Outstanding Educator, Mike Caplinger; Agriculturist,
Dan Glass, and the School District as the Business of the Year.
The Towa Park Optimist Club donated $10,000 to help finance
the Lake Gordon walking track.

FEBRUARY

Wal-Mart announced it would close its lowa Park store in the
spring of 2000, due to plans to build two new facilities in Wichita
Falls. Iowa Parkan Brian A. Lillie was graduated from the
Department of Public Safety training academy. Tommy Duerson
signed a letter of intent to play football at Angelo State Univ. The
city council received and accepted petitions to annex 15 acres of
land into the city limits, including 10 acres on Bell Road and
4.962 acres on Johnson Road. Four persons received minor
injuries as result of a head-on collision between a car and school
bus on River View Road. Dr. Richard Carver announced he was
retiring after practicing 38 years in lowa Park. County deputies
investigating an open door at John Ray Enterprises on Rifle
Range Road discovered incendiary devices. Eddie Keith Edge,
41, was arrested on a charge of sexually assaulting four young
females. Mr. and Mrs. Jimmy Alsup donated $2,176 to help fund
a $15,000 project which included commissioning artist Jack
Stevens to develop a bronze sculpture that will be displayed on
the grounds of Kidwell Elementary School.

MARCH

Kerri Dorner Vajnar was inducted into the lowa Park Track
Hall of Fame during the annual Iowa Park Lions Club Hawk
Relays. Kerry Perkins presented the Masonic Lodge's Commu-
nity Builders Award to the Jowa Park MuleSkinners. The city
council approved an additional $60,000 to finance completion of
the Lake Gordon walking track, to go with $65,000 in donations
and tax dollars.

APRIL

The lowa Park school board called a $5.2 million bond issue
for May 1, for new construction and renovation projects on all
four campuses. The Masonic Lodge presented Charles E. "Chuck"
Seets the Golden Trowel award. Because Randy Brown was the
only candidate to file for a school trustee post being vacated by
Randy Catlin, and incumbent Keith Fisher was unopposed, the
board declared both candidates and no formal election would be
necessary. For the 16th consecutive year, the Hawk Band earned
the coveted Sweepstakes Award. The Hawk baseball team
earned the District 5-3A championship. Epsilon Eta Sorority
observed its 50th anniversary.

MAY

Former mayor Wayne House successfully unseated incum-
bent city alderman Bob Hamilton, who was seeking his fifth term
of office, but Tracy Fears and Bub Mercer were successful in
their bids for re-election. Randy Lovelady, principal of W.F.
George Middle School, was hired as assistant superintendent of
the Burkburnett school district. Roger York was elected presi-

dent of the Athletic Booster Club for 1999-2000. A huge crane
was used to relocate an old bridge from South Peterson Road to
its new location, on the north side of Lake Gordon, for the
walking track. Iowa Park's 1600-meter relay team of Tommy
Duerson, Dustin Shierry, Malcolm Wise and Jeff Duerson,
which broke the school record three consecutive meets during
the season, placed third in the state meet. Visitors estimated in
the hundreds turned out for the firstannual Parkfest event at Lake
Gordon. The Hawk baseball team was defeated in the Arearound
of the state playoffs by China Spring. Christine Baka was
Valedictorian and Lydia Adams Salutatorian of the senior class.

JUNE

Winners among the 45 participants in the annual All-lowa
Park Golf Tournament, sponsored by the Chamber of Com-
merce, were Randy Alsup, Keith Gillen and Dolores Hamilton.
An algie bloom at Lake Iowa Park affected the taste of water
caused numerous complaints called in at city hall. Ross Dillard
was named recipient of a $5,000 scholarship from the National
FFA Foundation. Steve Moody was named principal of W.F.
George Middle School, and Debra Brandt was named to succeed
him as principal of Ethyl Kidwell Elementary. lowa Park CISD
was awarded a "High Schools That Work" grant by Tech Prep,
Texas Education Agency, and the Texas Higher Education
Coordinating Board. Don Pellikan was named pastor of the First
United Methodist Church. Though he remained athletic director
and head football coach through the fall, Weldon Nelms was
appointed Dean of Students at the high school. Local mail
carriers reported picking up 2,650 pounds of food during their
annual food drive to help the needy. Some 42 W.F. Middle
School students and their sponsors made an educational trip to
Washington, D.C.

JULY

Mickey Robertson was hired as assistant principal at the
middle school. After a construction worker cut through the city's
water main just east of the city, residents responded to requests
to cease yard watering until it was repaired, averting a serious
disaster. The city council approved spending $6,859 to bring the
city's computers into Y2K compliance.

AUGUST

Local school officials received notice from the American
Civil Liberties Union, putting them on notice that "outside of the
context of high school graduation, schools may never officially
endorse, sponsor or promote prayer" prior to football games.
Dolores Hamilton, co-publisher of the Jowa Park Leader, was
named to the Media Honor Roll of the Texas Association of
School Boards. The "final school year of the millennium" in
Iowa Park was begun on Aug. 12. Two men were arrested when
Towa Park police discovered amethamphetamine labin a wooded
area a few yards north of Woodbriar A partments. Due to drought
conditions, the county commissioners enacted a ban on all
outdoor burning in unincorporated areas. James Skeeler was
reassigned from high school social studies teacher to assistant
principal at the middle school. City aldermen voted to lower the
tax rate from .6899 per $100 valuation to .672.

SEPTEMBER

School trustees adopted a budget for 1999-2000, calling for
$11,533,031, which was $1.5 million more than the previous
year'sbudget, and raised the tax rate from$1.30to$1.41. Marcus
Johnson achieved the rank of Eagle Scout. Former reporter for
the Jowa Park Leader, Louis Simmons, joined the staff of State
Rep. Rick Hardcastle. Kaycie Myers, daughter of Mr. and Mrs.
Edward Myers of Kamay, submitted her 4-H record book in
Gardening and Horticulture in state competition, and won first
place. The Leader began its 31st year of publication. Kidwell
Elementary teacher Kimberly Dawn Mogg was charged with
taking money from the school's P-TA organization. Roger Alan
Taylor was arrested on a charge of aggravated kidnapping by use
of adeadly weapon and aggravated assault with deadly weapon,
and held under $350,000 bond. Bellvue Trucking, the trash
division of the Bell Group, was acquired by EISI Corp.

reviewed

OCTOBER

This year's KidFish event at Lake Gordon attracted between
200 and 250 participants. lowa Park Optimist Club financed the
purchase of a new van for the Friendly Door. Dr. Steve Watson,
Class of '71, was the guest speaker for the annual Alumni
Banquet. The city council, in response to a request from Electra
Mayor LaJune Lewis, offered to permit her municipality to lay
a water line to a local tower, should her city's water supply lake
be unable to serve its residents. The Hawk Band earned another
Division One rating in marching. Lisa Nichols was crowned
Homecoming Queen, prior to lowa Park's 42-6 victory over the
Bowie Jackrabbits. Margi Negri was recognized for her 30 years
with the U.S. Postal Service. The Lady Hawks won the district
volleyball championship.

NOVEMBER

The pilot of a small experimental airplane survived after
crashing it near Wichita Valley Airport. For the second year,
Steven Raby's project of holding a Halloween haunted house at
the old RAC produced $600 to help finance the Lake Gordon
walking track. Bobby Loyd qualified to participate in the state
cross country contest. Mike Price was elected to serve as president
of the Chamber of Commerce in 2000. Local veterans received
a standing ovation from the audience attending the second-
annual Veterans' Day ceremony in Hawk Stadium. For the
second year in a row, the Hawks were defeated in the Regional
Championship game by Crane.

DECEMBER

Two major events relating to the history of the school district
were held: a dedication ceremony was held for the unveiling of
a historical marker located in front of the administration build-
ing, and a ceremony relating to the burial of a 100-year time
capsule at the high school attracted celebrities, including U.S.
Sen. Phil Gramm. Due to continuing drought conditions, the city
council enacted restrictions on water consumption. Long-time
resident Johnny Cole, 70, was arrested on a charge of having
sexual relations with a child, for the second time in six years.
School trustees approved the purchase of a house that was
located immediately west of the administration building. Former
Kidwell Elementary teacher Kimberly Dawn Mogg pled guilty
in court to stealing more than $8,000 from the PTA treasury.

Two drug arrests reported

Only two arrests were reported
by Iowa Park police during the past
week, and both of them were for drug
possession.

Jonathan Michael Munsey, 18,
was taken into custody at 2:57 a.m.
Tuesday in the 400 block of South
Wall, after officers found a bag con-
taining less than four ounces of
marijuana. He was transported to the
county jail.

At 10:49 p.m. Tuesday, Brooks
Edward Payne, 40, was arrested in
the 400 block of South Bell after a
search of his vehicle uncovered less
than two ounces of marijuana. He
also was taken to jail.

Local police stood by until
emergency persoanel responded to a
hazardous materials spill early Sat-
urday morning at the north-bound
rest area on US 287.

A 55-gallon drum of poisonous
chemicals reportedly blew up and

spilled into the drive area.
Representatives of a chemical

company in Fort Worth were sum-

moned to take care of the spill.

In keeping with tradition, in this
week's issue of the Leader we are
featuring a review of recipes that
have appeared in the Cook of the
Week column during 1999.

Banana Split Cake
2 cups graham cracker crumbs
5 Tbsps. butter, melted
2 cups powdered sugar
1 tsp. vanilla
1 stick butter
2 eggs
3 bananas
1 can crushed pineapple
Large container Cool Whip
Salted sundae or other nuts, crushed
a bit
Mix crumbs and melted butter;
press into bottom of a 9x13-inch dish.
Beatpowdered sugar, vanillaand one
stick butter together for 10 minutes;
this step is important. Add eggs; con-
tinue to beat. Spread over crumb layer.
Peel bananas and cut in half
lengthwise; place over creamed layer.
Drain pineapple thoroughly; spoon
over bananas. Cover with Cool Whip.
Sprinkle with nuts. Chill four hours.
If desired, garnish each serving
with a cherry. To serve, cut into
squares.

Theendof deer s=ason will leave
some families with a void to fill.

It seems that more and more the
sport of big game hunting is becom-
ing a family affair.

Lester Givensand his wife Joyce
began hunting together after Lester
invited Joyce to join him on a hunt
four years ago.

Deer hunting has now become a
family activity for the Givens. Joyce's
two youngest children, Jennifer age
11, and Robert 13, are learning gun
safety this year and will begin hunt-
ing in the deer blind with an adult
next year.

Lester's two grown sons, Les
and Shane, hunton the deer lease just
west of lowa Park, as well asa family
friend, Dallas Tomlinson.

The family also spends time
watching hunting videos and hunting
programs on T.V. as well as reading
many books and magazines on the
subject.

Joyce says big game hunting is
more than just going outand sitting in
a blind until you see a deer, then
firing a gun.

She says the family all works
together in building blinds, keeping
their equipment in shape, learning
gun safety, target shooting, and other
activities that go with hunting. They
also plant plots of wheat and set up
deer feeders with corn near their deer
blinds.

Joyce says she and her family
are not just hunting for the deer ant-
lers, they eat their harvest.

This is one of the thrills of hunt-
ing for Joyce. The thrill of taking
down a game that will be feeding her

family. She added that venison is an
excellent meat.

This year she harvested a 10
point buck, and last year a nine point.

Joyce or Lester sometime take
Jennifer and or Robert into the bind
with them so they can be taught what
it entails to watch for and harvest
deer.
Joyce says gun safety is a big
issue with the family and one they

ward to possibly getting to hunt next
season.
Joyce says she recommends that
women try hunting. She says,"” Don't
be afraid. Sitting in the blind gives
you quite time to think and going
hunting with your companion is a
way tobond." She added, "Everyone
should try it at least once."

Hunting has also taught Joyce
patience. "Sometimes you see a deer
but there is just no way you can geta
safe shotso you just letit walk away.”
Joyce said.

The.couple are at their deer
blinds and settled in by sun-up, and
unlessthey getadeer, they stay in the
blind until about 9 a.m. For the
evening hunt they getin their blind by
about 3 and stay until sun down.

This year they were able to geta
lease just west of lowa Park.

Sam and Wanda Hunter hunt in
West Texas with their children and
grandchildren.

Wanda says she began hunting
with her husband so she could be
outdoors.

Wanda says she loves nature
and deer hunting is a way to be close
to nature. She enjoys just sitting in
the blind and watching the wildlife.
In a blind, she says a person can see
more animals and birds.

Although she has been hunting
several years, Wanda did not harvest
adeer until a few years ago. She says
she doesn't take a deer every year and
she had rather not take one. But, this
year she got a nice buck. She said she
was in her blind and Sam, their son,
Gary, or their grandsons were not
around when she spotted ‘the deer
from her blind. It was such a nice deer
she just couldn’t pass it up.

Bruce and Stacy Whitaker are
involved in deer hunting as a family
in a different way. They run a meat
processing plant west of lowa Park.

Bruce got his experience pro-
cessing deer with his father, who had
Jim's Meat Marketindowntown lowa
Park from 1979 until it burned in
1983. He began helping his dad pro-
cess deer when he was in the seventh
grade and his dad was processing
deer for friends in his back yard.

Stacy says 12 years ago she
would have never dreamed she would

be processing deer. She was a city
girl. She now works along side her

The processing plant is a side
business for the couple. Bruce works
in Lawton at a grocery as Market
Manager. When he gets home from
work they start to work on the deer,
sometimes until midnightand from 4
a.m. until 10 p.m. on week-ends.

The Whitakers see a lot of the
area hunters. Women hunters are not
uncommon to the Whitakers. They
have seen many women bring their
deer in to be processed.

There are acouple of things that
Bruce feels new hunters should know
about the processes of cleaning deer.
First, if they leave the hide on it keeps
the meat from drying out so fast. The
hide also works as an insulator and
helpskeep the meat fresh, particularly
with the warmer weather. And it de-
pends on where the deer is shot as to
how much meat one might lose.

The couple have seen some big
deer that have been harvested around
Iowa Park.

The Whitakers don't get much
time to hunt, but they do hunt when
time permits and have taught their
oldest son to hunt.

Stacy said, " we started teaching
our children gun safety while they
were still in diapers. I don't believe
they can be taught too young to re-
spect guns and that they are not toys. "

She says their children under-
stand you only shoot what you want
to eat. They also squirrel and rabbit
hunt.

The family hasa place near their
home where they can hunt.

Iowa Park has not always been
known for the deer that roam this
area, but according to studies by

area.

However there do not seem to
be an abundance of deer leases avail-
able in this area. A lot of land owners
in this area hunt on their own land.

According to Bruce Whitaker,
ten years ago there were not any deer
in this area. Most of the deer pro-
cessed by his father years ago came
from other parts of Wichita County
or surrounding counties.

According to Whitaker, people
seem to be reluctant to harvest a doe
because many times a hunter is after
the rack (antlers.) Also, most people
don't think of the doe as the reason for
the over-population.

Deer season is designed to con-
trol over-population. A hunter is al-
lowed twodoes and abuck in Wichita
County. The doe must be harvested
the first two weeks of the season. The
number and sex of the deer may vary
year to year,

A study is conducted by the
Wichita County biologist each year
to determine how long doe season
needs to be open.

According to Game Warden Pat
Canan there are residents on the out-
skirts of lowa Park who have deerin
their back yard. (Of course they must
be outside the city limits to shoot a
fire arm.)

Canan also noted the surge in
deer population in the county.

There are two creteria the game
wardens uses to judge the population
of deer.

1. How many are harvested.
2. How many are run over.

He said last year there were
only tworunover in this area, and this
year there have already been four run

over by mid-season.

Canan says the population will
continue to grow as long as the deer
are harvested legally and the weather
isn't too harsh on them.

The drought conditions were
hard on the deer this year as was
noted by the smaller size and antler of
te deer.

Interestingly enough, deer
hungtin actually increases the deer
population in an area. If deer become
over-populated they will starve or
become a nuisance by coming into
town,

Most who hunt plant food or
put corn out for the deer. They take
care of the deer year around so the
deer are larger and healthier.

There are stiff laws that protect
wildlife, and this year the laws have
become more strict on poachers,
(Poachers are defined as anyone tak-
ing wildlife illegally) including but
notexclusively spot-lighting and road
hunters.

A law went into effect this year
states that if a deer is harvested ille-
gally onland without the land owner's
permission the offense is a State Jail
Felony. Punishment may be 180 days
totwo years in jail and a fine of $1500
to $10,000 fine plus restitution and
loss of license from one to five years.

Canan says citizens could help
gamewardens stop poaching by call-
ing the sheriff's department or the
lowa Park Police Department with
information such as license number,
direction of travel, type and color of
vehicle, how many in the vehicle, and
where the offense occurred.

Landowners make up 95% of
the callers that report offenses. Only
fire percent of the general public get
involved.

Canan says the new laws have
cut down on road hunting, but hunt-
ing without the landowner's consent
has increased.

Another proedure hunters
should be aware of is to tag their deer
correctly.

The tag must be attached to the

ACROSS 39 Athens' "Black-eyed

deer. (Electric tape works well for
taping the tag on the deer leg or
antler.) The tag must be filled out
completely and the dates must be cut
out.

If a deer is not tagged properly,
the harvest is illegal.

Kyle Wells helps the area bi-
ologist with aging deer and other
studies done on wildlife in this area.

They can also be scored. Any-
one harvesting a nice buck interested
in the Boone & Crockett scoring
system can get information by call-
ing 1-800 460-5494 or contact Kyle
Wells, who is a certified scorer.

Texas also has a Big Game
Awards program.

Any hunter who has a valid
Texas hunting license and lawfully
harvests a white-tailed deer, ( Mule
Deer or pronghorn antelope in other
counties where it is legal to take the
deer) is eligible for entry into the
TBGA.

Theawards given are as follows:
First Big Game Harvested - Any
huater (regardless of age) who har-
vest his /her first lifetime big game
animal in Texas this year is eligible
for recognition. This is a non-scored
category. Any big game animal, re-
gardless of sex or score, is eligible.
Youth Division - Any youth hunter
(under 17 years of age when they
purchase their hunting license) witha
Special Resident Hunting License
(license type 102, $6.00) who har-
vests a legal deer is eligible. Any big
game animal, regardless of sex or
score, is eligible. A maximum of one
Youth Division certificate will be
issued per hunter per year.

Wells said some very large deer
has been harvested around the lowa
Park area this year, He also stated that
several residents from lowa Park,
including Wanda Hunter, have had
good Boone and Crockett scores.

Recalling former Hawk

Many of your older readers in
this area may be interested in know-
ing of the death of Pete Watkins, an
outstanding student and athlete in the
late 1930s. Pete played on the lowa
Park High School football, basket-
ball and track teams in 1937, 38 and
39. He won the state interscholastic
championship in the high jump in
1938 and 1939, but was disqualified
one year for going over the bar head
first. He was salutatorian of his se-
nior class in 1939.

Pete was recruited by Texas
A&M, and had an enviable record
there, both in the classroom and in
athletics. He lettered 3 years on both
the basketball and track teams. At
one time or another he held the record
or championship in high jump in the
Southwest Conference, the old Bor-
der Olympics, National A.A.U., and
set a new record at Drake Relays in
high jump, jumping 2 inches higher
than the old record, which had stood
for 21 years. His record held for 14
years.

Pete was graduated from A&M
after 3 years and was immediately
inducted into the armed forces as a

Second Lt., served in the European
theater of operations during the Battle
of the Bulge, and was one of the
Aggies who held "Muster" while
surrounded by the German army. He
received a presidential citation for
leading men 50 miles behind the
German lines. After Germany sur-
rendered, he was part of the Army of
Occupation based in Berlin. While
serving in this capacity, he toured
many of the principal cities of Eu-
rope with an exhibition football and
track teams.

After being discharged he
worked for Insurance Cos. of North
America later going into an insur-
ance business agency in Houston and
Corpus Christi. When bad health
forced him to retire, he moved onto a
small ranch near Fredericksburg, Tx.

Pete died Dec. 17, 1999 in The
Bluffs, La.

When Mr. W.R. Bradford re-
tired from the lowa Park school sys-
tem after some 40 years as superin-
tendent, he was asked by a Record
News reporter if there were any stu-
dents he especially remembered . . .
He named Pete Watkins and one other
student. Of all the honors and acco-
