Ralph Yarborough, speaking last 
week in Iowa Park, said he pledged 
the people of Texas the restora­
tion of honor, integrity and dig­
nity in their state government.

The 53-year-old Austin attorney 
and former district judge, stump­
ing for governor, added:

“People of Texas want a new 
state government, free of entan­
gling alliances and partnerships 
with the outgoing administration. 
Texas wants a state government 
free of the mistakes of the past 
and capable of independent action.

“My program includes water and 
soil conservation, drouth relief, 
higher old age pensions, improved 
schools, adequate teacher pay, ade­
quate classroom space, a youth de­
velopment program, a juvenile de­
linquency program, a real anti-, 
narcotics law, a lobby registration 
law- and an industrial safety law.” 

In conclusion Yarborough urged 
all Texans who believe in honesty 
and morality in government to join 
his fight for a new administration 
in Texas.

"We do not seek a mere personal 
political triumph. We seek a ver­
dict of honesty in government for 
all the people of Texas in the eyes 
of men everywhere.

“After the victory, ours will be 
a task not of vengeance but of 
restoration. We will restore honor 
and integrity as the keystones of 
state government.”

Presbyterians Hold Memorial 
Service for Wm. Lowry Walker

Last Sunday morning the wor­
ship hour at the Presbyterian 
church was dedicated to the glory 
of God and the memory of Wm. 
Lowry Walker, late pastor of the 
congregation.

The organ prelude by Mrs. Tom 
Covington was followed by the 
reading of a memorial statement 
toy C. E  Birk, church clerk.

Rev. Edward S. Bayless of the 
Oak Cliff Presbyterian church of 
Dallas and classmate of Mr. Wal­
ker, brought the message “But 
Life Goes On.” Quotations included 
“How are the mighty fallen,” 2 
Samuel 1:19, 25, 27; and “Sorrow 
not as others who have nohope,” 
1 Thess. 3:13.

Relatives present for the memo­
rial service were his parents Mr. 
and Mrs. T. R  Walker of Cleburne; 
two brothers: Dr. Euell Walker
and Melvin Walker, both of Dal­
las; a sister Mrs. A. B. Brown of 
Big Spring; his widow and daugh­
ter.

Large arrangements of flowers 
adorned the sanctuary, given in 
memory of the beloved pastor and 
friend.

Text of the memorial adopted 
by the session of the church is as 
follows:

“On the morning of May 30, 1956, 
God called to his heavenly home 
his faithful servant and our be­
loved pastor, William Lowry Wal­
ker.

“William Lowry Walker was bom 
in Cleburne, Texas, February 22, 
1911, the son of Mr. and Mrs. T. R. 
Walker. After completing Cleburne 
public schools, he attended Georgia 
Institute of Technology for one 
year. He received his A.B. degree 
from Austin College in X935, and 
his B.D. from Columbia Seminary, 
Decatur, Georgia, in 1938. He mar­
ried Dorothy Thurman of Decatur, 
Georgia, September 8, 1938. On Sep­
tember 20, 1938, he was ordained 
by Paris Presbytery and was pas­
tor of Rose Hill and Moore’s Chap­
el Churches, Texarkana, Texas, for 
a year and a half. He was the 
pastor of The First Presbyterian 
Church of Lovington, New Mexico 
from 1939 to 1942. He was then 
called to West Point, Georgia, 
where he was pastor until 1948. His 
next pastorate was in Columbia 
Presbytery, Mount Pleasant, Ten- 
nesee, where he served until May 
1965.

“He was in Iowa Park one year, 
having come into our midst on 
May 30, 1965, and was installed as 
pastor on July 17, 1955. Very quick­
ly he proved to be a most helpful 
asset in the work of the church, 
in civic affairs, and in the general 
life of our community. His leader­
ship in worship, his work in com­
munity endeavors, and his genuine

interest and friendliness were ap­
preciated by all. He endeared him­
self to our young people both In 
the church and public school and 
was the leading spirit in starting 
a second troop of Boy Scouts in 
Iowa Park, sponsored by The Men 
of the church. He was an inspira­
tion to our high school athletes 
and particularly helpful to the boys 
of the football team.

“Although his ministry in Iowa 
Park was comparatively brief, we 
are grateful to Almighty God for 
his faithful ministry, the helpful- 
nes of his family, the Christian 
example of is home life, and the 
finer things which will be treas­
ured by all of us for years to come.

“Buried in the cemetery at De­
catur, Georgia, his body sleeps, 
awaiting the resurrection to new­
ness of life. This memorial is one 
of praise to God for his glorious 
grace in raising up leaders for his 
church, and of thanks to God in 
our appreciation of the life and 
work of William Lowry Waiker.

“Be it resolved, that a copy of 
this memorial be spread upon the 
minutes of the session, and that 
a copy be presented to Mrs. Doro­
thy Walker and daughter, Dorothy 
Ann, and also to Mr. and Mrs. T. 
R. Walker of Cleburne, Texas.”

He was the 
pastor of The First Presbyterian 
Church of Lovington, New Mexico 
from 1939 to 1942. He was then 
called to West Point, Georgia, 
where he was pastor until 1948. His 
next pastorate was in Columbia 
Presbytery, Mount Pleasant, Ten- 
nesee, where he served until May 
1965.

“He was in Iowa Park one year, 
having come into our midst on 
May 30, 1955, and was installed as 
pastor on July 17, 1955. Very quick­
ly he proved to be a most helpful 
asset in the work of the church, 
in civic affairs, and in the general 
life of our community. His leader­
ship in worship, his work in com­
munity endeavors, and his genuine

interest and friendliness were ap­
preciated by all. He endeared him­
self to our young people both in 
the church and public school and 
was the leading spirit in starting 
a second troop of Boy Scouts in 
Iowa Park, sponsored by The Men 
of the church. He was an inspira­
tion to our high school athletes 
and particularly helpful to the boys 
of the football team.

"Although his ministry in Iowa 
Park was comparatively brief, we 
are grateful to Almighty God for 
his faithful ministry, the helpful- 
nes of his family, the Christian 
example of is home life, and the 
finer things which will be treas­
ured by all of us for years to come.

"Buried in the cemetery at De­
catur, Georgia, his body sleeps, 
awaiting the resurrection to new­
ness of life. This memorial is one 
of praise to God for his glorious 
grace in raising up leaders for his 
church, and of thanks to God in 
our appreciation of the life and 
work of William Lowry Walker.

“Be it resolved, that a copy of 
this memorial be spread upon the 
minutes of the session, and that 
a copy be presented to Mrs. Doro­
thy Walker and daughter, Dorothy 
Ann, and also to Mr. and Mrs. T.

ne of the cardinal principles 
American law is that a man 

considered innocent uatil proved 
ilty Dy proper legal proceedings, 

radically everyone pays lip serv- 
Ie to this ideal, but many fail to 
®®Jize that the right to be repre­

sented by counsel is a logical and 
essential corollary of that theory of 
Justice. There is quite a bit of criti­
cism of attorneys representing de­
fendants in criminal cases. Much 
of this criticism is unjust. 

t
Should lawyers defend in court 

persons whom they know or have 
good reason to believe are guilty 
of the crimes charged against 
tfc m? A recent scientific sampling 
o f the attitude ol the public in 
Texas toward lawyers and law 
problems shows that more than 
half o f all persons interviewed 
thought it was wrong for a lawyer

♦ to defend such a person.
Suoh an attitude is rather star­

tling to thinking citizens and mem­
b e rs  of the Bar. Surely the guilti­
est criminal has a right to a fair 
trial by the law of the land. Such 
a trial he cannot have without a 
competent attorney to see that a 
fair jury is selected and that only 
lawful evidence is introduced 
against him.

With reference to this feeling on 
the part of a sizable portion of 
the public, a certain district judge 
who tries many criminal cases, and 
who served 18 years as prosecuting 
attorney before his election to the 

- Bench, recently offered the follow-
• ing comments:

‘The result of this survey is no 
surprise to me, in that during my 

4 18 years of prosecuting, this feel­

ing has been made known to me 
toy hundreds of persona

‘The feeling on the part of the 
general public in this regard Is 
brought about to a great extent 
by the sinceae efforts on the part 
of defense counsel to see that his 
client receives the benefit of every 
legal safeguard to which he is en­
titled. These legal maneuvers are 
often misunderstood by the layman 
as an unethical effort to defeat 
justice, by delay of the trial, and 
by taking advantage of certain de­
fenses that to the layman appear 
to be trivial technicalities.

“Attorneys are the only ones 
who can correct the erroneous 
feeling of the general public re­
garding the defense of one who 
appears guilty as charged. Attor­
neys should emphatically state to 
the inquiring person that it is one 
of the cardinal rights o f the indi­
vidual in a democratic society to 
be considered innocent until his 
guilt is established beyond a rea­
sonable doubt by legal and compe­
tent evidence.

“The public must be brought to 
the realization that all who are 
charged with crime are entitled 
to the expert counsel and aid of 
an attorney, and that the sworn 
duty of such attorney is to see 
that each protective legal right to 
which the accused is entitled is 
afforded him.”

Now and then a lawyer will over­
step the bounds of his duty in 
defending those charged with 
crime. When that happens, the 
legal profession is even more in­
dignant than the public generally, 
and appropriate disciplinary pro­
ceeding are instituted where war­
ranted.
