Iowa Park was host to an Inter­
city monthly meeting of Alcoholics 
Anonymous last Sunday afternoon 
in the Fair Park Auditorium.

Members from all over this area 
which includes northwest Texas 
and southwestern Oklahoma, were 
present for business and inspira­
tional talks by rehabilitated alco­
holics.

Since names are never empha­
sized in Alcoholics Anonymous, it 
suffices to say that members come 
from every walk of life—all bound 
together by a common purpose, the 
welfare and strengthening of each 
man or woman as an individual.

Principal speaker at Sunday’s 
meeting, an eloquent and dedi­
cated man, reviewed briefly the 
founding and growth of Alcoholics 
Anonymous.

Some of the theories and prac­
tices of this movement were started 
about 100 years ago, but did not 
have the individual in mind and 
failed to make good.

Then came the Oxford Movement 
which stressed group activities and 
did a great amount of good.

But none of these early efforts 
at reclaiming victims of the disease 
of ^lcoholisnr had yet hit upon 
the religious concept of the prob­
lem.

Only recently was discovered the 
key to success. Put in a few words 
it is a method by which the sick 
soul is encouraged to create Its 
own conception of God—a God that 
individual can understand—a God 
who can come into that individual’s 
life and help him effect a three­
fold cure.

An alcoholic is sick in three 
ways. Hc_is physically sick; he is 
mentally sick; he is soul sick.

With the aid of another alcoholic 
who has been aided to find God 
and his individual cure, the disease 
can be cured, and the patient then 
is ready to come back into society 
and be of value again.

In the words of one AA member: 
“I f  I can stay sober long enough 
to give strength and courage and 
a better understanding of God to 
someone else in need of Him; to­
gether we can stay sober.”

The speaker then pointed out 
that members need not be ashamed 
of the organization. I t ’s members 
are the soberest of any organiza­
tion in the world! At one time 
they were sick, but now they are 
well.

In closing the speaker declared, 
“God is no longer my master, but 
my companion."

Official literature of Alcoholics 
Anonymous brings out the follow­
ing interesting points:

Alcoholics Anonymous is a fel­
lowship of men and women who 
share their experience, strength 
and hope with each other that they 
may solve their common problem 
and help others to recover from 
alcoholism.

The only requirement for mem­
bership is an honest desire to stop 
drinking. A.A. has no dues or fees. 
It is> not allied with any sect, de­
nomination, politics, organization 
or institution; does not wish to 
engage in any crontroversy, neither 
endorses nor opposes any causes. 
Our primary purpose is to stay 
sober and help other alcoholics to 
achieve sobriety.

COUNTY AGENT 
SUGGESTS_____

Many farm lakes and ponds have 
been constructed in the county over 
the past few years. These ponds 
are providing a source of recrea­
tion as well as water for livestock.

B. T. Haws, county agent, says 
these acres of water can be made 
the beauty spots of the farm and 
provide camping, swimming, boat­
ing and fishing for the family and 
friends.

Size and depth of the pond are 
important. A surface acre of water 
makes a good family-sized fish 
pond. Some ponds are too small 
to grow many fish.

Kinds of fish used to stock the 
pond is a consideration you will 
want to think about. Your likes 
and dislikes will be the prime fac­
tor in determining just which kind 
you want in the pond.

Once the fish are in the pond, 
you want to be sure they stay and 
are well fed. The pond will need 
to be fertilized. You may need to 
clear the pond of unwanted fish. 
Then weed and moss control usu­
ally becomes a problem.

Local county agents have a bulle­
tin called “Farm Fish Ponds” that 
covers all the considerations you 
will want to make about a farm 
fish pond. This bulletin also has 
pictures and descriptions of five 
kinds of fish used in Texas. Check 
with your county agent for copies 
of this bulletin.

These five figures illustrate, 
from top to bottom, the steps in 
inouth-to-mouth resuscitation now 
being taught in Red Cross First 
Aid courses.

(1) Mother, using middle fin­
ger of one hand, clears child’s 
mouth of any foreign matter. With 
same finger, she holds the tongue
forward.

(2) Mother places child In a 
facedown, head-down, position, 
aud pats him firmly on th« back 
with the free hand, to help dis­
lodge any foreign object In the air 
passage.

(3) The child is placed on his 
b a c k ,  and the mother, using mid­
dle fingers of both hands, lifts the 
lower jaw from beneath and be­
hind so that it “ juts out."

(4) With one hand only, the 
Jaw is held in this juttlng-out posi­
tion.

(5) The mother, covering the 
child’s mouth and nose with her 
mouth, breathes into the child 
with a smooth, steady action. The 
free hand applies continuous mod­
erate pressure to the child’s ab­
domen, between navel and ribs, to 
prevent the stomach froth being 
filled with air.

Yarborough Says Parity Principle 
Still Is Vital to Farm Economy

Referring to letters from Texas 
farmers, Sen. Ralph Yarborough 
has called to the attention of the 
U.S. Senate the increasing prob­
lems confronting the nation’s farm­
ers.

In strongly emphasizing the in­
adequacy of the soil bank program, 
Yarborough stated on the floor of 
the Senate, “ I have long advocated 
the parity principle, and believe it 
to be the soundest solution to our 
agricultural problems.”

Yarborough praised the Progres­
sive Farmer for its editorial in the 
July issue stating that it "clearly 
shows the grave need for reten­
tion of the parity principle.” •

He read the last paragraph of 
the editorial: “Secretary Benson
has not proved that the parity prin­
ciple has failed. He has simply 
proved that there has been too 
much looseness in enforcing or 
carrying out the parity principle. 
We ought to mend parity. A  vigor­
ous fight by farmers at this time 
may save the parity principle, even 
though it may be necessary to 
change the methods by which fair 
or parity prices are obtained. I f  
we do not save the parity princi­
ple, farm prices may drop to bank­
ruptcy figures any year.”

Yarborough concluded: “Every
passing day brings new evidence 
in support of the principle of fair 
parity prices for farm products."

lew  High-Energy Fuel Industry For U. S,

chemical fuels as opposed to conventional petroleum-based fuels.

N IAG AR A FALLS, N. Y. — 
Olin Mathieson Chemical Corpor­
ation today announced it had be­
come the first company in the 
United States to produce high- 
energy fuels on a semi-commer­
cial basis. The fuel is now being 
shipped to the U. S. A ir Force.

An interim facility, scheduled 
for completion at the end of this 
year, will turn out three times 
the amount of fuel now being 
produced in the semi-commercial 
plant. An Air Force-sponsored 
plant, exnected to “ come in” 
within the next 20 months, will 
increase output many times cur­
rent volume, according to an Air 
Force spokesman. This plant is 
the result of an A ir Force con­
tract awarded to Olin Mathieson 
Chemical Corporation for con­
struction of a $36,000,000 facility.

High-energy chemical fuel sig­
nificantly increases the range of 
aircraft and missiles powered by 
air-breathing engines. It  does 
away with engine failure prob­
lems at high altitudes.

The result of five years of re­
search and two years of produc­
tion testing, the fuels, called 
HEF-2 and HEF-3 (High-Energy 
Fuel-2 and 3), had been made in 
small laboratory pilot units by 
Olin Mathieson as far back as 
1952." It is now being produced 
in the Niagara Falls plant which

was built solely by the company 
at a cost of $5,500,000.

First shipments of the fuel 
have already been delivered to 
the Air Force, Dr. L. K. Herndon, 
head of the high-energy fuels 
operation at Niagara Falls, re­
ported. Shipments, which began 
less than a month ago, arc being 
made in increasing quantities.

The fuel now being produced is 
expected to be the forerunner of 
a $1,000,000,000 industry in the 
next ten years. This estimate, 
made by W. C. Foster executive 
vice president of Olin Mathieson, 
is projected on the basis of the 
tremendous quantities of the fuel 
needed for military aircraft and 
later for l ong - range  civilian 
flights. A t the present time, the 
fuel is considered to be suitable 
for aircraft only.

Brig. Gen. C. H. Mitchell, dep­
uty director of production of the 
Directorate of Procurement and 
Production at Wright Patterson 
A ir Force Base, Dayton, Ohio, 
said Olin Ma t h i e son ’ s break­
through on high-energy fuels sig­
nified greater strength for the 
United States. The General said 
that he could visualize use of this 
fuel in the not-too-di&tant future 
for transporting civilians non­
stop from one given po!::4; to 
another over distances hpvetoforc 
considered impossible.

Try These 
Onion Recipes

Onions are so often used for sea­
soning or served as a relish, but 
they are usually overlooked as a 
real leafy green vegetable. They 
are just that and may well fill the 
need for a leafy green vegetable in 
a well balanced diet.

Mild yellow red or white Bermu­
da onions are best for serving raw. 
Smaller or “hot” onions have a 
stronger flavor and are more satis­
factory for cooking. Dry onions 
should be bright, clean, well shaped 
and have a hard, dry skin. Green 
onions should be crisp and tender 
with fresh green tops, medium 
sized necks and they should be 
white two or three inches from 
the root.

It is not necessary to cook onions 
in a large amount of water in an 
uncovered pan. Cook them in just 
half an inch of water in a covered 
pan. Bring the water to a boil, 
reduce the flame and simmer the 
onions until tender, 20 to 40 min­
utes, depending on size. One pound 
of onions makes four servings.

Onions Polonaise are easy to 
prepare. Brown % cup dry bread 
crumbs in 1/3 cup butter or mar­
garine. Add 2 T lemon juice, V\ t 
salt, % t pepper, a dash of pap­
rika, and mix well. Sprinkle mix­
ture over hot cooked onions. Makes 
four servings.

Quickly dress hot cooked onions 
for four by sprinkling with with 
% cup grated American cheese and 
% t celery seed. Toss lightly until 
mixed and serve at once.

Recipe of the Week
Glazed Onions: Melt % cup but­

ter or margarine over a low gas 
flame. Add hot cooked onions to 
serve four. Sprinkle onions with 
6 T brown sugar. Cooker over low 
gas flame 10 minutes, turning and 
basting frequently. Sprinkle with 
coarsely ground black pepper.

About 1500 years before Christ, 

Esau, the grandson of Abraham, 
sold ills birthright—his inheritance 
—for one meal, called in the Bible, 
“a mess of pottage." Through the 
centuries, millions of mortals have 
answered the question asked by 
Christ by exchanging their souls 
for alluring promises which turned 
out to be merely "messes of pot­
tage.”

Powerful labor leaders who have 
sold their souls are finding that 
Judgment Day is here for them, 
rhey are accused of the abuse of 
the power and confidence en­
trusted to them by Congress and 
by millions of workers.

Today, millions of labor union 
members are asking two questions: 
“Have our leaders sold their souls 
and the souls of our unions?" 
and “ if so, what price will we have 
to pay?”

Dave Beck Is paying a big price. 
Apparently he has done great 
damage, not only to himself but 
to the Teamsters Union which he 
has headed for many years. If he 
has violated the law, if he has 
caused his Union to lose its in­
tegrity, not only he but millions 
of honest workers will al6o suffer 
greatly.

If the investigation reveals that 
leaders of many unions have sold 
their souls, the entire labor union 
movement may have to join in 
paying the price.

What is the price? Let’s be 
specific and try to answer the 
Master’s question that was asked 
at the beginning of this column. 
The price could result in setting 
the labor movement back to the 
pre-Franklin D. Roosevelt days. 
Does that seem impossible? Well 
let’s examine the situation.

Congress vested great powers in 
labor unions. Most Important of 
all, It gave them the special priv­
ilege of acting as national monop­
olies. Because labor unions are 
exempted from the monopoly pro­
visions of the Anti Trust Laws 
they are able, through nationwide 
strikes to halt such vital national 
functions as steel production, gas­
oline production, railroad trans­
portation, international shipping, 
etc.

Such pwwers are not entrusted 
to the owners and managers of 
those great Industries. It is doubt­
ful that even the President of the 
United State*- has such power. 
But labor, you will remember, 
used this power to practically close 
all steel production in the United 
States during the Korean War. 
If Congress becomes convinced 
that labor officials and labor un­
ions have lost their souls—their 
integrity, their morality — then 
Congress maj withdraw labor’s 
special privileges, principally the 
legal right to act as monopolies. 
If this were done, nationwide 
strikes would cease to exist and the 
sanctity of the picket line would 
become a theory.

It appears, however, that Con­
gress will not be forced to take 
such action. George Meany, Presi­
dent of the AKL-CIO, and other 
labor leaders of unusual integrity 
already have taken positive actions 
to clean house of racketeers and 
other dishonest union officials. 
They will not stand by idly while 
other officials sell the souls of 
labor. They are taking positive 
action. For example, the AFL- 
CIO Executive Council, on recom­
mendation of an Ethical Practices 
Committee, has ousted Beck as 
an AFL-CIO Vice-President, sus­
pended one union and placed two 
others on probation on charges of 
corruption. It will be far better 
for labor, and for the country, if 
labor cleans its own house. Com- 
mendably, it shows every indica­
tion of doing Just that.
