HOME ON THE MONTH 

Mrs. Curtis Hill, chairman for * 
August, reminds us that the Home 
of the month contest will continue 
through November; so here are a 
few tips to insure pretty flowers 
and grass for fall yards.

Zinnias planted now will bloom 
in three or four weeks and until 
the freezes. Marigolds planted now 
will bloom in 45-69 days and until 
it freezes. To have beautiful roses 
in the fall, feed them rose food j 
now, and blooms will be larger. 
Chrysanthemums will grow taller, j 
bloom larger and prettier if grass , 
cuttings are used now as mulch. 
I f  bugs and worms molest, spray 
with insecticide. Geranium will 
have brighter blooms in the fall if 
mulched now with small amount 
of soluble plant food.

Many people cut lawn grass too 
close during hot weather, which 
causes grass to turn brown be- j 
cause the tender part has no pro­
tection from the severe heat. Lawn 
grass should be cut higher and 
more often now, fertilized and wa- , 
tered for beautiful fail lawn. 
WEEDS AND GRASS 

Soon the tall weeds and grass 
on vacant lots will be dry. If they 
are mowed now the fire hazard 
will be lessened. Someone the other 
day remarked that in some places 
weed stalks are like small tree 
trunks which will burn like timber 
if left standing to dry. So, if there 
are vacant lots near you that need 
to be mowed, consult the owners 1 
or call the City for help.

The fireboys appreciate all the ! 
co-operation they can get, thus 
causing less danger of fire to the 
buildings on your premises. Keep 
weeds and grass mowed around 
buildings to help 'prevent fire.

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL 
AMENDMENT TO BE VOTED 
ON AT AN ELECTION TO BE 
HELD ON NOVEMBER 5. 1957.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO.
)  proposing an amendment to the Con­
stitution of Texas adding a section to 
be known as Section t9-c of Article 
III, providing for the issuance and sale 
of bonds of the State of Texas to 
create the Texas Water Development 
Fund to provide financial assistance to 
certain political aubdivisions or bodies 
politic and corporate of the State of 
Texas in the conservation and develop­
ment of the water resources of the 
State: providing for the payment of 
such bonds: creating an agency to
administer said Fund and to perform 
other duties prescribed by law ; limiting 
the period during which financial as­
sistance may be granted: and providing 
for the calling of an election and the 
publication and issuance of the pro­
clamation therefor.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­

ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article III of the 

Constitution of Texa* be amended by 
adding a new section thereto to be 
known as Section 49-c, as follows:

"Section 49-c. There is hereby cre­
sted a* an agency of the State of 
Texas the Texas Water Development 
Board to exercise such powers as nec­
essary under this provision together 
with such other duties and restrictions 
ns may be prescribed by law. The 
qualifications, compensation, and num­
ber of members of said Board shall 
be determined by law. They shall be 
appointed by the Governor with the 
advice and consent of the Senate in 
the manner and for such terms as 
mav be prescribed by law.

"The Texas Water Development Board 
shall have the authority to provide for. 
issue and sell general obligation bonds 
of the State of Texas in an amount not 
to exceed One Hundred Million Dol­
lars (S100.000.000). The Legislature of 
Texaa, upon two-third* i t i i t  vote of 
the elected Members of each House, 
may authorize the Board to issue ad­
ditional bonds in an amount not ex­
ceeding One Hundred Million Dollars 
tSlOO.000.000). The bonds authorized 
herein or permitted to be authorized 
by the Legislature shall be called 'Tex­
as Water Development Bonds.’ shall 
be executed in such form, denomina­
tions and upon such terms as may be 
prescribed by law, provided, however, 
that the bonds shall not bear more 
than four per cent (4 ^ ) interest per 
annum: they may be issued in such 
installments ns the Board finds feasi­
ble and practical in accomplishing the 
purpose set forth herein.

"A ll moneys received from the sale 
of State bonds shall be deposited in a 
fund hereby created in the State Trea­
sury to be known as the Texas Water 
Development Fund to be administered 
(without further apt ropriation) by the 
Texas Water Development Board in 
auch manner as prescribed by law

"Such fund shall be used only for 
the purpose o f aiding or making funds

available upon such terms and con­
ditions as the Legislature may pre­
scribe. to the various political subdi­
visions or bodies politic and corporate 
of the State of Texas including river 
authorities, conservation and reclama­
tion districts and districts created or 
organized or authorized to be created 
or organized under Article XVI, Sec­
tion 59 or Article III, Section 52, of 
this Constitution, interstate compact 
commissions to which the State of 
Texas is a party and municipal cor­
porations, In the conservation and de­
velopment of the water resources of 
this State, Including the control, stor­
ing and preservation o f its storm and 
flood waters and tha waters of its 
rivers and streams, for all useful and 
lawful purposes by the acquisition, im- 
provement, extension, or construction 
of dams, reservoirs and other water 
storage projects, including any system 
necessary for the transportation of 
water from storage to points of treat­
ment and/or distribution, including fa­
cilities for transporting water there­
from to wholesale purchasers, or for 
any one or more of such purposes or 
methods.

‘Any or all financial assistance as
provided herein shall be repaid with 
Interest upon such terms, conditions 
and manner of repayment as may be 
provided by law

‘While any of the bonds authorized 
by this provision or while any of the 
bonds that may be authorized by the 
Legislature under this provision, or 
any interest on any of such bonds, is 
outstanding and unpaid, there is here­
by appropriated out of the first moneys 
coming into the Treasury in each fis­
cal year, not otherwise appropriated by 
this Constitution, an amount which 
is sufficient to pay the principal and 
interest on such bonds that mature or 
become due during such fiscal year, less 
the amount in the sinking fund at the 
close of the prior fiscal year

"The Legislature may provide for the 
investment of moneys available in the 
Texas Water Development Fund, and 
the interest and sinking funds estab­
lished for the payment of bonds issued 
by the Texas Water Development 
Board. Income from sueh investment 
shall be used for the purposes pre­
scribed by the Legislature. The Legis­
lature may also make appropriations 
from the General Revenue Fund for 
paying administrative expenses of the 
Board.

“ From the moneys received by the 
Texas Water Development Board as 
repayment of principal for financial 
assistance or as interest thereon, there 
shall be deposited in the interest and 
sinking fund for the bonds authorized 
by this Section sufficient moneys to 
pay the interest and principal to be­
come due during the en3uing year and 
sufficient to establish and maintain a 
reserve in said fund equal to the 
average annual principal and interest 
requirements on all outstanding bonds 
issued under this Section. I f  any year 
prior to December 31, 1992 moneys are 
received in excess of the foregoing 
requirements then such excess shall 
be deposited to the Texas Water De­

velopment Fund, and may be used for 
administrative expenses of the Board 
and for the same purposes and upon 
the same terms and conditions pre­
scribed for the proceeds derived from 
the sale of such State bonds No grant 
of financial assistance shall be made 
under the provisions of this Section 
after December 31, 1982, and all moneys 
thereafter received as repayment of 
principal for financial assistance or 
as interest thereon shall be deposited 
in the interest and sinking fund for 
the State bonds, except that such 
mount aa may be required to meet 

the administrative expenses of the 
Board may be annually set aside, and 
provided, that after all State bonds 
bsve been fully paid with interest, or 
after there are on depoait in the In­
terest and sinking fund sufficient mon­
eys to pay all future maturities of 
principal and interest, additional mon­
eys so received shall be deposited to 
the General Revenue Fund.

“ All bonds issued hereunder shall af­
ter approval by the Attorney General, 
registration by the Comptroller of Pub­
lic Accounts cf the State of Texaa. 
and delivery to the purchasers, be 
incontestable and shall constitute gen­
eral obligations of the State of Texas 
under the Constitution of Texas.

"Should the Legislature enact enab­
ling law* in anticipation of the adop­
tion of this amendment, such acts shall 
not be void by reason of their antici­
patory nature."

Sec. 2. The foregoing amendment to 
the Constitution shall be submitted to 
a vote of the qualified electors of this 
State at an election to be held on the 
5th day of November, 1957. sanae being 
the 1st Tuesday after the lat Monday 
in said November. 1957, at which elec­
tion each ballot shall have printed 
thereon, the following words:

"FOR the amendment to the Consti­
tution of Texas adding a new section 
to be known as Section 49-c of Article 
III. authorizing the issuance and sale 
of Two Hundred Million Dollars i$200,* 
000.0001 in bonds by the State of 
Texas to create the Texas Water De­
velopment Fund to provide financial 
assistance to certain poltttrxl subdi­
visions or bodies politic and corporate 
of the State of Texas in the conserva­
tion and development of the water 
resources of the State.”

"AGAINST the amendment to the 
Constitution of Texas adding a new 
section to be known ns Section 49-c of 
Article III, authorising the issuance 
and sale of Two Hundred Million 
Dollars I $200,090,000) in bonds by the 
State of Texas to create the Texas 

Development Fund to provide 
financial assistance to certain political 
subdivision* or bodies politic and cor­
porate of the State of Texas in the 
conservation and development of the 
water resources of the State."

See. t. The Governor of the State 
of Texaa shall issue the necessary 
proclamation for said election and have 
the same published as required by the 
Constitution and laws of this State. 
The eiprnse of pobiicatlen and election 
for such amendment shall be pai l out 
of the proper appropriation made In' 
law.
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
