Those who miss Sunday’s vac­
cine will have opportunity to re­
ceive it the following Sunday.

Types 3 and 2 will be given 
at later dates.

Three points are made clear by 
the Medical Society:

1. Oral vaccine is safe. More 
than 256 million doses have been 
given throughout the US without 
ill effect.

2. Administration of oral vac­
cine to those who have had Salk 
vaccine inoculations is not dan­
gerous.

3. Those who have had Salk 
shots are immune but still can 
be carriers of polio virus. By 
taking the Sabin vaccine the pos­
sibility of carrying the virus also 
is eliminated.

Home Safety
Almost 12 per cent of all home 

accident deaths occur in the yard. 
“ According to Texan Safety asso­
ciation findings,”  Carl Walsh, 
Lone Star Gas company manager 
here, said this week, “ careless 
handling of rakes, hoes, ladders 
and the power lawnmower rep­
resent the principal dangers to 
the amateur gardener.”

Lone Star is sponsoring a home 
safety program in Iowa Park for 
the second year. Co-sponsors are 
TSA and the Herald.

TSA recommends that hoes, 
rakes and other similar yard tools 
he turned downward when laid 
aside momentarily. These tools, as 
well as ladders, should be stored 
properly when not in use, thus 
preventing falls.

One question that is always on 
peoples mind’s is What are the 
real sins of life? Sometimes we 
become obsessed with the ques­
tion of sin, which just reminds 
us that we all know in one way 
or another that sin is a real thing 
in our lives.

One of the biggest flaws and 
mistakes of our approach to sin 
is equating it with gambling, 
smoking, dancing, card-playing, 
and the like. The basic, the per­
vasive immorality of our lives has 
to do with our relationships with 
other people. I ^fortunately, this 
major aspect of sin is too often 
forgotten by the Church.

It is greed and bigotry and 
self-satisfaction and pride and 
that terrible indifference; these 
are the “ sins of the spirit”  which 
come before and condition any 
“ sins of the flesh.”  These sins of 
the spirit are the ones which Je­
sus spoke about. You will not 
find a word of Jesus directed 
against the sins which we usually 
work ourselves into a froth about.

ft is painfully true that too 
often the peoplel lwho abstain 
from the sins of the flesh are the 
ones who make certain that you 
know about it! They want you 
to know what “ good”  people they 
are. Nothing could be more a 
perversion of the Christian gospel 
than this. Who of us can claim 
to be good? Even our Lord Jesus 
rejected that praise in order to 
point us away from ourselves.

I

The real sacrifice acceptable to 
God is a humble and a contrite 
heart. What a fresh breeze to 
find someone in our day who has 
this humble and contrite heart! 
It is the most uncomfortable thing 
of all to realize that the people 
with whom Jesus most closely as­
sociated are the people we would 
in our day have the handy label 
“ sinner”  ready to pin on. But the 
people that Jesus lashed out 
against are those we usually call 
“ good”  (ourselves most of the 
time). It was their sin of self­
worship, of saying “ I am the Lord 
my God”  that brought His re­
buke. Jesus in everything was 
able to see that the basis of sin 
is not the acts we commit, hut the 
thoughts and intentions and af­
fections of our hearts.

The modern Pharisees, as Syd 
ney Harris points out, are able 
to vent their anger against the 
“ bad people,”  the prostitutes and 
the alcoholics and the like, but 
at the same time remain blind to 
the profound immoralities of the 
market-place, the political arena, 
the nuclear arms race, and the 
cut-throat tactics of a competitive 
society.

These are real sins of life; they 
come about through a corrupted 
spirit that can only be set right 
by a Lord who wants first, not 
that a man put out his cigaret, 
but that he have a humble and a 
contrite heart.

The rules should be observed 
when operating the power mower: 

1. Be sure of your footing and 
and the recessional “ O Perfect balance at all times.

i 2. Keep children and pets at a 
\  | safe distance when you use the 

mower.
3. Do not reach under the ma­

chine to push it over obstruc­
tions. Tip it by manipulating the 
handle.

4. Do not use electric mower 
when ground is wet.

5. Do not use mower until the 
lawn has been cleared of stones, 
wires and other articles.

6. Stop engine before removing 
objects from reel or rotary blades.

7. Disconnect plug wires when 
working on underside of mower.

8. Keep fuel out of reach of 
children. Store fuel in closed met­
al container.

9. Shut off mower before leav­
ing it unattended.

10. Keep flame away from the 
mower while refueling.

There are other causes o f fatal 
falls in the yard. In Dallas in 1960 
nine people died in falls as fol­
lows: stumbled over chicken wire 
chasing chickens, 1; slipped on 
patio, 1; fell down steps, 3 ; fell 
enroute to garage, 1; fell enter­
ing house, 1 ; fell off porch, 1; 
and lost footing on ladder or 
roof, 1.

“ Vigilance is required at all 
times if preventable accidents are 
to he eliminated,”  says Walsh.
