The word “easter” is the anglicized form of the name of

Ostern, being the goddess of spring and the

Venerable Bede (673-735)

Easter derives its name from this goddess that was wor-
shipped of old in Britain. The first celebration of Easter,
according to Williston Walker in A History of the Christian
Church, was in A.D. 154 or 155 in the city of Rome. This
perhaps comes as a surprise to many who believe that Easter
in its entirety is but a continuation of the Jewish Passover.

Perhaps it is also a surprise

In Acts 12:4 in the King James Version the word “Easter”
makes its only Biblical appearance. This same word was
every
appeared in this version, but seemingly for variety, the trans-
lators substituted *Easter” here. The passage obviously re-
fers to the Jewish Passover. Even in the Douay-Rheims
(Catholic) Version this is recognized and “Eagter” is not
mentioned. Neither is it to be found in any other version

translated *“Passover” in

of the Bible.

Just as the word “Easter” is not found in the New Tdsta-
ment, neither is its practice. It not only fails to mention
Easter, but it is also silent on such related subjects as Lent,
Palm Sunday, Good Friday, etc. To find such observances
one must search elsewhere. Lyman Coleman (Presbyterian)
says, “These festivals became an incongrous mixture of
Judaism, paganism, and Christianity. These festivals had
their orign in a corrupt age of the church, and are a mani-
(Ancient Christianity Exempli-
fied, p. 542). Encyclopedia Britannica states, “There is no
indication of the observance of the Easter festival
New Testament, or in the writings of the apostolic fathers.
The sanctity of special times was an idea absent from the
minds of the first Christians™ (Vol. VIII, p. 828;
This authority summarizes by saying, “The Lord nor his
apostles enjoined the keeping of this or any other festival.”

Not only are festivals not enjoined in the New Testament;
the New Testament condemns their observance. Paul said
in Galatians 4:10-11, “Ye observe days, and months, sea-
sons, and years. I am afraid of you, lest by any means |
have bestowed labor upon you in vain.” Such is condemned
again by Paul in Colossians 2:16-18. Festivals of this sort
have been borrowed by the papists from Judaism, mixed
with paganism, and called Christianity. It is almost beyond
belief that Protestant bodies thus bow to Rome.

The fundamental facts of the gospel are summarized in
I Corinthians 15:3-4: *, . . Christ died for our sins accord-
ing to the scriptures; and that he was buried, and that he
rose again the third day according to the scriptures.” The
Lcid did not just leave us the record of his death, burial,
and resurrection to remind us of him, however. He instituted
a supper to be kept in remembrance of his death (I Corin-
thians 11:23-29). The New Testament church observed the
Lord’s Supper on the first day of the week as will be seen
from Acts 20:7. It is more than coincidental that the Lord’s
Supper was observed on the same day of the week that
Christ rose from the dead. The Christian then, when he
assembles on the first day of the week, not only remembers
Christ’s death, but also his resurrection. There is therefore
no need for the festival called Easter, for every Lord’s Day
should commemorate all and more than “Easter” does only

once a year.
