CALLAHAN COUNTY PIONEER
MURRAY HARRIS, IS DEAD

Murray Harris, one of the pio-
neers of Callahan County, died Sat-
urday moroing last, March 3lat,
1923, after an illoess of several
weeks,  Mr, Harris was well known
a8 & man of honor, in every sense of
the word a gentleman. His father,
if we mistake not, was a Virginian
snd held some office under the Fed-
eral Government at Buenos Ajyres,
Argentina, whither he was accom-
panied by his {amily.

While there Murray Harris was
born, November 25, 184%.  One of
his brothers, W. A. Harris, was a
Confederate soldier, He was elect-
ed United States Senutor from Kan
sas somcfifteen or twenty years ago
We believe Murray Harris came to
Texas from Missouri after the Civil
War, and in the early 70's entered
the services ct the Texas and Pacific
Railway Company aed continued 1o
the service most, if not all the time,
uatil s death, covering a period of
more than fifty years.

He surveyed the T, & P. Com.
pany’s lands in aud around Tecum-
sch 10 about 1873, The writer went
with a surveying party from Brown
County in 1875, found the newly
made land lines west of the Denton
lands, We understand that the late
Mr, Harris was one of a party of
engineers who located the T. & P.
road \hrough West Texas.

Mr. Harris, 80 far as we Kkoow,
was not » member of any church or
fraternal order, but he was strictly
a woral, solid, upright citizen. We
pever heard him use an oath or tell
a smutty story of any “'=d. He wes
quiet, unsesuming and csme about
as near attending to his own aflaire
a8 any man we ever knew, In his
death Callabao County loses one of
its very best citizens,

The funeral services werc con-
ducted at the home at 3:30 p, m.,
Sunday, by Rev. C. A, Loveless;
burial in Ross Cemetery. The pall
bearers were Dr. R. G, Powell, W,
E. Gilliland, Melvin Farmer, C. B,
Holwes, Ben Sigal and W. T, Hens-
ley.

There wae a large crowd at the
funeral, many being old fricods who
had known bim for many years,
Two of the pali bearers had known
him personally for more than forty
years, and came to pay a last tribute
of respect ta a worthy friend,

Mr. Harris is survived by hiswife,
who wae a daughter of the late Ma-
jor D Richardson, two sons wnd
two daughters,

0ld friends from near Clyde and
gome from Abilene were present
There was & wealth of beautiful
floral tributes, and these were laid
reverently upon the grave,

The death of & man lhke Murray
Harris is a serions loss to any com-
munpity, and to his fawmily his loss is
irreparable, May God in His infi.
vite mercy shield, defend and pro-
tect them, is the prayer of one who
honored and respected the husband
and father for more than four dec-
ades,

‘tries.

Stagnation of trade, aggravated
by the REuropean political crisis.

Heavy taxation. The Englishmen,
due to the inability to get repara
tions from Germany and to the set
tlement of the British-American
debt, is now one of the heaviest
taxed cltizens in the world.

Bad housing conditions. As in
‘many other countries, there wenre
no activities Iin building during the
war and Enpgland has not yet re
covered from the housing situation.

The workers are turning to Amer
ica Dbecause there are widespread
reports here that there is a labor
shortage across the Atlantic and
that high wages are being pald to
workmen. The present exodus is
also due to the official report that
the British Isles, up until a few
months ago, were only using up
about 40 per cent of their immigra-
tion quota allowed by the ' ws of
the United States.

Both the Government and employ-
ers are alarmed over emigration be.
canse many of those leaving for
the United States are skilled work-
men. One center in South Wales
faces depopulation owing to the

Method of Building This Receiver
and Setting It Up Ex-
plained in Detail.

The radio receiver described here
one using a variometer for the tun-
Ing circuit and mounted on a vertienl
panel, 6 inches by 8 Inches, in
stead of a horizontal base board.
