Letters from

Rhodesia

The following statements are
excerpts from two recent letters
from Mickey and Larry George,
missicnaries to Rhodesia from the
Jowa Park United Methodist
church. Many friends here are in-
terested in their work ard welfare.
They arrived in Rhodesia, via
Paris, the middle of October.

“Dear Motrer and Daddy:

“It was a leng trip but at Jast
we are here .. at the orientation
center for new missionaries. We
were disappointed when the lady
at the airport told us we were
coming kere &nd not going direct-
Jy to Mrewa, but we are glad . . .
because the missionaries from
England, America, and New Zea-
land are just great,

“We are learning the Shona
language, making field trips all
over Rhodesia, and having lec-
tures on subjects important to
Rhodesia, such as history, eco-
romics, and Shcna customs, I
guess we initially reected nega-
tively out of our selfish desires,
but as always the Lord had a
blessing in store for us.

“QOur trip in Europe was beauti-
ful! We hcd sunny skies cvery
day, even in London. You can’t
imagine the heauty of Paris in
Ociober. Millions and millions of
flowers were blooming every-
where.

“When we left the airport at
Salisbury, one of the first things
we saw was a beautiful jacaranda
tree . . . hundrecs of them. They
are native to southern Africa, line
the streets and highways . . . and
now are cwbsolutely covered in
crchid colored blooms. In fact,
sometking is blocming here all the
time. The climate is hcavenly.
We love what we have seen in
Rhodesia.

“We are really getting into the
British swing of things. Everyone
stops for tea at 10:00 a.m. and
3:00 p.m., and of course each
meal 1s concluded with tea . . .
(scme drink coffee).”

Several days later encther let-
ter described the place where they
will be working and living:

“Well, we have seen it! We've
been to Mrewa. The mission is
quite large since there 1s an cle-
mentary school, seccudary school,
oll of the teachers’ houses, boara-
ing units for stuuents, the cruren,
the adminstration bunding, and
home for some member workers.
ITne pricipal and s wife are tne
greawst and we fell perfecily at
pome staying wita them,

“NMrewa has two menaces. One
is malaria. 'the couple we knew
ire just getting over it, and other
missionaries have had it. Se we
«re taking our :nti-malarial tab-
Jets every Friday, hoping not to
get it.

“The other problem is snakes.
The black membo is one of the
deadliest snakes mnAfrica and they
killed one 'n the chicken pen be-
bkind our house last week. You
can bet we won't go out at night
without a flishlight!

“M. 1y is scheduled to teach
Form 3 cooking, junior girls, and
che has three gas and ikree wood
stoves. Presently I am assigned
to teach two classes bookkeeping,
four classes typing, two classes
con merce; ard I have beer ap-
pointed school chaplain and must
be available for individual coun-
seling. I think we should be quite
Lusy.

*“We hope the circulation of our
address sparks seme communica-
tion from homefolk. We have heard
fromn only wo or three.
